Ngw York, Aug. 5.—George Gould
was a passenger on the American liner
New York which arrived today., Being
asked regarding the financial situation
he eaid: “The mituation is of course
very much demoralized. The main
cause i the unsettlement of conditions
due to the silver question. There is an-
other cause, however, that the pnblic is
not go well aware of, and that ia the hos-
tile attitude assumed by the legislators
of the country toward the great corpora-
tions, Instead of trying to build
them up the policy of the state
and general government ia to pull them
down and make them worthless. The
people forget that the country cannot
be prosperous unless the great transpor-
tation corporations also prosper. Buei-
ness has never been more stagnant in
the southwest than at the present time,
and I.look for no changa unless some-
thing is done at Washington. The re-
peal of the Sherman law will bring use
all back to prosperous times, but we
may bhope for mothing untilscongress
acts in just that way.

DISASTERS ON THE RAIL.

AN EXPRESS TRAIN WRECKED AT
LINDSAY, O.

At Least Twelve Persons Killed and
Many Ivjured—A Fatal Collision
on the Big Four—Three
Men Killed.

Torgpo, O., Aug. 5.—The fast express
on the Lake Shore, due here at 11
o’clock, was wrecked at Lindeay, 24
miles east of here, at 10 o’clock tonight.
The uninjured portion of the train has
just arrived and the passengers say the
two rear sleepers were thrown from the
track. The engineer and head brake-
man of a freight train were standing
by their train on theeiding; the coaches
struck them and they were instantly
killed. Two porters in the rear coach
were killed. The two rearsleepers were
smashed to kindling wood, and the pas-
séngers say they saw six bodies taken
from one side of the two coaches. The
paseengers estimate that at least 12 per-
sons were killed and a great number in-
jured, Among those injured were:
James Ryan, badly hurt about the head
and body; A. H. West, Chicago, injured
internally, The ehgineer’s name, is
Laverty.

The Limits of Arbitration.

With international arbitration we
confess to having comparatively little
sympathy. If nations mean to fight,
nothing will prevent their so doing, and
agreements to arbitrate will be of very
little service. The suggestion of an
acreement between England and the
United States to establish a permanent
machinery for regulating their disputes
is, however, quite different. Nations in
whom the same racial characteristics
are to be found, who are influenced by
the same ideas, who talk the same lan-
guage, read the same books and possess
the same political traditions, are capable
of making an agreement to settle dis-

| putes by arbitration a reality.

Again, an agreement not to fight till
| the question in dispute bas been referred
| to a body exercising the functions of a
court of law is a step in the direction of
that alliance between the United States
and England which, we trust and be-
lieve, is the destiny of the two countries.
If we begin by an acknowledgment that
we are not in the position of foreign
powers—i, e., liable to war at any mo-
ment—we may soon rise to a definite
race alliance, and lastly to that declara-
tion of a common eitizenship which would
prevent any Englishman from being an
alien in America or any American being
an alien in England and would heal the
breach in the unity of the race caused by
the folly of George III and his ministers.

At frequent intervals during Mra,
Ball’'s remarks there were lond excla-
mations of surprise from the audience,
but the sensation came when, in closing,
she characterized Mrs. Meredith as an
‘‘arrogant, malicions, wagenerous, vin-
dictive woman,”’

Before she had finished, half of the
women in the house were on their feet,

many shrieking wildly. Others hiseed
and stamped their feet. Mre. Palmer
used her gavel vigorously and called in
vain for order, but the excited women
paid no attention,

“Take that back,” yelled one large
woman.

“‘Put her out!” screamed another,”
and so on, and pnndemonium reigned
supreme.

During all the uproar, Mrs. Ball stood
perfectly calm, smiling serenely. When
at length order was restored, she
finished the sentence. Then the uproar
was renewed and continued for some
time. Mrs. Ball finally took her seat
and in an instant Mre. Meredith was on

her feet.

“So far as ang difference that exiats
between Mrs. Ball and myself is con-
cerned,”’ eaid she, ‘“we can settle it ounr-
selves. But when she says I sent my
pister to preside over the committee she
tells that which is absolutely falee.”’
