That Compiomise Again—Several Local
Matters.

PasApENA, Aug. 5,—The Times, with
ite nsual disregard of that greatest of all
virtues—truth—proceeds in this morn-
ing’s issue to make some statements
which are not only misleading, but ab-
solutely untrue. It says:

‘““The HerALD reporter has gone 80
far as to accuse the councilmen and
their attorney of the serious charge of
misappropriating public funds in the
settlement of the $10,000 mortgage suit.”’

Now this statement is about as far
from the facts as it well could be. What
the HeraArp did say, in speaking of the
$1000 paid the savings bank, was that
the sum ‘‘was probably shared by com-
miseioners to a considerable figure,”’ a
statement vastly different from the fore-
going Times’ statement.

Owing to the intentional misrepresen-
tation or natural stupidity of the Times
reporter, it is but justice to the parties
interested to state that while there is
great dissatisfaction over the compro-
mise, and many of our people considered
it an outrage the way the city has been
bulldozed in the manner it has in this
suit, there has been nothing to show
but that the traneaction of the affair, so
far as City Attorney W. E. Arthur and
the members of the council are con-
cerned, has been entirely clean and
aboveboard, and the HeraLp would be
the last to make such charges against
the gentleman referred to.

It 10 a fact well-known to any business
man who ever had any transactions in
the nature of a compromise of a suit
that there are heavy expenses connected
with it, and it was reference to this fact
to show for how paltry asum in compar-
ison with the $13,000 asked for the bank
compromised ; that was pounced upon
by the Timea reporter, and with aid of a
vivid imagination and a total disregard
for truthfulness, stretched by him into &
general attack upon the honesty of all
officials of the city.

The HEeraLD reporter has nothing to
retract, and ia perfectly willing to stand
by every line that has been written in
the compromise controversy and the
ahove statements are made purely in s
spirit of fairness to the gentlemen whom
the Times reporter has attempted to
drag into the fight.

As to who is in the right of it in this
matter we are willing to let develop-
ments ot the near future tell. The Hrr-
ALp will have the pleasure of giving its
readers some interesting facts relating
to municipal proceedings shortly which
may aseist materially in solving the
question.
