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?s well as tbe surrounding elegance of
the interior, call for the highest veneer-
ing and painting exill, and apeaka well
of Mr. Fitzgerald's selection.

Some
of the plate glass fronts of the store-
rooms will be 12x14 feet in dimenaion,
the largest yet uaed in tbia city.

It ia not only evident tnat the very
best material, workmanship and archi-
tectural talent bave been called into re-
quisition for this building, bnt ita con-
struction baa required a contracting
band and watchfulness outside the
province of the architect and ownere.
To Superintendent of Conatrnction W.
H. McKillican ia tbere due much credit
for tbe successful carrying on of thia un-
dertaking. Among other testaments of
his popularity and capacity might be
mentioned sneh of our edifices as the
Stillson, Johnson, Hall, Emma and
Sbatto residences, D. Freeman's res-
idence at Inglewood, his block in this
city, and tire Union Hardware and
Metal company's store and warehouae
on Loa Angelait atreet. The latter being
tbe firat building in Los Angelea to re-
ceive especial rate of insurance on ac-
count of anbitaatiability. To the Brad-
bury building, however, will all thoae
who have been connected with ita con-
atrnction be ablt' to point aa the strong-
est evidence of their genius and work-
manship, while too much appreciation
cannot be given the wealth and enter-
prise of those who have added to city's
advancement.

An Open Latter.
To the Editor of the 1I f.uaj.d:

While our national congress bee been
celled together to deviae means to re-
lieve the country of ite financial trou-
bles and give na more money, it seems
that our local educational congress is de-
liberating how it can best get away with
't. Itis their action in providing for the
a arming and ventilating of the high
school building that seems to warrant
th. a conclusion. Now, this being a mat
te-r that has often come up before the
po» ere that be, ever since the inceDtion
of tlie plans, Ihave taken more than a
common interest in it, for several rea-
sons. First, because tbat ia a matter I
have ile vote J a good deal of time to, both
practically and theoretically, ami Iclaim
to be a4' well informed upon tbat subject
as any aian in this country. When the
plans we re made for this building tbe
system a\u25a0 f warming and veutilating
proved to, be so expensive tbat the school
board gava 1 notmet ions to the architect
to leave th,°m out, and called on us to
furnish pU.ns, which we did, but got
tired of trying to get action taken on
tbem. The want of funds was the only
reason given. But we nrged the neces-
sity ol having some system incor-
porated while tbe building was
going on. Mr. Muchmore, the
superintendent of buildings, did tbe
same, but there was no money iv
sig.,t and the board would not act.
After completion of tbe building and
its occupancy we were again solicited to
make plana and specifications, which we
did. Again, for me same reason a*
before, they could n»>t be adopted, and
gasstovea were substituted.

Again, now for tha third time, we
have been asked for plans and specifica-
tions, which we have furnished, other
firms doing the same, and after being,
duly considered ours were adopted, bnt
subsequently the vote was recoaaidereu
and laid over for one week.

Now it is to correct an impression that,
was sought to be imposed en tbe minds
of some of the board by others of their
co-laborers that because our plans wern
cheap tbey must necessarily not be tbti
best. This I moat emphatically deny,
and asaert that ours are tbe best plana
presented, and in view of the conditions
willgive much tbe best results. This I
say from a thorough knowledge of what
Iam talking about, and fearless of the
charge that may be made of self inter-
est.
I am aware tbat our bid is an ex-

tremely low one, for our heating and.
ventilating engineer, Mr. Hough, (than
whom there is no better) was instructed,
to figure it down to tbe lowest possible |
figure and cover tbe aciual cost, lor the
followingreasons:

We have a business here in which
we employ from 75 to 150 men, most of
whom have families, are patrons of our
schools and taxpayers. Most of those
are No. 1 men whom we are anxious to I
keep employed even if to do co we have
to Buffer a temporary loss Good men
are not going to remain idle, and if they
can't be employed here they will go
where they can. We bave never been a
firm to ask for patronage because we
were a home manufactory, but rather
have alwayß tried to make it for the in-
terest of tbe people to give us their
trade, end we have generally been
pretty successful in doiag co, where we
have had individuals or corporations to
deal with that were handling their own
money, or that were actuated by the
same principles of good judgment ami
economy.

The times and circumstances now
seem to warrant ub in deviating a little
from tbis rule. The considerations for
doing so are so numerous and so appar-
ent to every thinking man that it is
hardly worth while to mention them.

