A Big Fire in the Lumber
District.

Over a Million Dollars Gone
Up in Smoke.

The Firemgn Unable to Stay the
Conflugration.

The Entire Department Out and Aild
Sent From St, Paul-Numerous
Accldents—Incendiarism
Suspected.

MinNgarorLis, Minn., Aug, 13.—Two
fires, presumably the work of incendia-
ries, destroyed over a million dollars’
worth of property this afternoon. The
fires broke out within a short time of
each other. The firet fire broke out in
& atable in the rear of thé Cedar Luke
ice company’s house, and soon spread to
the ice house proper. From ‘there,
fanned by a quick breeze, it #spread to
Olark’s factory, and then destroyed the
boiler works of Lintzs, Connell & Co.,
including & $27,000 riveting machine.
The Lenhardt Union wagon works were
totally consumedy also a guantity of
lumber belonging+ to various firma,
The Cedar Lake ice company lose $6000,
QOlarke box comvany $3000, Lintzs, Con-
nell & Co. $60,000, Union wagon works
$15,000. Of this the total ingurance is
about half,

While this fire was at its height an
alarm was turned in from the lumer dis-
trict at the other end of the island.
Boom ieland, as the place is called, was
a mass of wood and lumber piles belong-
ing to Nelson, Tenny & Co. and Backus
& Co. This was blazing fiercely and,
fanned by a biriek wind, the flames soon
spanned the narrow stretch of water and
began eating their way smong the big
saw mills and residences in the vieinity
of the river bank. One after the other
the planing mills of the Wilcox com-
pany, the Backue mill, the Hove mill,
Smith & Corrigan and Nelson, Tenny &

totally deatroyed or badly dammged.

The flames left a path of blackness,
through Marshall street.and were prac-
tically stopped by the brick structure of
the Minnesapolis Brewing company, al-
though their loes is put at §110,000. All
along Marshall atreet and threugh that
entire section were small frame houses
occupied by laboring mill hands. They
went like tinder when the flames first
struck them, but the resida){s head am-

Although a general alarm wag turned
in, the entire city department proved
inadequate to the occasion aad aid was
asked for from B8t. Paul, and that city
promptly responded and sent over two
steamers and a hose cart, and did excel-
lent service. The fire on Boom island
was burning fiercely at a late hour to-
night, and the only hope seems to lie in
letting it burn iteelf out, Fer a time it
looked as though the entire part of
Northwest Minneapolis would be ~ de-
stroyed, but by the concentration of the
department further progress of the
flames was cheeked.

There were several accidents caused
by spectators attempting to ran logsand
falling. Two boys are reported drowned,
but the ramor cannot be verified.

Bertha Street, residing on Washing-
ton avenue, between Tenth and Eleventh
streets, fell ont of a third story window
while looking at the fire and was in-
stantly killed.

SETTLED DOWN TO DEBATE

No End to Silver Talk in
Congress.

Nearly Every Member Wants
to Speak.

An Apparent Determination to Do
Something.

The Democrats of the Senate Relleved
of Embarrassment by the
Prompt Action of
the House.

By the Associated Press,

WasnivaToN, Aug. 13.—Congress has
settled down to debate with a degree of
expedition almost unknown in its his-
tory, and with the apparent determina-
to do something that promises well for
the outcome,

Fortunately for the majority in the
senate, the action of the house on the

silver question relieved them from the

necessity of speedy and, perhaps, ill-ad-
vised action. The Democratic caucus
committee charged with the preparation
of a plan that should secure the adher-
ence of the united majority, will there-
fore commence its labors with more de-
liberation than would otherwise have
been possible, and it is not expected
now that they. will perfect their work
much before the house has acted.
The finance committee will probably
wait upon the action of the caucus com-
mittee, and go the silver question is not
likely to figure in & formal way in the
proceedings of the senate. It is en-
tirely possible, and even probable, that
epeeches will be delivered upon the sub-
ject, but if so they will be based upon
some guch resolution as that introdnced
by Senator Lodge calling for a vote upon
the repeal of the silver purchase section
of the Sharman act, and not upon a bill
regularly reported from the gfinance
committee, and ready for immediate ac-
tion, - .

The programme of the house has been
definitely fixed by the adoption of the
order introduced Friday last by Bland.
The time will be devoted exclusively to
consgideration of the eilver qnestion un-
der the rules of the iast house governing
general debate. Notwithstanding the
apparent lack of interest in the discns-
pion by members on S8aturday, the num-
ber of applicaticna for recognition al-
ready on the speaker’s desk demoustrates
that the period allotted to debate, 11
days nnder the general rules and three
days under the five-minute rale, will he
@l peaupied. . There are mow betwesn 50
and 100 nzmes enrolled by the mpeaker,
the great majority of whom expect to
talk the full bour allowed by the rule.
If it appears that the time for debate
will be teo ehort to accommodate all who
wish to speak, night seasions will be
held to lengthen the period, but this ex-
pedient, it is believed, will not become
necessary before next week, with the
expiration of which the debate will
cloge,

At a late hour tonight Senator White,
a member of the steering committee of
the Democratic caucus, was quoted as
saying that the committee had come to
no concluegion respecting the 'line oi
policy to be pursued by the majority of
the senate, His understanding, how-
.ever, was that debate on the gilver quas-
tion, based upon one of the measures
already pending—Stewart’s free coinage
bill'or Lodge’s resolution to vote on the
repeal of the Sherman law on the 22d
inst.—would begin at once, possibly to-
morrow.
