That excellent institution, tbe cham-
ber of commerce, is taking effectual
measures to advertise Southern Califor-
nia at the Chicago world's fair. A ton
of reading matter about our resources
was forwarded yesterday.

That great and good community of
Pasadena is all torn np about the matter
of paving the streets. As a result of
aome official's incapacity tbe matter has
become involved'in a terrible mess. The
Herald has given the affair consider-
able attention and as a result the prop-
erty owners there have been saved much
useless expense and moro annoyance.

Considerable comment has been
caused by the announcement that D.
W. Field is the chairman of the grand
jury. Mr. Field's official acts as public
administrator should bo examined and
passed on by this body, and it would
certainly embarrass tbat dignified and
clean ex-official if he was obliged to
announce as chairman that as adminis-
trator he had been above reproach.
His sensitive nature will doubtless at
once force him to resign and allow Eome
one else to put the seal of approbation
on bis official career. Some oi tbe
people interested in meny of the estates
he has settled would doubtless be glad
to perform tbat act.

The orange growers did come good

work for themselves directly and South-
ern California in general yesterday at
their meeting in which, a union of local
protective organizations wae discussed.
The mixing of a proposed junketing
trip with the seriou3 business wae rather
absurd, but on the whole the meeting
was a Bucceea and will he productive oi
good. It is time that thiß industry
looked out for its own interests. Tho
Herald knows of one San Gabriel
grower who e'uipped upwards of 2000
boxes of oranges this last season to
eastern points through a local commis-
sion house and when he received his ac-
count rendered he found that instead of
receiving nny returns he owed the ship-
pers nearly one hundred dollars;

The latest advices from Hawaii inform
us that Minister Blount had prepared to
return to the United States, and that be
considered the interests and peace oi the
islands in safe hands under the rule of
the provisional government until his
successor Bhould put in an appearance.
He agrees with the provisional govern-
ment in their attitude towards Japan, in
its demands for suffrage for the Japanese
in the islands, that to insist upon such a
concession at the present time is in the
nature of a menace which the United
States would resent if an attempt were
made to coerce the provisional govern-
ment to grant it under the circutn-

stances. Minister Blount is reserved as
to the course he will advise the govern-
ment to adopt relative to tha islands;
bnt the general impression ia that ba
favors power being continued in the
provisional government backed by the
United States until the qneation of an-
nexation or a protectorate be definitely
settled. It ia believed that he will ad-
vise the United States to establish a
protectorate over Hawaii. The Whole
question is surrounded with difficulties
which would be rendered more embar-
rassing if the government of Japan were
permitted to force the provisional gov-
ernment of the islands to assure the
Japaneaa immigrants of future suffrage.

A MAN WITH A HISTORY.

The litigation between tbe city of
Oakland and the Southern Pacific com-
pany about tbe title to the water Iront
ol that city, has brought into public
view, after a retirement of a great many
years, a very notable personage. H. W.
Carpentier is now an old man, and has
become a resident of New York. Daring
the 50s, 60s and part of tbe 70s, no
man in California was better known,
and but few men had cnt a wider
swathe in tbe fieldof eucces9 in great
business operations. His schemes were
of the gigantic order, and his ability to
carry them out was correspondingly
large.

As early as 1852 his attention was
drawn to the Peralta ranch, which in-
cluded the site upon which Oakland
was subsequently built. He saw a
great future for Oakland, an"d he bought
lauds from the Peraltas. At tbat time
there were n few bouses at the enibar-
cadero, at the head of San Antonio
creek, where the foot of Broadway now
is. Tbe place grew, and Carpentier had
his eye upon tbe fine water frontage as
something that would be very valuable
in the course of time. He
the trustees of the town tobuild a pub-
lic school house, if they would convey
to him tbe land forming the water front-
age. Tbey accepted his proposition, and
Carpentier built a school house which
could be lost in one of tbe fine class
rooms oi the present high echopl of
Oakland. He had his titleconfirmed by
the legislature, and procured a number
of other munimente of title from the
city, and had successive acts of the leg-
islature passed confirming all that tbe
trußteee had done to place in him the
ownership ofthe city front.

Mr. Carpentier thus became the great
toll-taker at the water gate of Oakland.
He built several wharves, and waa in-
terested in the linea of ferry-boats ply-
ing between that city and San Francisco.

But to be the b '88 of a minor city and
to handle its great affairs waa only by-
play for an intellect like tbat of Car-
pentier. He became tbe chief owner of
tbe Alta Telegraph company, the pioneer
of telegraph linea in California. That
company bad wires to Sacramento,
Maryaville and Placerville, and waa
reaching out to other cities. When the
war broke out, he Bold his stock, which
included tbat of James L. Street, a suc-
cessful builder of telegraph lines, to the
corporation which was then looming up
at the east, and afterward? became the
Western Union Telegraph company. He
and Btreet then entered into a contract
with the eastern company to extend the
California line across tbe mountains
and plains to connection with the west-
ern line of the New Tork company.
Street took charge of tbe work of build-
ing tbe overland line , and carried tbe
enterprise out to a finish. Street drew
out in 1864 with a million or so ahead,
whilst Carpentier had realized much
greater returns from the deal.

