And Marshal Gard Had to Pay

the Bills.

A San Diego Carlo Who Wanted to
Pose as an Officer.

As a Reealt He Flnde Himself In the
County Jail Booked on st Serious

Charge?The Story of
Hie Case.

Ben Holman of Sun Diego appears to
be either a knave or a fool, most prob-
ably the latter, though ba strenuously
deniee both allegations.

Holm.in waa arrested in San Diego
yesterday by Deputy United States
Marshal Goodrich an
officer, and landed in the county jail
here about 7 o'clock last evening.

Holman is adudiatic individual in ap-

pearance, and so very haughty in his de-
meanor that he is liable to make a
weighty impresaiun upon the unsuspect-
ing citizen who chances to come his
way.

Ben Holman, plain and simple, as he

is known on the Pacific coast (he refuses
to tell the place of hia nativity), has not
a good reputation accordiug to the au-
thorities. \u25a0

He protests, however, that he it a
highly moral citizen," and the role th.'U
he has been playing was strictly in ac-
cord with the spirit of hia special set to
"subjugate crime."

AN EXPENSIVE REFORM SB.

Holman is about 30 years old, but so
ar has refused to locate his starting
point. The firstknown of him in the
dramatis personnae of the drama in
which he is now attempting to star, was
about three weeks ago in the quiet old
bay town of San Diego, and be
branched out as a deputy United States
marshal, acting under tbe orders of
Marshal Gard, whose objective business
point is well known te be in this city.

The fact is, while Marshal Gard has
never known orrecognized Holmes offici-
ally, the festive would-De deputy has
cost him several depreciated silver dol-
lars in tbe way of telegraphic corres-
pondence.

A KBELBY STUDENT.
Young Hotmail's initiative at San

Diego was as a student of tbe Keeley
institute, and his besitting vice waa
charged up to tbe morphine habit. He
was a visiting patient, but who paid his
initiation fee is not stated.

WHERE UE FELL DOWN,

According to Marshal Oard'a etory of
the case Holman had for several weeks
been insisting on being commissioned as

one of his deputies nnder the pretense
tbat be had in sight eeveral cases of
"rank violation of the revenue laws,"
out of which the marshal could make
handsome fees, but Holman only wished
authority to make arrests in behalf of
law and the good of society.

Within the last three weeks be has
llooded Marshal Garde office with
voluminous dispatches, and aa the
marshal was in Ban Francisco, they had
to be repeated to bim with considerable
expense. In one ef these telegrams
Holman outlined that he had in tow two
Mexican tobbers who had diamonds
valued at $35,000 in hiding and asking

for a commission instanter so that he
could arrest them along with other
violaters of the law who were also with-
in hie reach.

Gard declined to issue bim any com-
mission, as be had been informed that
Holman was a crack.

holman'b fatal BTKP.
Last Saturday Holman went into the

the bar oi Johnson's hotel at La Jolla
and asked for a drink of whisky, and
according to Marshal Gard's authority
got it and started out, when Johnson
asked him ior 15 cents, tbe regular
charge,

Holman scanned the walls oi the
saloon and not seeing any license of tbe
United States for the sale of liquor,
asked Johnson if be had any such
license, and Johnson frankly ac-
knowledged tbat be did not.

Holman at once arrested Johnson and
took him before United States Commis-
sioner Sweet for examination. Tbe
commissioner demanded of Holman bis
authority to make the arrest, which he
refueed to produce and Johnson was
discharged. Holman walked out of the
officeafter imperiously saying that he
would see that bis authority was re-
spected hereafter.

A short time afterward be arrested
Tom Gee, a Chinaman, bnt he was not
taken before the commissioner, it being
alleged tbat Holman released bim on
payment of $2.50. Tbe Chinaman at
once made complaint and Policeman
Ellsworth has since been looking for
Holman.

Officer Goodrich was sent down to
San Diego by Marshal Gard to inves-
tigate the matter, and coon after his ar-
rival there he arrested Holman. Tbe
case comes within the purview of tbe
United States, and the state officers
were estopped. Deputy Goodrich ar-
rived here last evening at 6:50 with
Holman, and landed him in the county
jail.

A Herald reporter who saw bim there
found in Goodrich a very plausible
young man, who protested tbat be was
being persecuted and that on the trial
before a jury he would be triumphantly
vindicated.

Editors Hbrald: Will you kindly

answer the following questions in regard
to the ratio of coinage and oblige many
readers of your valuable paper in Com p-

ion:
11, by the act ol 1884, wben a gold

dollar contained 24:,
4 grains ol fine gold

and was worth $1,038 in silver, and by
an act of congress decreasing the amount
of gi ains contained in a gold dollar to
23 2 grains the difference between a gold
dollar and silver dollar were madeequal,
why would not tbe same thing result
now if congress would reduce tbe
number of grains in a $20 gold
piece to 464 grains, and increase the
number of grains iv a silver dollar to
404 grains, making the ratio 20 to 1, in-
stead ol 16 to 1 as at present.

We find that tbe act of 1834 oansed
void to flow back to this country from
Europe in large quantities, giving the
country immediate relief from business
stagnation.

Further, we see by the act ol 1873
that the number ol grains in tbe gold
dollar was increased 23 & grains,
or about 11 oents on the dollar, giving
gold still more advantage over the silver
dollar, and giving to the holder of gold
11 cents on the dollar and rob-
bing the holders of silver and
the people in general, now why not
give the goldbuga in Wall street and
Lombard street a dose of their own med-
icine?

Could not congress prevent a rush of
eilver to this country from Europe by
laying a duty on imported eilver suffi-
ciently high to prevent Europe from
dumping her silver in the United States
at the increased price this would cause
silver to attain ?
