Thomas Townsend, 15 shares; Joel 8,
Gilfillon, 4 shares; Karen A. Danielson,
36 shares, and R. J. Mockenhaupt, 20
gshares.

The reason the present defendants
were not included with the other stock-
holders was because it was necessary to
set forth in the complaint the propor-
tion of liability of each stockholder,
and this could be determined only after
the number of shares and the length of
their ownership had been traced to each
holder. The defendants in the former
suit had been such for over a year past,
and their proportion of liability could
ensily be determined, but in the case of
the coming defendants it was diffarent
becAuse it was not known exactly how
long they had been holders of the stock;
