It
is very uncommon also to find so few
members paired, and the roll call re-
vealed only eight absentees who. were
not present to make their votes count
in the total result.

With a wave of applause the jubila-
tion awept over the hall as the crushing
defeat of fres roinage was sannounced.
The whole house seemed to take a deep
breath and lose interest in what was to
follow, for the next few votes on the
various ratios, but everyone knew that
the ratio queation was dead. The first
of the ratio votes were taken amid such
s buzzing as fairly drowned the voice of
the clerk at times, and a
few members who were keeping
tally on the rest had to appeal to the
speaker repeatedly to preserve enough
order to make hearing possible. Not
all the ‘‘old stayers’’ on the silver side
stood out at the 17 to 1l ratio; for the
most part that faction was not going to
fool with any ratio if it could not get
the one it wanted. Man after man who
had voted aye on the firstroil call, voted
no on the second, and many others left
the chamber indifferent as to the result.

When it came to the 18 to 1 amend-
ment, the chorus of dissatiefaction
arose when Hatch of Missouri insisted
on his demand for the yeas and nays,
showing that the houge was in no tem-
per for delay. Bland did not join in
the demand. The vote on the second
ratio amendment made a glightly better
showing for the gilver men, not because
of any considerable increase in the vote,
but by afalling off in the number of ad-
versaries,

By the time the third vote was called
Bland had recovered his wind enough to
make a demand for the yeas and nays
himself, although he did not stay in his
geat long enough to see how thinge were
going. The anti-eilver men also, who
had united their efforts to prevent fur-
ther roll-call, concluded to let the thing
go and put everybody on record on
every phase of the question.

SENATE PROOREDINGS.

The Lee Mantle Oase Disposed of—Finan-
cial Discussion.

WasuiNgToN, Aug. 28,—~There was a
small attendance in the senate at the
opening, the other end of the capitol
being the chief point of interest., Sher-
man gave notice that he would address
the senate on gilver on Wednesday, and
Wolcott gave notice that he would ad-
drees the senate on the same subject on
Thureday.

Platt reported from the committee on
Indian affairs a bill to allow certain
Cherokees having equities in the Chero-
keo strip to purchase their holdings at
the same price as white settlers.
Pagsed.

Hill reported from the judiciery com-
mittee & bill to repeal the federal elec:
tion laws. Placed on the calendar.

Peffer made a personal statement of
the canse of his change of attitude in the
Lee Mantle case.

The bill allowing banks to increase
their circulation up to the par valne of
the bonds deposited by them was taken
up, the question being on the ‘amend-
ment offered by Cockrell, for the re-
demption of such 2 per cent bonds as
may be made, and the payment there-
for in new issue of treasury notes. The
amendment was rejected—yeas 23,
nays 29.

Cockrell then offered an amendment
authorizing the holders of any United
States bonds to deposit and to receive
in exchange legal tender notes equal to
the value of the bonds to be held in the
treasury, subject to redemption in the
game amount of legal tender, which are
then to be destroyed, no interest to be
paid on the bonds whils they are held
in the treasury, but when they are
again withdrawn, interest to be paid,
less 114 per cent per annum.

Discussion on this amendment was in-
terrupted at 2 o’clock, when the bill was
laid aside and the Lee Mantle case laid
before the senate, the question being on
Vance’s motion to lay on the table Man-
dergon’s motion to reconsider the vote
whereby the senate decided last week
that Mantle was not entitled to a seat.
The vote resulted yeae 31, nays 28, so
the motion tolay on the table was agreed
to. A vote was then taken on the orig-
inal resolution as amended, and it was
agreed to—yeas 32, naye 28. The effect
of this vote is the declaration that Man-
tle is not entitled to a seat.

A vote was then taken on the right of
John B. Allen to a seat from the state
of Washington (claimed under similar
circumstancer), and it was also decided
in the negative by exactly the same vote,

No action was taken on the third case,
from the state of Wyoming, Beckwith

having resigned.

Consgideration of the national bank
