The whole
letter showa a misconception of the ob-
ject of these rules and an ignorance re-
garding their method of operation—to
sy nothing of the child-like simplicity
displayed regarding buman nature in
general—whicb cannot fail to provoke a
gmile from thoge who have had even the
most limited mercantile experience,
Unfortunately & well-known or even
well-to-do citizen is not alwayse a respon-

‘" gible person, and, as the librarian says,

it would be an injustice to throw upon
ber the burden uf discrimination, The
introduction of the uee of application
blanks was not entirely to protect the
city from the lose of a few books, ae the

o weriter of the letter seems to suppose. It

is the system which experience has
roved to be the simplest and most ef-
active in enabling the librarian to keep
track of the large mumber of books in
circulation, provieing for the replacing
of lost or dam books, and making
the collection o n{xel poasible even
when the dolh\q;on is a tourist who
has left town. The rulea and reguls-
tions are, with some few exceptions in
unimportant details, the same as those

SANTA ANA,

A Noew Usme Law in Force in Orange
3 Qounnty—Looal Affalrs.

SANTA ANA, Aug. 29.—The board of
guperyisors at yesterday’s meeting
passed the following rules in regard to

hunting:

The beginning and ending of the close
season for the killing of wild duck, snipe
and rail are hereby changed to the 15th
day of March and the 156th day of Sep-
tember of each year.

For doves the close seaeon is changed
to the 1st day of February until the 1gt
of August,

The open season for deer is made to
begin on April 15th and end on the 1st
of October.

The ordinance goes on to provide that
“every person who, in the county of
Orange, shall hunt, pursue, take, kill or
destroy any of the game mentioned in
section 626 of the penal code, with in-
tent to sell or ship the same for & mar-
ket outside of Orange county, and who
after killing such game shall sell or ship
the same to or for a market outside of
Orsnge county to exceed two dozen per
week of quail, duck, snipe or doves, and
only by residents of Orange county
shall be guilty of a misdemendor and
upon ¢)nviction shall be fined tiot less
than $50 nor more than $200, or be im-

risoned in the county jail not less than
go days nor more than three months, or
be punished by both such fine and im-
prisonment.”

These changes go into effect 15 daya
after the passage of thia ordinance. .

Freaks of Globe Lightning.

A very singular story is told concern-
ing the vagaries of one mass of globe
lightning.

Frenoch Art In Manipulating Plaster.,
Bt md VAR Gk e eemeln e wildoro; svho

have carried theart of hardening plas-
ter to where it is used for flooring, either
in place of wood or tile, employ for this
purpose six partsof good guality of plas-
ter intimately mixed with one part of
freshly slaked white lime finely sifted.
The mixture as thus-composed is laid
down in as quick time as possible, care
being taken that the trowel is not used
upon the surface for too long a time.
After this the floor is allowed to become
dry and is subsequently saturated in a
most thorongh manner with sulphate of
iron or =ing, the iron giving the strong-
est surface, its resistance to breaking
being fonnd to be 20 times the strength
of osdinary plaster. It appears that
with sulphate of rino the floor remains
white, while when iron is used it be-
qomes the color of rusted iron. But if lin-
aced oil, boiled with lithargae, be applied
to the surfaceit becomes of an attractive
mahogany eolor, this being especially
the case if a coat of copal varnish is add-
ed.—New York Sun,

The Abandonment of Deep Mourning.

The so ocalled ‘‘deepest mourning” is
no longer considered good form in Eu-
rope, and crape has dropped out of fash-
ion, being now only used for draping
buildings and monuments, or for shroud-
ing the lighted lamps of the vehicles
figuring in the funeral cortege. No one
would éver dream of taxing either the
empress of Austria' or ‘the Princess of
Wales with indifferexnce to the death of
their respective sons, yet each has been
contéent to mourn her offspring without
crape, either in the shape of a veil or as
a trimming to her dress.

A SUGGESTION.

One Way Out of the Preseat Money
Muddle Qaestien.
The following is the subatance of a
communication to the HerALD:
The way to makesilver coin as good a8
gold and to relieve it of any fiat tend-
ency, regardless of decllne or fluctua-
tion of bullion, and to encourage and
increase its cirgalation,
Let the United States government
control our moneys. Let it do the coin-
ing on its own account and buy the re-
quisite bullion on the market and so
long as silver is worth less in builion
than in coin, continue the coinage of
the ‘‘dollar of our dade,’” as now, and
make our gilver coin redeemable in gold
by the government on presentation of
$5 or multiple thereof, at any depository
of the United States.
Also exchange silver coin for gold
whenever wanted, and make silver coin
good for bank reserves.
Prohibit the ecirculation of paper
money of less denomination than $6
and coin no gold less than $5, thus
forcing a silver circulation for all sumse
lesa than $5 and allowing the people to
have all the silver coin they will accept,
in lieu of gold or paper.
This ought to satiafy the eilver men
where their motives are not entirely
selfish, The redeeming quality renders
the silver coin equal to gold and also re-
lieves it of any fiat tendency on the de-
cline of bullion. If paper is good for a
promise to pay, why shouldn’t silver
be? BSilver thus coined should be de-
clared receivable for import duties, and
all debte, public and private.
