The companies who brought water
down on their fruit lands, he said, con-
tended that as the lands could only

row fruit through irrigation, the pipe

ines should not be assessed in addition
to rating the land high as fruit land.

The pipes, of which there were 23 miles,
were assessed at $19,000, but it had
never been done before, '

Water and gas pipes in the county are
assessed at $670,505.

Mr. Colgan eaid that amount would
not cover thoee in the city alone.

Mr, Swan eaid there was no doubt
that some property of that kind had
been assessed, but it could not be told
from the report which company or com-
panies were astessed. A blank is far-
nished by the state board for the par-
pose of stating those things, and Mr.
Gray knew it perfectly well, but he has
left those coluimans blank.

46,180 acres in the county were fit for
fruit raising, and the average assess-
ment on it was about $120 per acre. Of
this only 31,837 acres are actually set
out, there being 2,228,890 citrus trees on
it, about one-tenth of that number be-
ing in bearing. There are also 18,260
deciduous fruit trees.

Taking the percentage ae a basis, he
said that 32 per cent of the land in the
county was unfit for cultivation, 28.2
