The l&ut bids, as received last Monday, it
will be remembered, were: On Colorado street,
20 2.5 cents per square foot,and on Fair Oaks
and Raymond avenues, 35 cents, the work be-
ing pracuically the same on sil lfm streets.

contract, however, does not cover the inter-
gections of Raymond and Falr Oaks ayenues
with Uolorado.

At last the city council has come down off its
high horse and begua to deal “with" the paving
pruposition 1n a business-like manner. Today’s
action on the troublesomd affair was such as
will doubtless give satisfaction as far as i¢ goes.

The bid of Mr. Fairchild for paving Colorado
street is 1 3-5 cents lower than the first bids,
aad the property owners are assured'that a re-
duction from: these flgures can be se¢ by
payivg cush,

There is no serious objection to going ahead
with the Colorado street wosk provided the
property owners are willing to stand the ex-
pense. Raymond and Fair Oaks avenues, how-
ever, are enlirely different, and, as beiore re-
marked, the avenues can never be paved under
the present council proceedings if even a single
‘property owner objeets, 3

It is quite evident from the subdued tone of
today’s council Froooedmn that the council-
men are beginning to ize this fact amd
mean to gét ous of the awkward position they
placed themselves when bids weze ordered re-
advertised for on these streets.

The mere fact that the paving people want
5 and 3-5ths cents more for paving Fair Oaks
and Raymond than for performing the same
work on Colorado shows more foreibly than
auy amount of talk what they thought about
the chances for collecting their money.
