Tha Vat* of tha Murderer of Fillmore

Uaa-ctt.
Stephens, the man who murder,

Fillmore, at the Vanderbilt mines si
eral days ago, has met a tragle death.

Sheriff Booth of Ban Bernardino, whe
posse had been hunting the murderi
telephoned the sheriff yesterday th
the body of Stephens was found the d
before three miles from the scene of t
tragedy.

The body had the appearance of havl
lain for several days. From all eviden
obtainable Stephens had met death 1
his own hand, having shot the top of h
head off.

He had evidently givjßn up all hope oi
escape, as water waa very scarce in the
direction he went after the murder. De-
spairing of escape from the pursuing
poßse, he turned toward the scene of hia
crime and ended his lifewith tbe baud
that took the life of hia friend.

Killed .socialist* In tilhcrta.
Anumber of socialist exiles have beon

located at Chita, Siberia. Our corre-
spondent tells us that, though not allowed
to leave the city, they movo about freely
enough within it aud in various kinds of
skilled handicraft are earning their own-
livelihood. They nro in this way quite
an acquisition to tho neighborhood. If
you have a scientific instrument tobe re-
paired or any work to be done inwhich
delicate manipulation and special inge-
nuity are essential, you must send for one
of the socialists.

The Chicago Fair's Bad Management.

Eithor the blood sucking parasites at
the fairmust bo dispensed with, the dead-
head leak stopped nnd expenses cut down,
or there must be n default on the bonds
which the corporation owes. The direct-
ors have outstanding five millions of
bonds and flouting debt, and they have
not yet a dollar to apply on the bond
payment. They have not yet paid tho
floating debt by perhaps a million, and
from present appearances will not uutil
late in August.

The fair is costing $800,000 a month for
opovating expenses. The army of dead-
heads who enter its (rates is steadily in-
creasing. Friday more than one-third of
those in attendance went in on passes.
The deadheads ought to be cut down at
least one-half. At least half of the police
force at the fair ought to be mustered
out and taken off the payrolls. The ex-
penses of operating the fair ought not to
be over $300,000 per month at the very
outside. Tho directors must faco tho
music.?Chicago Tribune.

Offer to Float the Victoria.
Signer Balsaincllo, tho inventor of the

Bulla Nautica, the submarine vessel with
which several successful experiments
were performed lately at CivitaVecchia
in the'presence of a commission appoint-
ed by the Italian government, declares
that by the aid of his invention ho can
float her majesty's ship Victoria ut a
cost of less than £40,000. He says that
with tho Balla Nautica he can make ar-
rangements for raising weights far ex-
ceeding that of the sunken ironclad. The
preparations and placing of grapnels and
chains around tho Victoria would take a
mouth and would be performed by the
crew of\ the submarine Bhip, which has
already descended to and been maneu-
vered successfully at depths beyond that
in which the Victoria lies. The bring-
ing of the ship to tho surface would take
two days.?St. James Gazette.
