Promptly at 11 o’clock laet night, a
volley of 21 guns startled the rezidents
_of Sonoratown irom their slumbers, and
proclaimed abroad that the anniversary
of the 83d anniversary of the independ-
ence of Mexico had been inaugurated,
. The volley was flred on Buena Vieta
street, between Alpine and Ord streets,
and opposite the S, I. M. B. bhall,
Gathejed about were scores of dark-
eyed, bewitching sefioritas, together
with a small army of stalwart admirera.

The object in the . feativitiea of last
night was to commemorate tpo exact
hour when Hidalgo ¥y Onsyllln. the
Gieorge Washington of Mexico, went
forth and summoned the populace, re-
nouncing all allegiance to the mother
country.

The celebration was merely started
last evening for the principal part takes

lace today and tonight. At 8 o’clock a
arge crowd was gathered in the hall
and the dance began. About 10:30
o’clock the ball closed and the national
Mexican air was rendered by the band.

Perez then read the rot of 1n«
dependence, after which everybody ad.
ourned to the street and Mr. J. M.

oung gave the patriotic hurrah ory of
victory, which was followed by the
salute of 21 gune, as the American and
Mexican flags were unfurled to the mid-

dintely resumed and continted until a
Iate hour.

LAMPS.

THE BICYCLISTS CONTINUE TO OB-
JECT TO THEM.

They ‘Have a Conferonce With
Mayor About the Obnoxious
Ordinance—TXhe Sit-
uation,

The wheelmen of the city will pregent
a petition to the city council Monday
asking that the new bicycle ordinsnce
be ehapged so that tHey will not be com-
pelled to uge lampe on their bicycles ex-
cept between 11 o’clock at night and
sunrise, .

‘This course wes decided upon by, the
wheelmen’s committee who held a con-
ference with Mayor Rowan yesterday
morning, mention of which was made
exclugively in the Herarv,

The committee who called upon the

the divieion, Los Angeles wheelmen,
aod Dy, Ellis, president of the Los An-
geles wheelmen, two of the most prom-
inent bicyeliste in Southern Calilornia.
They represented tho wheelmen of the
entire city. As the mayor had not ap-
proved the new ordinance, the commit-
tee laid before him their plans and
wishes in the matter.

They did not object strongly to eec-
tion one of the ordinance which, how-
ever, techoically spocifies that no wheel
shall be even pushed along the side-
walk or across the sidewallt from one’s
place of buginese. The mayor was of
the opinion that although the ordinance
amounted to this, technically, it was
meant in & general way and that there
could be no law enforced prohibiting
one from taking a wheel acroes the
sidewalk.

The principal objection to the ordi-
nance was of course the law compell-
ing the uee of lamps from 6 o’clock in
the evening until 6 o’clock in the morn-
ing. The committee concluded to ask
the council to change the hours to 11
o’¢lock p, m, to suntise, ek

The mayor has ten days in, Wwhich to
eign the ‘ordinance, and- owing to- thig
fact gauve th‘ committee to under-
stand that he® would . wait until that
body eould have ‘an opportunity 'to re-
consider ite action, or at least hedr the
petition of the wheelmen.

A ‘number of the ‘wheelmen got to-
gether yesterday . afternoon and ap-
pointed committees to confer with the
councilman from each ward and pre-
gent their side of the question, What
the councilmen will do remains to be
geen,

It i estimated that there are over
1000 bicycles in use in the city, and one
of the committee who had the confer-
ence with the mayor said there were not
enough bicyele lamps in the state to
supply the bicyclista of the city in case
the ordinance is approved and put into
effect. At a glance it can be seen that
the enforcement of such an ordinance
will cost the wheelmen not less than
$ , and perhaps $3000, to comply
with it on the start. At the end of a
year or two it will bave cost them six or
eight thousand doilars. The money of
oourse goea to the eastern manufacturers
of bicycle lamps.
