ABOUT HOLES IN THE GROUND.
A Statement of Fact About

Vanderbilt District.

Mr. J. P. Tagjrart Interviewed On
the New Camp.

Everything Promises Well for the
Mines There?Ferris Nutes?The

Picacho Mines ? New
Gold Fields.

Mr. J. P. Taggart, a large owner of
claims in the Vanderbilt mining dis-
trict, is in the city and yesterday gave a
Herald reporter tbe following interview
about that region, which has been at-
tacked by the San Francisco Chronicle :

"The Chronicle's articles of September
14th, beaded, The Wrath of Flood, is
such a batch of misstatements and does
the mining camp of Vanderbilt such an
injustice that it calls for a general, trne
statement ot facts from one who knows
the camp from tbe day of its location till
now.

"Vanderbilt derives ita name from tbe
Vanderbilt springs, located and named
by government surveyors many years
ago, and was not linked with the wealthy
family of that name to give the mines
an appropriate name.

"They are situated 35 milea from Goff
Station, (new known as Blakes) on tbe
Atlantic and Pacific railroad, and are
connected with tbat station by the Ne-
vada Southern railroad, which runs reg-
ular trains daily and is steadily building
towards Salt Lake; and before sleepy
San Francisco wakes up and is released
from the Southern Pacific's strong grasp,
Lob Angelea will be the terminus of an-
other overland road, and willbe making
further inroad on San Francisco's whole-
sale trade.

"February 25, 1803, tbe day following
Mr. Mackey being shot by Rippey, W.
8. Lyle paid $40,300 for 3021 feet of
ground at Vanderbilt, after having a
working bond on the properties for five
months.

"Mr. Lyle thoroughly prospected and
developed these claims for five months,
and before paying for them, Mr. Flood's
trusted expert, Joe Low, examined and
tested the ores and pronounced the
properties' all right, having found at
least $200,000 worth of ore exposed to a
depth of 100 feet.

"Mr.Mackey has never been atVander-
bilt, but his experts sent bave not only
reported favorably, but have bonded and
are now working additional property
there, namely, the Crystal and Queen of
tbe Night, both of which show up well.

"Mr. Robinson, who succeeds Mr.
Lewellen aa superintendent of theminea,
is an old White Pine mining man ofex-
perience, and has not been imported
from Colorado, as the Chronicle stated.

"Fat Kervin was at the mines in July
and advised further sinking before put-
ting up mills to work the ore, and has
not condemned the camp, as the article
would infer.

"Tbe 'bonanza firm' has not lost a
cent at Vanderbilt, nor ever will. They
have gono about their developments
cautiously and no money has beon
wasted in foolish prospecting. What
money haa been expended has been
judiciously used and willbring large re-
turns on their investments, and when
further explorations are made tbe pub-
licwillhave an opportunity of invest-
ing in dividend paying stocks. For
Vanderbilt, be it known, willbe no
gambling proposition.

"Other mines developed show a uni-
formly high grade of paying ore bodies.
Tbe Gold Bronze mine has 1500 feet of
development work done; has shipped
$35,000 worth of ore, averaging $103 per
ton for tbe first class shipments and $30
per ton for second grade ore. Tne bot-
tom drift is 500 feet and no break inthe
ledge the entire distance. There is bet-
ter ore on the bottom level than any
place in tbe mine. The owners will
shortly resume work with new hoisting
works and a larger force of men than
ever worked in tbe camp before.

"A. G. Campbell's mines are all look-
ing well on the bottom and he is pre-
paring to erect a ten-stamp mill at
Vanderbilt this winter. Sampling works
for the district are in contemplation,
soon as the railroad has advanced a few
miles more.

"Anumber of prospects, very promis-
ing, are simply idle on account of tbe
stringency of money matters.

"There have been an army of experts
at Vanderbilt, and it is to be recorded
yet for the lirst one of any note to sound
an alarming report detrimental to tbe
future of the camp. They all say that
there are more good prospect! than at
any camp tbey were ever in, and that it
gives more promise of being a perma-
nent mining camp than any other on
the coast. There are three mines devel-
oped beyond the prospect stage, and
they are enough to make a good camp if
no more are found in the many 'pros-
pects' being worked; and this, too,when
the camp ia but two years since first
found. One good mine made tbe Corn-
stock famous, two made Tombstone, one
celebrated Creede, and why should Van-
derbilt be stamped on in its infancy by
the Chronicle? Is it because it is not
tributary to San Francieco, and does not
pay toll to the Southern Pacific railroad?
Or have some of San Francisco's mining
experts failed to purchase, at tbeir own
price, one of the dividend-paying prop-
erties at the young and promising min-
ing camp of Vanderbilt?"

The New Gold Fields.

San Bernardino Courier: Deputy
Assessor T. J. Wilson and party re-
turned from Bear Valley last evening,
where tii«y have been examining the
placer mines recently discovered upon
lands patented to Mr. Wilson many
years' since. They brought down a
small quantity of coarse gold taken
from the land, but are unable to deter-
mine whether or not gold exists in pay-
ing quantities, owing to tbe scarcity of
water. As usual in such cases the
whole country is located, and but little
gold found.

Mr. Wilson speaks very highly of the
Bear Valley hotel and advises every-
body to call r.a bis old friend, Gua
Knight, and see baby Jim and the baby
burro.

Perris Metters.

