!and in influence on the government of
the nationa of the world: detailed the
growth of the capitol building beyond
tbe foundations first laid and the devel-
opment of lawa within ita wallß.

The next apeaker waa the vice-preai-
dent, who spoke on behalf of the United
States senate, and was accorded a greet-
ing as hearty as that given the presi-
dent. He delivered a masterly,eloquent
address, in the course of which he re-

viewed the evidences of our greatness.
He spoke of the mighty names of the

who surrounded Washington
when the corner stone waa laid 100
years ago, and of thoeo who succeeded
them in guiding the nation on ita glorious
deatiny predicted by tbe father of the
nation, and declaring that in the pres-
ence of tbe wondroua fulfillment of the
prophesy one looka out upon tbo future

!and stands dumb.
Speaker Crisp followed on behalf of

the honse. He spoke briefly on the
?ame general theme of the nalion'a
greatness and promise of continued ex-
istence.

A chorus Bang The Heavens are Tell-
ing, then Justice Henry Billingß Brown
of the supreme court spoke in behalf of
the judiciary, gave a history of the su-

ipreme court and touched on some of the
famous names connected with the bar of
the nation.

The concluding address was by W. W.
Parker oi tbe commissioners of the Dis-
trict of Columbia.

Thousands of people thronged the
Capitol grounds tonight to bear the
ringing of the chimes of the bells on
the new library building and attend an
open-air concert by tbe Marine band and
grand chornß of 1600 voicca. The con-
cert took place on the platform where
the exercises of this afternoon were con-
ducted. The east front of the Capitol
waa beautifully lighted and the scene
was of the most picturesque character.
The programme began witn tbe ringing
of "America" on the chime belle. Then
tbe Marine band played an overture,
after which a grand chorus wae sung.
The programme was a lengthy one and
was concluded with "The Star-Spongled
Banner," by the chorus, the audience
joining in the singing.

As the consequence of some trouble
between the Catholic organizations and
the Masonic lodges, over the part to be
taken in the centennial celebration to-
day by Cardinal Gibbona, both parties
of the dispute withdrew entirely from
participation. The absence of the Ma-
BODic lodges from the parade thia after-
noon was particularly noticeable, inas-
much 88 the laying of the corner stone
100 years ago waa solemnized under
their auspices.

the act, to secure the adoption of a com-
mon silver dollar, of no!;,7ee3 than 359.91
nor more than 883:18 grains of pure sil-
ver, to be isoued by each government, to
be legal tender for all commercial trans-
actions between ail citizens of tbe Amer-
ican stateß; that Ihe finding of the dele-
gates shall be bmdinir on the govern-
ments which sent them, and on an
agreement being reached the govern-
ments represented shall open their
minlß to unlimited coinage oi silver for
the benefit of depositors.

Pefl'er's rctoljtion of inquiry as to
whether legislation is neceeeary to pre-
vent the interruption of interstate
trains by robhera was taken up and was
etill under consideration when the sen-
ate adjourned to take port in the cen-
tennial ceremonies.

A good deal of opposition manifested
itself to auy action by the federal gov-
ernment, uud Vest of Missouri and
Dolphof Oregon wore especially vigor-
ous in their criticism of the tendency to
appeal to congress for relief in matters
which rightfully were within the domain
of the states.

The American Champion Leads in the
First Night's Playiug.

Chicago, Sept. 18.?John Roberta, tbe

champion billiardist of England, and
Frank C. Ives, the American champion,
began a six-night billiard game at Cen-
tral Mneic hall tonight, for |2000, the
match, to consist of 1000 points each
night or a total of 6000 points. The
game is English billiards, spot stroke
barred, with 24-inch balls, and ia played
upon a aix-pocket table, oxl2 feet,
brought from London.

Roberta never before played in Amer-
ica. Prior to the opening of tbe play it
waa announced tbat Roberta would play
any man in the world 25,000 pointe reg-
ular Engiieh game for £1000 and give
odds of 8000 pointe.

The Englishman waa the first to get
under* headway tonight. With a tine
command of force in hia drive3and great
facility in using winning and losing
hazards, he rapidly drew ahead. A run
of 117 in the twelfth innings waa a tine
example of delicate nursing and accur-
ate position play. He missed a masse
shot however, tbat Ives or Schafer
would not miss once in a thousand times.
At the end of the fourteenth inning the
score was: Roberts, 304; Ives, 73.

