GIVE THE TAXPAYERS A SHOW,

The Citizens’ Reiorm committee are a
determined et of people, and they have
fully made up their minds not to be
downed by the court house ring. Inthe
preliminary skirmish, the other day,
they were discomfited for a moment, but
they have rallied for the real battle. [t
cost the people of Los Angeles over $3500
last year to have the figures extended
by the county auditor on the assessment
roila after the apportionment made by
the board of supervisors. Thie work had
to be done on only twenty-nine volumes
in Los Angeles county. In the county
of Alameda, with a ten miilion dollar
larger assessment, and with thirty-four
instead of twenty-nine books—the work
being precicely identical in character—
it cost only $719.30.

In other words, it cost within a frac-
tion of five times as much to do this
workin Los Angeles couniy es in Ala-
meda county. The work was doue in
Alameda county by thirty men, each of
whom averaged seventy-five pages a day.
At ten cents a page these gentlemen
earned an average of $7.50 per diem,
which, in these piping times of peace, is
doing pretty well.

In the face of facts like these it is of
course incumbent upon the board to
take Mr. Lopez inhand and compel him
to do the work at a reasonable figure.
While it is perfectly true that there was
an’ informal understanding, founded
upon a sort of arbitration, that the do-
ing of this work should cost this year
$2000 as against $3500 last year, there is
no reason why the people’s money
should be equandered. Why should it
have cost $3500 to do this work in Los
Angeles last year when a much larger
job was done in Alameda for $719 30?7

The taxpayers are in dead earnest on
this question and they have not the
slightest idea of surrendering to a ring.
Ilere ia where the supervisors have an
opportunity of showing their desire to
reduce public expenses. In the past
the interests of the taxpayers have un-
questionably been neglected to further
the rapacity of a lot of hangers on about
the court house.

It costs a8 much for a clerk to live in
Alameda as it does in Los Angeles.
Clerical labor ought not to be made to
cost four or five times as much here as
there. The voter will not lock kindly
on any proporition of that kind. In
both city and country there has been an
indefensible profligacy in many lines
and it is high tims that a halt shoald.
be cailed.

The coneclusion from the facts detailed

CALIFORNIA ATTHE FAIR

Chicago Herald: California bas an-
otker history—it i3 written in suthenti-
cated relics and anthropological finde—
that rightly studied, gives one a correct
knowledgze of interesting peoples who
not very long years ago lived in low val-
leye and npon the mountain sides, It
is these finds and relics that are brought
together in the historical room of the
California state building, where they
are 8o displayed and explained by the
attentive castodian, Mra. Mary 15, Hart,
a8 to afford true object leszons of great
value. To the inguirer in this field of
knowledge the objects here classified
and exhibited are among the most at-
tractive in this wonderfully filled build-
ing. The learned [Professor Putnam
covets eome of theee things for the Co-
lumbus memorial musenm; but they
are nut to be given away, nor are they
for sale. A few of the articies belong to
private pergons, bnt the most are either
the property of the Los Angeles higtorical
eociety or of the Catholio fathers at the
old missions. No money that might be
offered would buy them. They are not
relice in the masin of ancient peoples,
but of a civilization that is not wholly
gone and yaet is fast going out, The old
Spanish or Mexican population is nearly
ail dead or blood-merged in the Yankeas
and his variants. The aboriginal Ta-
dians are looked for in occasional pot-
tery finds ; while the latter, or miseion,
Indians were long eince more than deci-
mated, and are fast vanishing the scene.
The pioneers are departing one after
another, and none will be left. At the
uld miesions Catholic fathers still rule,
and dispense at once pious consolation
and needed charity ; but their religious
children and dependents are few, and
are constantly lessening their numbers.
No wonder that the things in the hie-
torical department ot the California
state building are highly prized!

