Proceedings of the Annual Con-

ference Yesterday.

Satisfactory Reports From Most of
the Pastorates.

Statements From Presiding Riders?
Missionary Secretary Payne's Ad-

dress?The Afternoon und
livening Sessions.

The First Methodist church was
crowded throughout all of yesterday by
intelligent and earnest people in attend-
ance upon tbe Methodist annual confer-
ence. The morning session was devoted
to the affaire of the conference, but at
noon that body adjourned for tbe day,
the afternoon and evening sessions be-
ing given up to the Woman's Foreign
Missionary society and educational an-
niversaries respectively.

Vary Interesting addresses were made
and encouraging reports heard.

The conference will reaume its ses-
sions today.

MORNING SESSION.
The morning devotional meeting waa

conducted by T. 8. Uren, continuing
from 8:30 to 0 a. m., at which hour tbe
bishop took the chair and H. J. Crist,
conference secretary, called the roll of
the absentees of yesterday, then read
the minutea oi yesterday's sessions,
which were approvod.

The bishop announced the transfer of
Rev. Gaecoign from the Columbia river
conference; also Rev. A. A. Graers from
tbe New Ark conference.

REPORT* FIVE CUAUOES.

The statistical secretary called the roll
o! the charges which did not report
their statistics yesterday.

Rev. E. W. Caswell, presiding elder of
Santa Barbara district, presented hia
annual report.

S. J. Kahler wae, at his own request,

Dr. Bresee offered a resolution of sym-
pathy in regard to Father Leihy, who ia
very ill, and also requesting him, if
spared, to deliver to the conference hi*
semi-centennial address.

By recommendation of the committee
on conference relations, C. M. Stowell
was continued in the supernumerary re-
lation. Dr. Maclay and Adam Bland
ware grantod a superannuated relation.
Rev. J. W. Phelps was granted a super-
numerary relation by the recommenda-
tion of the proper committee, and at his
own request.

A MISSIONARY SECRETARY.
Rev. Dr. 0. H. Payne, secretary of the. board of education, was introduced by

tbe bishop, and delivered a very in-
structive address. He said in part: "We
are trying to equip young women and
young men for missionary and minis-
terial work. We are taking into our
conferences about 1000 young men per
year. Many of these Have not had a
Dufficient educational equipment.

"When we have done our beat we can-
not reach the standard fixed by some of
our sister denominations, who them-
selves have not done it. We do not
propose to pay their way through. We
loan them a little to help them, and
many of them are already paying the
loans back. Tbe Methodist church be-
lieves in educating tbe women; she had
coeducation before any other church.

"She has 28,000 Sunday school* ob-
serving children's day in this line. Our
motto: A collection from every school, a
dime from every scholar, a dollar Irom
every one who can give it, and thousands
from the rich.

"All our interest* and victories are
denominational. Many of the educa-
tional institutions of the past have been
purely local and independent, and many
of them have failed and died."

At the close of Dr. Payne'* address a
unanimous vote ot thanks was tendered
him by tbe conference.

MISCELLANEOUS.
At the close of thiß address the secre-

tary read a communication from the Mt.
Lowe Railway company, which waa re-
ferred to a special committee composed
of Drs. Wright, Campbell and Phelps.

Then follov,ed the call of committees
and announcements made.

The followingvisiting brethren were
Introduced: F. J. Masters, P. E. Chi-
nese district, F. H. Beck, W. J. Hall,
W. R. Jonee, A. W. Adkinson, L. M.
Hartley, now ofthia conference, and Dr.
Chichester of the Presbyterian church.

Adjourned with doxology and benedic-
tion by Dr. Maclay.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
At 3 p. m. the officers of the W. F. M.

8. took tbeir places upon the platform,
and the houee was called to order by
Mrs. O'Neil, president of tr.e conference
society, and after singing Mrs. Dr.
Campbell offered prayer, and Mrs. Kah-
ler read selections from scripture and
Miss Shaffner sang Throw Out the Life
Line, as a solo, with flue effect.

Mis. W. 8. Woodcock, conference sec-
retary, presented the report for the
year. This is the tenth anniversary of
the first auxiliary of the society in this
conference.

Dr. Payne was then introduced, and
delivered an address on the subject of
Woman's Sphere in Christian Work.
His address was rich in spirit, earnest-
ness, illustration and universal love.
A t the close of Dr. Payne's address, the
congregation united in singing Bringing
the Sheaves, after which Bishop An-
drews was introduced, and addressed
the large audience. In his address the
bishop gave a synopsis of what be had
seen in his Episcopal journey around
the world of the work of tbe woman's
foreign missionary society. Hii state*
ments were vory encouraging to these
consecrated workers.

