1 propose that &
gold loan of so many hundred million
dollars as congress may decide, be

‘bought at the market rate and held in

the treasury as the gold reserve is held
in the bank of France and by the govern-
ment of the Latin union. I propoee to
open our mints to free coinage of Amer-
ican silver imposing a duty on import
I farther propose to
repeal the tax on Btate bank circulation,
I would also press once more for action
in favor of our shipping. To meet in
part the deficit in our income for next
year I would re-impoge the duty of two
cents a pound on sugar and repeal the
bounty.

House Proceedings.

WasHaixaToN, Sept. 256,—Great interest
centered in the session of the house to-
day a8 it was known a communieation
would be received gtating the position
of the president and the administration
on Chinese exclusion,

The position occaupied by the adminis-
tration regarding the execution of the
Geary exclusion law was definitely set-
tled by a communication today eent to
the house. The letter contains copies
of the irstructions sent to collectors of
customs by the treasury department un-
der date of May 4th,

THey are instructed to take no steps
looking to the enforcement of the de-
portation act until further notice,

Under the same date the attorney-
general instructs attorneys and marghals
not to proceed except on orders of
court. With regard to Chinese who ob-
tained admisgion to the United States
under false representation, the letter di-
rects the officers of the department to
uee every effort to enforce the law by
arrest and prosecution, ;

A copy of the telegram of Attorney-
General Olney, dated September, in-
gtructing the district attorney at San
Francieco, in view of the fact that no
fuuds exist for carrying out the law, to
have such Chiness as are held liable to
deporiation discharged from cusiody un-
til such provision is made.

The attorney-general gays thege are all
the ingtructiong, but in reply to various
letters of inquiry from district attorneye

THE BOMBARDMENT RENEWED.

Rio Again Shelled by the
Rebel Fleet.

The Extent of the Damage Inflicted |

Not Known.

Admiral Mello Issues a Proclamation
Setting Forth the Cause and Pur-
pose of the Revolt—The Ar-
gentine Rebels.

By the Associated Press.

New Yorg, Sept. 25.—The Hersld’s
Montevideo cable says: The rebel fleet
which has o long been blockading the
harbor of Rio de Janeiro bombarded the
city yesterday under General Mello’s
order. The firing was very severe and
the damage done exceeds that of the
first bombardment. Several women
and children were killed, but the extent
of the damage and the loss of life are
not yet known as no news ig permitted
by the government to be sent
direct from Rio de Janeiro. Part ot
Mello’s fleet is still keeping up a vigor-
ous blockade of Santos. Copies of Gen-
eral Mello’s proclamation have been
received here. The leader of the re-
volters deelares that President Peixoto,
with the aid of eorrapt members of the
senate and venal deputies, has overrid-
den the restrictions put upon their
power by the constitution. Peixoto, he
aseerts, is trying to place Brazil under’
the rule of absolute tyranny.

*If by my aid,’’ the proclamation con-
inues, “in making this stand for liber-
y our causge ghall triumph, I shall hand

ver the government to the cbarge of
hose honorable men who gave freedom
o our nation before.”

Four membera of the Brazilian con-
ress on board the rebal cruiser Aquida-
an, signed an address, in which they

say President Peixoto and mem-
bers of his cabinet have been
stealing public funde, destroying

the autonomy of the states and foment-
ing national war in order to serve their
own ends. Theee facts, together with
the dictatorial conduct of both the
president and vice-president compel the
signers, as representatives of the
national will, to make the present
solemn fight for;freedom. They gave
Admiral Mello command of their forces,
with a view to restoring peace and law
and re-establishing republican princi-
ples. The address closed with an ap-
peal to all patriotic Brazilians to hefp
their cause.

Confirmation of the re
newal of the blockade of Rio Grande by
the revolters is received. Fighting has
taken place at Uruguayana. The Bra-
zilian minister here is sending arms and
horses to General Hypolite. The state
of Panama is in open revolution against
Peixoto.

ARGENTINE REBELS.

The Whole of the ERepublic Convulsed
With Revolution.

