HORTICULTURAL COMMISSIONER
SCOTT'S REPORT OF WOIiK.

Busln.aa In Olff.r.nt rtepnrtm.nU aa

Horticultural Commissioner Scott re-
ports that notices have been nerved on
all orchardists whose trees are infected
with pnrple scale; tbat many of these
trees have already been cut back and
tbe trunks washed with coal oil or resin
wash, and foijiuhave bssn cut up and
burned. On the expiration of notices

be willtake in hand tbe disinfection of
those trees which the owners have neg-

lected to treat. He bai inspected all
orobarde in other districts that are
known to be planted with Florida trees,
and has found no purple scute.

Mr. Scott also says that he is pleased
to report tbe rapid decrease oi red Bcalo
in the Los Angeles district. He is un-
able to account for it, except that the
scale appears to be attacked by a fun-
gus. An investigation of the cause is
now going on. He has noticed tnat the
scale is decreasing much more rapidly
in well irrigated and cultivated orchards
than in those that are neglected. In

?the neglected orchards only a very small
proportion of the scale are attacked,
while in thosß well taken care of fully
75 per cent are affected,

ELECTRIC FRANCHISE SOLD.

Tba C'omolldatPd K'«ictr!c Kuad neta It
Bi»r sioo.

The Board of Supervisors yesterday
sold the franchise for an electric railway
between Los Angeles and Pasadena, to
W. D. Larrabee, repreadntiptc the Con-
solidated Electric Railway Company for

$100. It was the only bid put in, and
was accented without a dissenting voice.

The line of the road as defined by the
franchise is as follows: Commencing at
the intersection of Pauadena avenue
with the north city boundary line ofLos
Angeles, thence along Pasadena avenue
to a point in or near Garvauza, where
the public highway turtiu from aaid
Pasadena avenue, easterly along the eide
of tbe hill, and runs along and over a
former right of way of the Los Angeles
and San Gabriel Valley R.iilroau ; thence
along fjeid last mentioned highway on a
trestle lvbe constructed by the grantee,
adjoiui js- - lie present roadway on tho
southerly tMe thereof, to a point abont
200 feet west ol the weetetiy end of tbe
county bridge across the Arroyu Seco;
thence croaeing the highway to the
northerly side thereof; thence across
the Arroyo Seco on a biidgetobe con-
structed by tbe grantee adjoining and
immediatly above the present county

bridge; thence along the highway to a
point on the west boundary line of the
city of South Pasadena.

Work ie to begin within 90 days, and
tbe line to be completed within 12
months,
