A BIG WATER CASE.

THE SAN DIEGO FLUKE COMPANY
COMES OUT 08 TOP.

An Kxeaerilngly Complicated Irjunetlnn

Suit Settled by lile Supreme Court.
The Noli Soil Is Sui-

tafaeja).

The complicated water war which has

been agitating San Diego for over two
years p.ist haa bsen finally acted upon
by tbe supreme court.

Tbey bave succeeded in getting them-
selves most beautifully tangled up over
the question down in bav'nclimate.

Tbe way tbe trouble got into tbe su-
preme court wae through an injunction
suit brought by the San Diego water
company against the San Diego Flume
company iv the San Diego superior
court.

Tbe action wae brought to enjoin the
defendant fiotn shotting off or prevent-
ing tbe flow of water into certain mains
or pipee of plaintiff. Tbe superior court
granted a non suit and entered judgment
for defendant, and an appeal was taken.

In September, 18!)0, the flume com-
pany wbb the owner of a supply of water
which it brought from a long distance
by ditches, fumes and pipes to tbe gates
of the city, but it bad no pipes or other
means within tbe city by which it could
distribute the water.

Tbe water company owned a plant
which it had been using to partially sup-
ply the city with water pumped from
sources in the immediate vicinity.

In the latter part of the month tbe
companies agreed to unite their inter-
ests. A memorandum was made in
writing, but not fully executed. After
tbat the flume company stopped its ad-
vocacy of tbe issuance of city hoods.

A written agreement was executed in
November by which the flume company
appointed the water company its agent
for tbe exclusive sale of water in San
Diego.

It was also agreed that all sales by
the water eomnany should be eubject to
the approval of the flume company and
no sc.le; without its consent should be
made. The proceeds were to be divided
between the parties in tbe proportion of
05-100 to tbe water cosapany and 35-100
to tbe flume company.

In April, 1881. the water company
leased ita plant for 25 years to Bryant
Howard and several others, including
3,000,000 gallons of water every 24 houra
from the Ban Diego flume, which meant
the respondent's water supply. For this
Howard and bis associates were to pay
$9160.65 per month. The water com-
pany agreed to accept the obligation of
the city of San Diego in payment thereof.

It was further agreed that after the
conetruction of a certain railroad men-
tioned in the contract, Howard and tbe
others shoold have the right to assign
the lease to the city, and the water com-
pany should look Boleiy to it for the car-
rying out of Howard's agreement.

The railroad waß one to be built from
Ban Diego to San Quintin, Mexico or
Fort Yuma, but a provision was put in
tbat it did not obligate the water com-
pany to build tbe road only that it
should be built by some company.

Howard aud bis associates under tbe
agreement subleased the water plant
to tbe city for 20 years, June 1, 1891,
the city to pay the water company $110,-
UOO a year rental.

The flume company never approved
these various contracts, but retueed to
do so, and in July of tbe same year re-
pudiated them. They continued to
furnish water under the original agree-
ment, but there were constant difficul-
ties and troubles between tbe parties,
and May 2, 1.892, the flume refused to
furnish any more water.

Tbe present suit Was to enjoin the
company from shutting off the flow of
water. Tbe supreme court affirms the
judgment granting a new euit and de-
nying a new trial in a long opinion re-
viewing the case at length.

After a few hours epent among
the show horses, the prize cattle, the fat
piga, the cxhitiition halls, etc., all are
ready for more exciting sport, and when
the bell rings all crowd to the stands
and track eager to witness the spirited
contests of the noblest of animals, tbe
ite. Next week is fair week in this
city and Los Angeles is co fortunate as
to be Bituated in the state of California,
where nature is bountiful, the fields are
fertile, tbe horses are fast, tbe men are
industrious and the women are fair.
With euch excellent natural advantages
surrounding it the local fair ehould
eventually become one of the beet of the
kind in the country, and it is pleasant
to know that it eeerus to be on the road i
to great euccees.

IN OLD MADRID.

The Next Exposition to he Held There
Next Year.

Dr. G. del A mo, the local Spanish
counsel, haa handed to this office circu-
lars setting forth the intention of the
Spanish government to hold an exhibi-
tion at Madrid next year.

Itwill be called the Universal Exhi-
bition and will be held from April 1 to
October 31, 1894.

The affair will be held in tbe state
property, tbe palace of arts and manu-
factures and dependencies, and is by
command and under tbe patronage of
ber majesty the queen regent.

The exhibition will be divided into 14
groups?liberal arts, health games,
sports, chemicals and their manufac-
ture, art manufacture, furniture, relig-
ious articles, textilee, metallurgy, for-
ests, quarries, civil engineering, archi-
tecture, public works, machinery, elec-
tricity, transports, exchangee, alimen-
tation, agriculture and various others.

While the exposition ia international
in character, it may not be divided into
distinct foreign sections, goods of the
same class, to whatever country they
may belong, being exposed, together,
though kept distinctly separate, so as to
render comparison easier aud study
more practical.

The awards will ha given by an inter-
national jury and will be as follows:
Diplomas of grand prize, honor, gold
medal,*silver medal, bronze medal and
honorary mention.

No fulminating or detonating material
or any damaging goods willbe received,
nor can tbe administration represent
eny firm at the exhibition. A commit-
tee of representation has, however,
been authorized, which will look after
euch exhibits at the exhibitor's rick.

In tbe caee of periodical or continuous
opening of the exhibition at night ex-
hibitors are bound to keep tho stalls
opened for inspection aa during tiie day.

None of the goods exhibited are to be
sold at public auction or ordinary sale,
upon immediate delivery the exhibitors
having the right to acquaint tbe public
by means of catalogues in the show
cases where similar wares can be ob-
tained in Madrid. None of tbe goods
are to be allowed out of tbe premiees
before the close of tbe exhibition.

The officers ol the genetal council of
the exhibition are tiret hunorary presi-
dent, field Marshal Jovellar, also ex-
premier; presidents, Alexander Pidal,
ex-minister and president of tbe
chamber of deputies at Madrid, and
Juan Navairo Reverter, member of tbe
cortes, ex-commiasioner of Spain at tbe
Paris universal exhibition of 1889 and
vice-president of tbe international jury
of awards at tbe Barcelona universal
exhibition of 1888.

The members and honorary members
include tbe leading men of the country.

Although nothing evei
tame of it, a sharp lookout is being kept
up and it is not at all unlikely that the
counterfeiters will be caught.