Here ia a case where we have spent a.
good deal of time in working up plans to
meet tbe exigencies of the case which
we bave been conversant with from the
Btart, having a fulland complete knowl-
edge of our business, which ia evinced
by our worka right here at home.

Having ao intelligently adapted a sys-
tem to meet the wants of every case, we
have met with general success. We
have do_e a good deal of work for the
general government in tbis state and
Arizona, where we have used all thtee of
the evatams oi steam, hot water and
furnaces.

In our own city postoffice the govern-
ment furniahed plana, but upon their
examination of oura they liked them ao
much better tbey were adopted and we
were awarded the contract.

What think you would our Denver
man bave done with his hot air furnaces
at tbe Soldiers' home?

Go aak Colonel Brown or Governor
Treicbel what tbey think of our ability
in that line. Colonel Brown bas charge
of the construction of all the government
homes for soldiers in the United States,
a man whom to suspect of favoritism,
much less of taking boodle, would be al-
most a crime. In time of war it is
admirable sometimes to send out forag-
ing parties, but in times of peace it is
bardlv the fair thing to do. The col-
lapse o> the ailver bubble in our aiater
city of Denver has made tbem almost

desperate. We read of whole train* go-
ing east being cap tared by band* of
tbeae forager* and of other* going weat,
and here inour own city their despera-
tion baa brouiiht tbem right into camp
and they are actually foraging on and
carrying off the supplies of our own
aoldiera. How such an outrage can be
perpetrated pap be accounted for only
that they muat bave got in aa apiea or
bad allie* in camp. It bae all been
done so quietly tbat they nearly got
away with the whole outfit of camp be-
fore a halt waa called. They will now
be marched out of the oity under guard
and aent back to tbeir own camp, and a
court martial called to ascertain ifpossi-
ble wbo tbeir allies in camp are, and if
found they willbe dealt with aa tbe law
provides. \u25ba

Seriously, now, gentlemen of the
school board, what can you be thinking
about? I can't think that it ia a lack of
our ability in your minda that would
cause you to go ao diametrically againat
the interest of your own city and squan-
der tbe taxpayers' money as you have
proposed to do.

To whom are you responsible for the
positions you hold on our school board,
if not to the taxpayers and voters of our
city ? Do you think by virtue of a little
power in you invested you can rile over
tbe wishes of tbe people in this way T
Won't they be likely to ask you some
questions tbat will be hard for you to
answer? No, I know yon are not
obliged to answer them, but when we
come to pay our taxes and then go to the
ballot box, is it reasonable to suppose
tbat we mortals will be posseesed of
enough charity to cover auch a multi-
tude of sins?
Iam talking now as an interested citi-

zen and not as a competitor, for Ican
assure you that if you can afford to take
from na our just rights we can afford to
go without then. Itwill be hard work
for you to make tbe people of this city
believe that the Baker iron worka are
not competent to put into our high
school building a first-class ayatem of
beating and ventilating, and when you
atubbornly pereiat in giving to a citizen
of Denver tw.ee aa much for the work,
?what will be the inference drawn?

Juet one word more and I have done.
Mr. Smead of the Smead system, who
waa clerk for our company once in tbe
eaat, is a thorough, energetic heating
and ventilating engineer, and only for
compromising bim I ehonld give hie
opinion of thia firm tbat have ao adroitly
tried to capture the achool board of our
city. M. 8. Bakkb.

The Curse of Militarism.
Our Prague correspondent saya that

the Boheaman deputies in the Austrian
parliamentary delegationa continue
atrongly to oppose the new military ex-
penditure required by the war depart-
ment on behalf of the triple alliance.
The figures the opposition givea are sig-
nificant. From 1868 to 1893 the Austrian
army budget rose from 68,699,640 florins
to 107,374,a68 florins. During those years
2,838,000,000 florins have been expended
on the army. The navy and the landwehr
are not included in this vast sum. The
occupation of Bosnia alone has cost the
empire since 1878 245,093.500 florins.

On the other hand, nothing ia incurred
for works of peace. Not a mile of a
navigable channel has been made. The
support of primary schools, asylums,
road building, etc., rests entirely on the
shoulders of the provinces themselves.
Other figures aro no less suggestive. In
the whole of Austria-Hungary there are
4,000.000 paupers and 16,000,000 persona
unable to work?viz, children, old peo-
ple and cripples; 9,000,000 women and
hand workers earning no more than 180
florins a year; 2,000,000 workmen and
servants whose yearly income does not
oxoood 300 Jloiiiio, ana only 1,681,000
persona getting from tneir work, trade
or capital more than 800 florins. The
physical and moral condition of the im-
poverished population is deteriorating.
?London News.