Aa a natural outcome of building tbe
overland telegraph, tbe celebrated pony
express was organized to carry dis-
patches and letters between the ends of
tbe wires as they approached each oth-
er. Battles were being fought every day
in tbe south, and the interest in getting
tbe earliest news was intense on this
coast. Carpentier waa interested in both
the means of rapid transit of news and
letters and coined money out of the en-

terprises. When he retired from busi-
ness in 1872 he must have been one of
the richest men in the state. There
were few of the great money-making
corporations on thia coast in which he
was not interested, and he was the
founder and moving spirit in moat of
tbem. Aa a apeculator he was aoahrewd,
calculating and aucceasful, that it waa
only necessary for it to be known that
Horace Carpentier waa in a new enter-
prise for it to attract the attention and
the money of capitalists.

The Oakland reporters now speak of
him aa a little old man, feeble, nervous
and retiring. When in hia palmy days,
Cargentier waß active, agile, wideawake,
and bad an eye aa keen and sharp aa a
hawk's, but with a sinister cast in it.
He was a college graduate, had been ad-
mitted to the bar, and outside of John
B. Fulton had no peer in California for
the width and depth of his learning. He
waa a tine conversationalist and a very
entertaining gentleman, But as a busi-
ness man he was sharp as lightning and
as unscrupulous as he was foxy. To
those who only knew him in hiß prime,
bis description as he appeared tbe other
day on the witness etand, ac a little
feeble old man, with a etare of vacancy
in his eyes, conveys anything but the
idea of the during and tireless H. W.
Caroentier of three decades ago.

A Comvton correspondent makes a
suggestion on tbe subject of equalizing
tbe value of tbe two inetalß. He says
that in 1834 congrees met an emergency
slightly Bimilar to the present by de-
creasing the number of grains in a gold
dollar so as to make the two metels
equal. This act, he Bays, caused gold to
flow back to this country, and gave
business instant relief. He also draws
attention to the act of 1873, which de-
monetized silver and increased the num-
ber of grains in the gold dollar, by
which tbe holders of that dollar was
permitted to rob the holder of the silver
dollar to the extent of eleven centß on
each dollar. If the grains of gold in a
gold dollar were reduced to the standard
before 1873, and the number of grains

in a silver dollar inereaaed to 464 grains,
at the ratio of 20 to 1 the value of
tho two dollars would be about equalised,
if the figures of our correspondent are
correct. There ia in thia suggestion

food for thought to tbe legislators who
are now striving to come to some com-
mon ground npon which they can adjust
the differences tbat now exist between
them. Itwould appear fair that If the

eilver men are required to submit to an
increase of tbe ratio of their metal in a
dollar, the gold men ought to be re-
quired to agree to a decrease of the num-
ber of grains in a gold dollar. Thus
they wonld meet half way. The great
trouble wonld be, however, with the
gold already in circulation. That would,
under the operation of the Qresham law,
disappear and find ita way into foreign
mints, and the people of the United
States would have tfl Buffer tbe lose of
the exported specie, as well as the cost
ofcoinage at the deceased value to re-
place the gold tbat bad disappeared
from circulation and gone abroad

The police commissioners adopted a
rale yesterday with reference to saloons,
which if enforced willtake away all sig-
nificance in Falataff's idea that he
"should take hia ease in bis own inn."
The Bradisb idea is that a saloon ehall
only consist of a room with fonr walla?

no side rooms or back rooms orap-stairs
rooms. He says nothing about cbaira
or seats, so, we presume, tbe person who
en joyc hia tipple at long and slow
draughts may not be compelled to take
it standing. The object of the rule
seems to be to make drinking unpopular
by compelling the drinker to be as un-
comfortahle as possible when he ie
"splicing the main brace." It would
also have tbe efiect of compelling
the proprietors of first-class enloonß
to "gut" their places of all sit-
ting rooms. The ostensibly oh jest of
regulating saloons at the etart was to
abolish side entrances. This rule not
only does that but goes further, and
abolishes all tbe comforts which the
ealoone hold out to the weary and thirsty
wayfarers who patronize tbem. Mr.
Bradißh might have gone farther to
carry out what appears to be tbe main
object of his rule. He might have pro-
hibited counters and abolished glasses,
and compelled the saloon men to serve
toddiea or whet not in mugs. It would
be better to reach the saloon difficulty
by closing them up altogether than by
depriving them of all power to offer
ordinary accommodations to their cus-
tomers.