Perris New Era: Tbe Mina Grande
mine m Menifee diatrict, owned by Fred
Stephens, has been bonded by Ben C.
Jordan, who was in Perris last week, for
a company composed of Riverside and
Loa Angeles capitalists. The company
has already put &force of men at work
and expects in a short time to have a
tJtoe-stamp mill in operation. The ore
taken from the mine is gold in character
and assays show it to be of an average
value cf $49. The ledge is night feet in
width and ~c»u be traced the entire
length of the location, 15:>0 feet. The
ore is free milling and can be worked at
a moderate cost, wood and water being

plentiful in the vicinity. The gentle-
men interested in the property are con-
servative business men, some of whom
hare had practical mining experience,
and it is their intention to work tbe
mine for all there iiin it.

Tbe Good Hope mine continue! to run
under the management of Jai. Sigafui,
and employs Id men steadily. Twenty-
nine dollar ore ii now being extracted.

Work ii progressing favorably on the
Rosalia, and the ore taken ont is of an
excellent grade.

Heme Brother! keep a force of men
steadily employed on their mine, and it
iishowing up in elegant shape.

Altogether the mining outlook for thii
vicinity is good and before long we hope
to chronicle the fact that at least half a
dozen good paying properties are being
worked and giving employment to scores
of men.

Picacho Gold Mines.
The Yuma Sentinel iayi that prepa-

ration! are being made for tbe working
of the gold plaeeri at Picacho, in tbii
county, 50 miles north of Yuma. Three
great pumps will supply the water
necessary for hydraulicing, the circu-
lating pump throwing 175 miners'
inches through an 8-inch pipe. The
air chamber ii 30 feet in length, 18
inchsi in diameter, and built to with-
stand a pressure of 1000 pounds to the
square inch. The pipe line to the
mines, five miles distant, ia nearly
finished.

The residence for Maj. L. C. More-
land, general superintendent, is com-
pleted. The officers of tbe company
occupy a part of tbe same building.
The store is nearly done. Comfortable
quarters are being prepared for tbe men
who will work in tbe mines. Every-
thing ii being done in the moat sub-
stantial manner. Allof the machinery
il of the very latest and most approved
patterns. A large amount of wood is on
hand and more is being delivered daily.
The company expects to have every-
thing in order by the 20th inst., when
work willbe commenced on tbe gold
placers, which have tbe reputation of
being among the beet on tbe Colorado
river.

A novel suit for unlawful detainer wai
tried before Judge Shaw yeiterday after-
noon. Itwaa an action brought by Mre.
T. C. Gale va. Grace I. Howard, for the
poiieuion of the premises at the corner
oi Alameda and Turner streets, occu-
pied by tbe defendant ai a houie of ill
fame. It seems that Mr. Van Nuys
held a mortgage on the property and
foreclosed it. Afterward! he executed a
deed to Mu. Gate for the property and
placed it in eicrow, giving him a chance
to redeem it.

A lease wae made of tbe premiiei to
Grace I. Howard, and Mri.Gale brought
the auit to have her ejected, ai ibe had
fallen behind in the rent. On the trial
yeaterday the coumel for tbe defendant
tried to show that no person is allowed
to rent property for immoral purposes,
and such aa act being illegal, tbey could
not come in and seek the relief demand-
ed in this case. Judge Shaw could not
see tbe matter in that light, however,
and after hearing the testimony, gave

Ordinance No. 1832.

(NEW SERIES.)

AN ORDINANCE OF THE MAYOR AND
council of the city of Loa Angeles, order- iing a certain sewer constructed on

UNION AVENUE.
The mayor and council of the cityof Loa An-

gelea do ordain as follows:
Sktion 1. That the council of the city of

Los Angeles deems lt to be required by the,
publicInterest and convenience, and hereby
orders the following street work to be done,
according to the specifications contained in its
ordinance No. 1782, to-wlt:

Kirst-That a public sewer be constructed
along

UNION AVENUE,
In said city, from a point 60 feet north of the
north line of First street to the publicsewer
now constructed in Temple streot.'and across
all Intersections of streets, together with man-
holes, lampholes and flush tanks.

The size of said sewer shall be eight inches
in internal diameter, and be constructed ofsalt
glazed vitrified pipe, brick, iron and cement.
All of which shall be constructed in accord-
ance with the plans and profile on tile In the
office of the city engineer and specifications
on file In the office of the city clerk of tho
city of 1.,,* Angeles, said specifications being
numbered fourteen.

The district to be, benefited by the con-
struction of said sewer andaXo be assessed to
pay the cost thereof, is hereby declared to be
all lots aud parcels of land fronting upon saiil
sewer.

Sec. 2. The cityclerk 19 hereby directed to
publish a notice of raid work, inviting sealed
proposals or bids for doing said work, and re-
ferring to the specifications posted or on tile
for two days in the Los Angeles Herald, a
daily newspaper published and circulated in
this city, hereby designated for that purpose.
Said notice shall require a certified checker
bond, cither, as prescribed by law, and for an
amount not less than 10 percent of the aggre-
gate of the proposal. He Is also directed to
post said notice with specifications conspicu-
ously for five days on or nearthe council cham-
ber door.

Sec. 3. The city clerk shall certify to the
passage of this ordinance, and shall cause the
same to be published for two days in the 1.08
Angeles Hekai.d, and thereupon and there-
alter it shall take effect and be In force.