The Chicago boy's turn came in the
seventeenth inning. When he reached
the corner he had clinked off 106. He
turned the corner with one stroke and
got tbe balls on tbe long rail in perfect
position. At 10S came a freeze and Ivea
missed.

In tbe thirtieth inning Ivea won a
round of applause by jumping over the
white and pocketing the red ball. It
was the only way be could overcome a
herd line break, and it was an extraor-
dinary shot.

At "the close of the forty-fourth in-
ning Roberts was 257 points in tbe lead.

Iv the fifty-fourth innings Ivea got
the balls on tbe rail, passed his oppo-
nent easily and ran the game of 1000
points ont, leaving the balls fn perfect
position to renew the playing tomorrow
night,

Roberts' score was 953. Averages:

THE TYNAN MYSTERY.

All the Kvldence Indicate* That the
Slitting Han It Dead.

Modesto, Cal., Sept. 18.?In the Tynan

contest over tbe probate of his willmnch
interesting testimony has been taken.
It has been shown by an overwhelming
weight of evidence tbat tbe railroad
ticket upon which it was rumored be
had gone to New York bears a signature
not written by bim, and that he there-
fore did not purchase it. It was shown
today that he took lunch at the Popular
restaurant on Geary atreet, San Fran-
ciaco, on the 17th day of Ootober, 1892,
finished his lunch, and left tbe restau-
rant at about half past 1 o'clock in the
afternoon. The party who bought the
ticket above referred to is known to bave
left Saoramento at 11:30 tbe same day.
Here there are two indisputable reasons
why it was not Dr. Tynan who went east
on this ticket. The stories by Hallett
that Dr. Tynan is in Utah are co incon-
sistent as to be incredible. Tbe evidence
has been concluded and argument of
the case will begin tomorrow morning.
As tbe ebbs stands he seema to be dead,
and it is expected that tbe verdict of
the jury will be in favor of probating
the will.

SENTENCED TO HANG.

Three fifattneert Condemned to Die on
the Gnllovrs.

San Fbancisco, Sept. 18. ? United
States Circuit Judge McKenna today
sentenced Herman Spatff and Hans
Hansen to be hanged November 24th,
next. Both men were convicted of the
murder of Second Mate Fitzgerald of the
bark Hesper last January. For the
same offense Thomas St. Clair also has
been sentenced to be banged. These
three men were Bailors on the bark Hes-
per. They planned a mutiny with the
intention of killing the olliears and ail
the crew who did not join them; then
they intended to turn piratee. Mate
Fitzgerald waa killed with a hatchet by
St. Clair and his body wae thrown over-
board, but Spatfl' and Hansen weakened
and refused to go with the mutiny. The
men were brought to port in irons by
the captain oi the Hesper.

KRUG CIFTDHBO.

Tbe Absconding Treasurer of Seattle
Caught at St. Paul.

Bt. Paul, Sept. 18. ?Adolph Krug, the
alleged defaulting city treasurer of
Seattle, was arrested at the union depot
here this evening, juat as be was about
to take an eastbound Omaha train for
Chioago. The arrest was effected by
Frank Crawford of Seattle. Krug was
taken to the Merchants' hotel for the
night. The mayor of Seattle was tele-
graphed and wired C/awford to hold the
prisoner at all hazards. Krug whon ar-
rested had $92 on his person. After flee-
ing from Seattle be went to Winnepeg,
where be spent throe days and then
came to St. Paul.

Mrs. Itnnkln Sue* Jim Keene.

Rankin, wife of Alired A. Rankin of
Wayland, Trask & Co., Wall street, is
suing James R. Keene, the well-known
stock operator, for $200,000. She claims
that $100,000 was given Keene in 1884
by W. H. Vanderbilt to hold in trust
for her, and that he never repaid any
part of the money. The remainder of
the amount asked for she claims to have
earned in services to Keene between
1883 and 1889. Keene, in answer, de-
nies the existence of any trust in favor
of Mrs. Rankin, or' tbat he owes ber
any money for services.

A Triple Suicide.