The memorials of the pioneers here
exhibited are nearlv all of more value
than anywhere exist, They are regarded
with lively interest by hundreds daily
from all sections of the country, men
that went to California and retarned in
the gold excitement period, In Chicago
alone there are 600 of theee surviving
adventurers, The go-called Marshall
victnres, mostly lithro-engravings or
photographs ehowing San Francieco as
ag it waa in 1849 50, and algso a number
of mining camps, are turned to again
and again by the reflecting ex-ploneer
a8 he walks up and down this depart-
ment, These are the property of the
Argoneut society of San Franeieco, and
were obtained for this exhibit by J. D.
Phelan, the member for California of
the national commiesion of the worid’s
fair who euggested the old mission
style of architecture for the Cali-
fornia  state building. Certificates
of membership of many distingnished
men in the various pioneer associations
are ghown. . Among these is the certifi-
cate of membership of General William
T. Sherman in the pioneer azgociation of
San Francieco. (It will be remembered
that General Sherman was a banker in
that city a little time before the war.)
Mining implements and miners’ suits of
clothing are preserved, and they tell
their owa stories, With there to look
at, and panorawic paintings of the gold
country all round on the walle, it cannot
be regarded as passing strange that C.
(. V. ilolden ot this city the other day
exclaimed that he could imegine him-
seli back in the guleh a-sifting the gold-
en gands, 3

Back of the picneers and back of the
MissionIndians were the aborigines. The
relics of these are mostly in pottery, but
there are besides soms cutting tools and
implementes of war. They are not dis-
similar to those fonnd in Arizona, but
scholarstell usthatthe Indians that used
them were not of the Arizona tribes.
They were not of the Alaskan. Probably
they were an offshoot from some degen-
erated Aztec ectilement in Mexico. Their
pottery is well faghioned and of material
mere enduring than any stone, ‘T'hereis
one caze of pottery that has a history all
ite own. It is the contribution of E
Klliott of Santa Barbara. It came from
the San Nicholas island, off the coast 50
miles from that town. This island wae
formerly known to be inhabited by In-
dians that had little or almost no eom-
For a
time, vears ago, it was lost sight of. Six
yeara ugo some fishermen called thers
and found one Indian woman, very old,
nearly naked and entirely wild. They
captured her and bronght her to this
coast, ‘but she could not be tamed and
soon died. The exploration of the island
afterward hy Kll:ott ied to the discovery
of a quantity of pottery, examples of
which are here exhibited. It is the same
in shape and finigh as that found on the
coact end known to be the work of the
aboriginas,

Between the ahorigines and the pion-
eers appear. in an historical rense, the
How long they had
exieted in Southern California when the
Catholic missionaries came among them,
they did not know—no man will ever
know.

Every one of these old Catholic mis-
sions has been painted—24 canvases in
all—by an artist formerly a resident of
Chicago. Surely H. Q. Ford, artist and
hustler, is not forgotten! He now lives
in Santa Barbara, where ho has a atudio,
and makes a good living by painting
souvenirs of travel for touriats. Hisold
missions have made him thousands of
dollare., Here in this hietorical collec-
tion is a eomrlote get of them. Any old
resident will recoguize at once Ford’s
style, especially his greens, Some of hia
paintinge, done while be lived here, are
still owned here, and more or less
prized. The best of them belongs to
Gurdon 8. Hubbard, and hang in his
mangsion at Riverside. Mr, Ford is now
in this city, and is understood to be
making arrangementa to bring out an
original work on the old missione. But
better than from his pictures can acorrect
idea of what these old missions are be
gathered irom a model of San Luis Ray
mission that standes in the center of this
historical room. It iathe work of Donna
Mariana Coronel, and is composed of
papier mache and milk-white cement,
It is & perfect and beautiful thing, but
it appalls by the amount of labor that it
is evident was expended upon it Mad-
amo Coronel is a leading 1ady of Los An-
geles and helongs to one of the oldest
and wealthiest Spaniech families of that
city, [t is a-pleasure to know that she
is in Chicago at this time on a visit to
the world’s fair. At closing this article
it may be said that Mre. Hart, the cus-
todian of thiscollection, has been invited
by Professor Patnam to enter the Cali-
fornia ethnological exhibit for an award.