Mrs. Charles Leach of Compton fol-
lowed the bishop's address with a beau-
tiful and well rendered solo.

After the solo Dr. Masters of San
Francisco spoke briefly of woman's work
in China. Dr. Masters was nine years a
missionary in China and associated with
the Chinese missionary work on this
coast. Hia addiess told of two death-
bed scenes he witnessed in China; one
the death of a heatben eon, and the
other that of a Christian mother, a Bible
reader; both were Chinese; a very in-
teresting recital being given.

Mrs. D. M. Welch wae then intro-
duced, and recited a brief incident, tell-
ing of a very kind and unexpected dona-
tion to this society through Dr. 8. A.
Thomson of Fresno district.

The meeting was concluded with the
doxology and benediction by Dr. Camp-
bell.

EVENING SESSION.
This service was introduced by sing-

ing Nearer My Ood to Thee. Dr. Hart-
ley read the Scripture lesson and Rev.
Chase of Oswego, N. V., offered prayer,
and Miss Priest sang a solo, The Bible.

Rev. Dr. Wright then presented the
question of an excursion to Rubio canon
on Saturday afternoon and it was de-
cided to go.

Dr. Matthews then introduced Dr.
Payne to the audience and he was re-
ceived with applause. He then began
an addresß upon the subject of Higher
Christian Education. We have over
200 institutions of higher education aud
$10,000,000 worth of property. Method-
ism has emancipated woman from ec-
clesiastical bondage. Methodism hasn't
got done striking heavy blows against
rum power. We are no longer a con-
glomeration of societies, we are a church
now. Allthat any church hae to do we
have to do. Go forward I that is God's
command to Methodism. God forbid
tbat Methodism should ever cease to
preach her evangelical doctrines. God
forbid that we should ever attempt to
make a bad world better by trying to be-
come like it. There are 12,000,000 of
young people in this country now ready
to enter our various institutions of
higher education* Methodism is re-
sponsible for at least one-third of this
host.

This work needs a vast company of
consecrated, educated men and women.
To get these we must have these institu-
tions of higher education. Onlys young
men with enlarged views and cultivated
thought can do the work of the chnrcb.
Take Into consideration what goes into
tbe colleges when estimating what
comes out. Colleges ought to place
over tbeir doors: "No brains manufac-
tured here,"

J. P. Widney was introduced and made -a few remarks upon the relation of
Christian education and anarchy. We
must educate and Christianize these an-
archistical elements or they will over-
throw our glorious government.

CONFERENCE PERSONALS.
Continuing our presiding elder list,

Rev. S. A. Thomson of the Fresno dis-
trict is the second in rank, having com-
pleted four years of self-denying, toil
and care in his large field. Though ex-
posed to the beat and malaria of the
great central valley during moat of the
time, Brother Thomson does net seem
to grow any older under it.

Rev. E. W. Caswell, the thirdin point
of length of service, Tendered upon tbe
Santa Barbara district, baa a field of
magnificent distances, requiring a jour-
ney of about 800 to 1000 miles ofofficial
travel to be made four times each year.
Brother C. can make his trips, and
must, by stage and rail, and may, ifhe
wishes, vary bis journey by ocean
steamer quite largely.

Among tbe heroic veterans of the con-
ference whose lives as Methodißt
preachers, and whose presence lends
luster to the present session, are such
men as R. S. Maclay who, for a genera-
tion stood in tbe forefront of the battle
in the missionary fields of China, Japan
and Corea. Daniel Cobb, who for 25
years, labored to plant, cultivate and
develop Minnesota Methodism and her
great educational institution, Hamlin
university, and came to this coast in
1882. Yesterday Dr. Cobb delivered
bis centennial address to a large and
very appreciative audience. Ttie first
14 years of Mr. Cobb's ministerial life
were spent in New York.

Adam Bland hae spent 41 years in the
ministry on this coast, and was the first
Protestant pastor ever sent to Lo*An-
geles, having come firat in 1853. He has
preached most all over this great golden
state during these 41 years.

J. W. Leach, another of the heroes,
has spent 35 years in tbe ministry in
California; never preached outside of
the state, but has preached in every
part at the state. Hi* congregations
have been assembled in barn*, house*,
hotels, barrooms, mining camps, and in
cburcbe*. Old Califernian* know What
itmeant in many places tobe a preacher
of the gospel in this country 30 years
ago. Brother Leach is now, at let* than
three score and tea, beyond the llhjitof
the possibilities of young men, but loyal
and loving toward the cause to which he
has given his best energies.