Buenos Avres, Sept. 256.—Ex-Presi-
dent Pelligrini, undiemayed by the
threat of the rebels to shoot him on the
gpot if he again falls into their
hands, has arrived before Tucuman and
telegraphs that he expects the rebels will
soon gurrender. Other advices have it
that the foreign colonists of Santa Fe
and the neighborhood are joining the
rebelliorn, and that a bloody engagement
between the rebels and the government
is expected hourly. It is admitted that
a determined rebellion againat Presi-
dent Saenz Pefia ie on foot, and if the
foreign element takes a hand against
the president hise downfall is not un-
lil;elly, ag the foreign interests are pow-
erful,

The whole of the Argentine republic
is convulsed. Revolution is in progrees
throughout the north at last, There
was severe fighting all day yesterday
throughout the disturbed district.
More blood was shed today. At San-
ta Fe pome of the national troops
have already sided with the rebels.
The latter expect reinforcements from
the same source. This is the situation
from the rebel standpoint. On the
other hand, Pelligrini’s adherents have
equipped the national guards of the
districts of San Luis, San-
tiagp and Cordoba, BSome lively
fighting is looked forward to.

The province of Entre Rios is sending
several battalions of its national guards
to the support of the ex-president, who
soon hopes to be at the head of an army
large enough to subdue the rebels, This,
the ex-president’s friends claim, will be
done in short order.

Later in the day dispatches were re-
ceived here which show that the situa-
tion is growing more serious every hour,
The rebels are not pressing Santa Fe.

It is now said that it was not General
Alem who was murdered at Santa Fe,
but Dr, Alem, leader of the Radical
party, If this is the case, it will cause
more bloodshed, for the Radicals are
certain to do their utmost to avenge
his death. By order of the government
all the Radical clubs have been closed.
Dr, Alem’s principal adherents are
shadowed by the police, Other Radical
leaders are handcuffed on board war-
ships and held in close confinement,

WAS HE EVER MARRIED

MRS. PHELPY SERIOUS CHARGES
AGAINST HER HUSBAND.

The Story as Told by Detective Law-
sgn, Whe, With Sheriff Cline,
Hes Investigated the
Case.

Mrs. Ada Phelps was married to
Henry Phelps in Butte, Montana in
1890. At the time Phelps was well-to-
do in the mutter of wordly affairs, and
soon after the marriage came to Los
Angeles, and thence to Pasadena where
they lived with Phelps’ motherand step-
father. Within a few months Phelps
was reported to be among the ““myster-
ious disappearances’” and foul play was
suspected. His wife soon became a
mother. After vainly awaiting for his
return she appealed to a relative and
through him Sheriff Cline became in-
terested, and heand A. B. Lawson, of
the Stilwell-Lawson agency, began to
investigate.

It was soon learned by the officer, Mr.
Laweon etates, that Phelps, previous to
going to Montana had lived ia Kaneas,
that he had a wife there whom he bad
deserted, and from whom he had not
been divorced. Consequently in marry-
ing the second time they state that he
had committed bigamy,

These facts were told the Los Angeles
wife after ashe had given birth to a girl
baby. When she endeavored to ascer-
tain from the father and mother of
Phelps why this deception was prac-
ticed, they would neither deny oraffirm
the former marriage of their son, but, she
states, ordered her out of their house.

Finally, one nigbt the motber and
child were put out of the house, and
took refuge with a neighboring family,

After a long search Phelps was located
in Helena, Montana, by Sheriff Cline
and Detective Laweon. The Los Angeles
wife wrote to Phelps, but received no
angwers,

The case is a very sad one. The un-
fortunate woman and her relatives have
expended all of their money in tracking
Phelps. The young mother refuses to
part with her little baby girl, and has
taken & position near Downey so that
ghe can provide for hereelf and little
one,

Phelps can be prosecuted only in
Montana, where the marriage took
place, and as goon a8 ske is able to do
so the wronged wife, Mr, Lawson says,
will return to Montana with her child
and the husband, who is holding & sub-
ordinate poeition under the county gov-
ernment, will be prosecuted.