Pecuniary Prospects ofthe Chicago Fair.
If the Columbian company will dis-

charge its bonded indebtedness and re-
fund to the government the amount of
its donation, it will do marvelously
well. Every effort of the directory ought
to be exerted in that direction. Operat-
ing expenses are far in excess of reason.
Struggle haa been made and successfully
to a certain extent in the direction ofre-
duced expenditure on current account,
but the field is still full of possibilities.

The banker's estimate of a 88 per cent
return to Chicago and the shareholders,
Chicago being on a footing with all
shareholders,, is optimistic. The esti-
mate takes no account of the fact that
it is the purpose of the Columbian Ex-
position company to continue expendi-
ture after the closing of the fair. The
Columbian guard have been assured
that large numbers of them willremain
for a year or more. The whole depart-
ment of construction, reduced in num-
ber, but still an expensive outfit, willbe
continued. As the exposition is now
managed, there will not be a penny of
return for any shareholder. Itis idle to
make other prediction.?Chicago Times.

Gold In Maine.

That story of gold mining on En-
chanted Ponds township is not by any
means the first that has been heard about
gold finds in the Moose river valley. A*
long ago as ISoO a man named Berry
claimed to have found gold in a ledge in
that region in such quantities thnt he
"chopped out pieces with his ax, which
he sold to Augusta jewelers." To be
sure critical persons may say this state-
ment is only that ho sold the ax to the
Augusta man, net pieces of gold; but
why not gold in Enchanted township as
well as inByron, where there ia no doubt
about it? Ithas long boen asserted that
there is gold enorcgh in tho sands of
Moosehead lake to pay good wages to
those who willwash them for it.?Lewis-
ton Journal

Tbe fact tbat all the hard wood finish
of this building will be furnished from
tbe same source aa that of the Bradbury
block insurea tbe best possible interior
finish. These two strttoturea have fur-
niahed the largeat oak job yet under-
taken In California, over 300,000 feet of
select quarter-carved oak having been
required. While the fact that they
both come under one contract speaks
highly for the veteran contractor, Mr.
John Hanlow, and the Los Angeles
Planing mill.

DEP KEN WAS ON BOARD.
Sow He Was Deported?A Willing;

Steamship Company.

The first coolie to be deported under
Ihe Geary act was placed on board tbe
EUo Janeiro yesterday, destined for
Dhina, says the San Francisco Call.

Judge Ross of the southern district re-
manded a Chinese named Wong Dep
Ken to the custody of the United States
narahal after finding bim guilty of being
inlaw fully in tbe country.

In his decision Judge Koss held tbat
tie imprisonment clause in the Geary
ict is unconstitutional and tbe United
Hates marshal was instructed to secure
;he departure of Wong Dep Ken upon
he first steamer going to China.
A few days ego the Chinese was

brought to this city and placed in the
lounty jailfor safe keeping. Upon ar-
rival here local Chinese at once prepared
lo secure the release of tbe prisoner
ibrongh the medium of a writ of habeas
torpus.

The request for a writ was made by
attorney Kiordan, who presented in be-
lalf of the Chinese the argument that
las always been urgod against the con-
stitutionality of the Geary act. Judge
rlcKenna declined to grant tbe writ and
nstructed Surveyor Kilburn to carry
mt tbe order of J ndge Rob*.

Paris Kilburn, surveyor of the port,
ssued the necessary order and voucher
reaterday for tbe price of a steerage
tassage to China. The voucher waa made
layable by tbe United States, and when
endered to the Pacific Mail Steamship
lompany was honored without besita-
ion.

Tbe officers of the steamship company
nnounce tbat they are perfectly willing
o transport all tbe coolies ordered de-
lorted and accept tbeir pay in orders
ipon the United States treasury.

Upon the aatne steamer two Chinese
romen who had been refused a landing
rere passengers. Also Fong Fat, 42
ears of age, wbo was recently pardoned
ly Governor Markham after serving 19
ears for murder. His pardon was is-
ued upon the condition of his return to
,'huiii, and he waa brought to the steam-
r by a prison official.

PARITY OF THE METALS.
Who Ia to Blauivf?Cleveland or tha

Sherman Purchasing Aot?
I |Hy John Shirley Ward.]