The Bering Sea Tribunal of Arbitra-
tion haa handed down ita decision. It
establishes a protected zone for sixty
miles aronnd the eeal islands, and
allows pelagic aealing outeide the zone
from the let of Auguat of each year to
the let of May. A close eeaeon [.gainst
eeal capture is delared from the Ist of
May to tbe Ist of August, and the use of
firearms in aealing ia altogether prohib-
ited. The London papers eonatrue tbe
decision of the arbitrators, tbat Russia
did not aasett and exerciee exclusive
juriadiction in Bering sea prior to the
eeseion of Alaeka to the United States,
to carry with it compensation to Cana-
dian eeaiera illegally seized by the

American cruieers. This would raise

the question aa to whether we would be
required to compensate eeaiera notwith-
atanding they had violated the law as
now laiddown by the arbitrators. These
sealers could hardly be eaid to have

been illegally seized if they were at the

time contravening tbe very principles
which the tribunal haa eatabliahed. At
any rate the decision ia in favor of the
United States. Tbe prohibition of the
use of firearms in hunting Beala protects
the herds against the poachera at all
timea. There can be no pelagic sealing
without the uae of tne deadly bullet,
and that willput an end to the deatruc-

tion of the herda by irresponaible
poachera.

THREE DOLLARS A MONTH

JOSEPH GINOCCHIO OBJECTS TO

HIS BEQUEST,

Ho He Will Attempt to Have Hia Father*
Will BVei Aside?The Points

Allseed in His
Complaint.

The preliminary papers were filed
yesterday in what willprove quite an
interesting willcontest case.

An attempt will be made by Joseph
Ginocchio son of Antonio Ginocchio,
deceased, to break the willexecuted by
his father, by which he was left »3 per
month out of an estate valued at >r>o,-
--000.

The deceased left a widow, Joseph
Ginocchio, the young contestant, and a
daughter, Mra. Clotilde Oastruccio, tbe
wife of Jamea Caatruccio, a Main-street
grocer.

By hia willAntonio Giocchio left tbe
bulk of bia property to hie widow and
daughter and named Mrs. Ginocchio as
executrix. She waived her rights and
Mr. Caatruccio was appointed special
administrator.

About a year ago Joseph Ginocchio
haj a mrtunderstanding with hia father
and a coldneaa sprung up between them.
The young man feels very much con-
cerned over the bequest made to him of
$3 per month, and believes he can have
the willset aside.

He alleges in his contest that his
father was not mentally competent to
make a willat the time it was executed.
He alleges tbat Mr. Caatruccio made
derogatory remarks to his father about
Mm, and falee statements that he waa
not a fit person to whom to leave any
part of hie estate because he would
squander it.

By these statements the contestant
claims that tbe deceased entertained an
unnatural dißtrust and insane hatred to-
wards him.

The property is stated to be all sepa-
rate and not community property, and
it ia also alleged that tbe will was not
properly executed and witnessed. The
contestant claims tbat the witnesses
who signed it did not sign it in tbe
presence of the deceased. For all these
reasons it is aaked that the petition for
the probate of tbe will be denied.

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TUTWEYLER'S TALK.

CBABOKD WITH THREATENING
HIS EX-WIEK.

A Little Episode Which Stirred Up Ke-

dondo Society?Justice Bartholo-
mew Struggles With tho

Knotty Question. ,
Samuel Tutweyler waa before Juatioe

McLean yeaterday, preaiding for Justice
Bartholomew, nnder the charge of mak-
ing threats againat hit ex-wife, Mr*.
Sarah Smith of Redondo. The defend-
ant waa represented by Hugh J. Craw-
ford, and M. E. C. Monday waa asso-
ciated with Deputy Dirtrict Attorney
Conkling for the prosecution. Iteeems
that tbe case had been before a justice
at Redondo, and the proceedings weae
dismissed. A complaint waa afterward
tiled in Justice Bartholomew's court.

The case was continued once or twice,
and yeeterday another contiuance was
asked by the defendant on the ground
that he bad not hia witnesses present,
bnt it waa denied. The prosecution
asked that the defendant be placed under
a bond to keep the peace. The testi-
mony showed tbat the threats made by
tbe defendant were communicated to
Mra. Smith's eister and brother-in-law.
Mrs, and Mr. Wagner of Bedondo, and
were to the effect tbat he wonld kill hie
ex-wife. She secured a divorce from
him some time ago and resumed her
maiden name. Both witnesses aaid tbat
Mr. Tutweyler had been drinking when
he made the threats.

At tha conciueion of the testimony for
the prosecution the defense asked foT a
dismissal, bnt the court misapprehended
the motion, thinking the defendant had
concluded not to put in any defense, and
was proceeding to rule in the case when
Mr. Crawford became excited and
wanted to know if be was not to be
allowed to put in any testimony. The
court said he had supposed the case waa
closed. He granted the defendant time
to procnre witnesses until today and put
him nuder a $200 bond until that time.
Mr. Crawford marched out of the court
room before the proceedings were con-
cluded. Tbe defendant wae unable to
give the bail and was taken to the
county jail.