Rome, Bept. 18.?Henry Rosenberg,
an American and proprietor of tbeOrfee
Musik Hall, was found dead this after-
noon. In the same room wero the bod-
ies of two women with whom "Rosen-
berg had been intimate. All died from
asphyxiation. It is supposed tbat
Rosenberg, who was in financial diffi-
culties, determined to commit suicide,
aud persuaded hia companions to do
likewise.

THE CALUMET TRAIN ROBBERS.
Allof Them Now Believed to

Be in Cnstody.

A Considerable Portion of Their
Booty Kecovered.

Nearly a Dozen Kan Implicated In the
Robbery?Trainmen In the Plot.

On* of thn Prison*.-* Makea
s> Confession.

MARtii'KTrit, Mich., Sept. 18.?Proba-

bly all the robbers of the American ex-
press car on the Mineral Range road,
Saturday morning, have been captured.
Sunday morning George Lalliberty, a
suspended fitemau of tbe South Shore
road, was arrested. He made a confes-
sion, and Eddy Hogan, jr., a former em-
ployee of the American Express com-
pany ; Jack and Mike Shea, saloon keep-
ers; Thomas Winters, a South Shore
baggageman ; Robert Clema«ou, a South
Shore brakeman; Wesley Sbonp, a hack
driver, and Moae Longtime were ar-
rested.

Lalliberty waa suspected to be the
person who jumped on the engine. The
engineer thought te recognized Lal-
liberty's voice. Lalliberty gave Hogan
a baggage check for hia trunk, Hogan
gave the check to Moee Longtime, and
lie to a drayman who delivered the
trunk Saturday forenoon at Lil-
liberty's bouee. There il waß found
and in it waa over MOOO supposed to be
stolen money. Winters, Shoup and
Clerr.enson were seen in the baegage
room of the South Shore station Satur-
day morning, and it is believed tbe
trunk waa opened and tho hulk of the
booty removed. Itis strongly suspected
that tbe robbers have robbed each other.
Lalliberty's confession implicated King
and Butler, now in jailat Houghton.

RETICENCE ABOUT TUB ARKBSTB.
Detroit, Sept,, 18.?A special dispatch

from Marquette, Mich., Eays: The
officers remain very reticent regarding
the arrests, but admit that they now
have all the men they want and are
directing their energy to finding the re-
mainder of the Btolen funds. They re-
fuse to state how much money has been
recovered, or where it was found, but
the report is current that the amount is
$14,000 and that it was found in the pos-
session of the Shea brothers, who run a
saloon in this oity.

liberty, a locomotive fireman, lately dis-
charged from the Dulutii, South Shore
and Atlantic railway, has been arrested.
He ia supposed to be the man who
handled the throttle on the' eugiue at
the time of the train robbery Friday.
He is claimed to have made a eonfeaßion
implicating King and hia companions,
and Express Messenger Hogan. Lalli-
berty told the officers that the money
was contained in a trunk wbicl) he
Bbipped from Houghton to Marquette
Saturday morning. The trunk was
found by the officers but the money was
not there. Honan, the express messen-
ger, was arrested ast night in this ti y.

A epecial from Maiquette says cix oth-
ers besides Laliiberty acd Hogan are
under arrest, and a portion of tbe money
has been recovered. Lalliberty has been
associated with Butler, King, Chttllew
and other hard characters alleged to be
implicated in the robbery. Soon after
his arreßt, he made a clean breast of the
whole affair. He is in the Aiatquette
jail.

The entire plot wes batched here. T!:e
police have arrested John and Michael
Shea, saloonkeepers; Moses Longtime, a
brakeman on a pa33enger train; Tom
Winters, a baggageman ;D. W. Hogan.
the express messenger on tbe Mineral
Range train; Ed Hogan, a bartender,
and Wesley Shoup, a hackdriver.

ALL OF THE BOOTY RECOVERED.

IS.?The en-
tire $70,000 secured by tho train robbers
on the Mineral Range railroad, on the
woy to pay off the employes of the Calu-
met and Hecla mines, tins been re-
covered. Alter seeming the booty, the
robbers put it in a small trunk and sent
it by one of their numbet, dressed as a
miner, to Houghton. He induced a
baggageman of the Duloth, South Shore
and Atlantic railroad to check it through
for him for a consideration of 50 conta.
It is not known whether the baggage-
man was aware of tho ttuuk's contents.
The officers learned of the transaction,
took a special train, overhauled it some
distance from Houghton and recovered
the entire num. It haa become evident
that the robbera had confederates among
the trainmen, and two firemen bave
been arrested r.t Marquette on suspicion.