The Sherman act agreeing to purchase
4,500,000 onncea of silver each month
waa a compromise to prevent absolute
free coinage. Thie act made it manda-
tory to purchase 4,500,000 ounces per
month. This bullion was to be paid for
by the issuance of treasury certificates
for the amount payable in coin, not
gold nor silver, but at tbe diecretion of
the aecretary ot' the treaaury, in gold or
ailver, but gover ne>i and controlled by
the dominant consideration that be was
so to exercise una , iiecretion as to keep
up the parity of gola' and silver.

Thie discretion pot it in the power of
tbe secretary of the tieasury.to pay all in
gold or ailver (a most vonderful power),
bad it not been control 'ed or modified
by the one limitation of that power that
it waa to be ao exercised, that it was to
keep up the parity between gold and
silver which the government tben rec-
ognized.

How could tbe parity on' relative
equality of the two metals be kept up
if the government insisted ov» paying
theae same treasury notes, payable in
coin, universally in gold, to tha' utter
disregard and humiliation of ailvet ?

Mr. Cleveland ahowed that of certifi-
cates of thia kind for the purchase of
bullion he had caused to be paid $V9-
,-000,000 gold coin on certificates of $5-v -
000.000, and which might have beeti
paid, under the law, all in silver, or at
least one-half In ailver.

Mind you, the diacretion of the treas-
urer waa to be so exercised as to pre-
serve tbe tben existing parity between
gold and ailver.

The eeller of bullion, or the holder of
certificates given tor bullion may bave
been perfectly willing to receive ailver
for the aame, but the aecretary of the
treasury paid gold coin for what he
could, under the law, have paid only
silver, or what he should have done
under a liberal construction of tbe law,
one-half gold and one-half silver, or in
auch proportion as would have main-
tained the parity between the two met-
als.

Had be paid for silver bullion one-half
in ailver and one-halt in gold, he would
have thereby done hia utmost to keep
up tbe parity of the two metals.

But he haa dishonored silver by re-
fusing to pay for silver bullion silver
coin, or at least, by paving for it gold
coin, when he could under a natural or
liberal construction of the law bave paid
one-half in silver.

What has been the result? Every
man who has owed a debt abroad haa
bought silver bullion with silver dollars
at the London bullion price and bas sold
thia bullion to the government and
taken pay for same in a certificate on
ita face pa, a > c in coin, and, armed with
tbia csrtiinate, lie haa called at the
treaaurv window, and the treasurer, at
bis option, has pa d for thia ailver bul-
lion in gold coin of the United State.-,
and thia coin has been shipped on tbe
first steamer to Europe to pay hia
debts.

Mr. Cleveland sayß $54,000,000 of these
certificates had been issued between
Ma* 1, 1893. and the 15tb of July, 1893,
and that $49,000,000 of theee certificates
bad been paid in gold coin. Why in
gold coin? They did not call
for gold coin, but coin. Why
ahould ailver be allowed to pay
only $5,000,000 of this debt
and gold called on to pay $49,000,000?

Mr. Cleveland, in hia letter of accept-
ance, profeases to be in favor of keeping
up the parity of tbe two metala. How
can this be done if tbe government itself
makes a disparity by refusing to p«j

out, when it can lawfully do so, both
?\u25a0 -an a parf*r* ?niuifß-r.?-?? ?

Who is more to blame for. the present
financial condition now attributable to
the Sherman act ? Mr. Harrison'a and
Mr. Cleveland's mal-adminiatration of
the same or tbe pernicious Sherman act
itself? rtiflsj

Everyone knows tbat if Mr. Harrison
and Mr. Cleveland had had aa aecretary
of tbe treaaury a decided silver man
all the bullion pnrcbaaed under the act
of 1890 might have been paid for in silver
dollars, thus making tbe miner of silvtr
receive Bilver for hie product.

If this bad been tbe policy of the
government .there wonld bave been no
speculative value on eilver by those who
wish to convert silver into gold coin, and
hence would have been no drain on the
gold coin in tbe treasury, with eilver
certificates tobe shipped abroad to meet
foreign debts.

The established ratio between tbe
two metals, whether 16 to 1 or 25 to 1,
cannot keep up tbe price so long as tbe
government wilfully disparagea the
volume of one of these by refusing to
pay it oat in the ordinary transactions
of busineea.

No currency, whether gold, silver or
paper, can ever be stable or fixed while
its volume ia left to the diacretion of
i van as great a man aa Mr. Cleveland or
i : . ~.p>«rv of the treasury.