BOOKS OP INFORMATION.

A Comparison In Favor Of Those of
Southern California.

The following comparison of the books
distributed at tbe worlds fair by Califor-
nia, is made by the Irrigation Age 0
recent date:

California distributes two books. One
of them is a gem; the other, a laughing
stock. T:ie successful book is issued by
Southern California, which is the irriga-
gation portion of the Golden State. This
book, published under tbe supervision of
the enterprising Chamber of Commerce
of Lot Angeles, was written by Harry
Kllington Brook. It covers tbe wide
range of industrial interests in that por-
tion of the State, and is moat beautifully
illustrated.

Tbe other California book is supposed
to cover tbe state ao a whole, lt ii
issued under the patronage of the gov-
ernor. Ita most striking picture ia a
map which apparently antedates the
discovery of gold. That ambitious pro-
ject, the mountain railroad at Pasadena,
is completely eclipsed in this map by a
transcontinental railroad running along
the top of the Sierra Maere mountains.
Some of the stations this extraordinary
line must antedate the appearance of the
miseion fathers, since they are not among
the recollections of the oldest living in-
habitants.

The census shows that the growth of
California has been recently in the irri-
gated portions of the state. This being
so, readors of The Age aro advieed to ob-
tain the Southern California and Kern
county literature. They are reliable and
interesting. The fact that the California
preßß haa quite unanimoualy called for
the suppression ol the Sacramento book
justifies what is said of it here.

A married woman ia not usually sup-
posed to contribute directly to the fam-
ily purse, hor time and strength being
Bulh.umtly taxed when she keeps honee,
manages children and servants and ad-
ministers carefully the domestic affV-irs
which lio within her proviuoe. That
the husband shall provide the means
and the wife attend to their outlay, sav-
ing and economizing ao thriftily as she
can, ia the ordinary arrangement, sanc-
tioned by custom and agreeable to onr
idea of jtiatnees and a fair division of
labor.

It is now quite usual, however, for
married women to supplement tho* in-
come of the family by tbe oxercise of
some gift or uccompliehuietit. They
write, or teach, or lecture, or paint pic-
turea; they embroider, or matte pickles
and preserves. With a delightful feel-
ing of independence, and tbe moat gen-
erous and tender unselfishness, wivea
who earn money by some effort of thia
kind spoml it for family usee. It goes
to pay school bills and purchase shoes.
Wherever there is a deficiency, the sup-
plementary earning of tbe wifefit in so
easily and in co timely a manner that
both husband and wife count on thia
added source of income aa if it were in
the anticipated order of things.
Often a style of living rather
more expensive than would ba
practicable ou the husband's salary or
on the profits from hia business is
adopted because of the wife's earnings ;
a larger rent ia undertaken, or the liv-
ing of the family ia on a broader scale.
It ia not usual for a wife to hoard or in-
vest her earnings separately; they go
into the common puree, and are spent
either for luxuries or for thu benefit of
the children. "When Will gets into a
very tight place," said, one day, a
woman who wields a ready pen, "1 ait
down and write two or three etoriea to
help bim out."

Women IvDritisli Tr:ulcs Unions.

In tho way of organization there stand
three principal obstacles, backed by the
inertia and incapacity of the women
themselves. Women workers fear their
employers and aro intimidated from
forming unions. This obstacle is passing
away with the prejudice against trade
unions generally and does not count for
as much as home employment, with its
isolation and deplorable conditions. If
tenement houeo labor ut the trados could
bo prohibited and women workers gath-
ered into factories, it would be much
easier to bring tbem into the unions. An
amendment is ponding to the law gov-
erning employers which wonld go far to-
ward producing this result.

Allobstacles could bo overcome, how-
ewer, if it were not for tho seeming in-
capacity for organization of tho mass of
women workers themselves. They lack
tho clear sightedness, steadiness of pur-
pose and devotion to the common inter-
est which is the essential of organization.
The best hope for tbe future lies in the
combination of men and womon. This
practice is spreading, and many of Cue
inalo organizations which have hereto-
fore kept wouisn out are now welcom-
ing them to membership.?Miss E. M.
