What a Southern Californian
There Observed.

A Magnificent V System of Street
Transportation in Operation.

Changes Which Have Occurred in the
City of Late Years—The Tall
Buildings—Pslatial Hotels.
Financial Matters.

Special Correrpondence to the HERALD

New York, Ocet, 6,—I had not been in
New York since the year of the centen-
nial, and, of conrse, was prepared to see
many changes. One of the most no-
ticeable is the facility with which the
inhabitanta of New York are taken
from one part of the city to the other, so
that the distant parts of New York in
the northern part of the island, known
as Yorkville and Harlem, are as acceesi-
ble as T'wentieth' and Thirtieth streets
formerly were, There are three lines of
elevated road ronning the length of the
is'and abbut three to four blocks apart,
with traing of cars carrying abeut 500
people on each train, and these trains
run every two minutes, At the time I
was here before, on Broadway from
Canal street down there was nearly
always a jam of carriages and wagons in
the street sometimes lasting for hours,
and policemen on every corner to aesist
passengers to croes the street, There
was formerly a bridge over the street
near Wall gtreet. Bince the elevated
trains have been rupming they have
taken down the bridge, and there seems
to be no unuenal fumber of vehicles on
Broadway, It wae formerly supposed
that it would be imposgible to have a
street car line on Broadway, but there
is now a double-track cable line running
at a speed of about eight miles an hour,
with cars carrying about 50 passengers,
then there ig a car about every block,
The blocks up and down Broadway are
not over 300 feet in length. Across
town, from one avenue to anotber, the
blocks are about 900 feet in length, The
effect of rapid trangit is alse noticeable
in the fact that one can walk on Broad-
way down town with perfect ease.
There are no longer the crowds there
that there were in .former times. It is
said that one of the marks of civiliza-
tion now is convenient transportation in
large cities, and certainly, if this is the
case, New York should rank as a civil-
ized city.

In addition to the elevated railways
there are lines of .horse cars. up and
down most of the avenues, and at con-
venient distances up and down the city
are cross-town railways, beginning at
Canal street, and every three or four
blocks up as far ag the park, !

The old-fashionéd stage still runs on
Fiith avenue—that is, during weekdays
until 10 o’clock, and on Sundays it does
not run at all, The consequence is that
on Sunday afternoon Fiith avenue from
Central park to Mddison square, a dis-
tance of about one and a half miles, is
filled with promenaders going to and
from church, 8o that during that day
the etyles and fashiens are well ex-
hibited on that strget. Oi course the
Brooklyn bridge is too well known to
need much description, and also the
numerous ferry lines over the river, but
none of the ferry lines compare with the
line from San Francieco to Oakland,
either in the boats or in the meaus of
access to the ferry. All the ferries that
I found Lere are only accessible by lines
cars, and sometimes by walking several
blocks, while if¥ San Francisco nearly
every railway terminates at the ferry.

In addition to the elevated railway
there is also one of the street car lines
that rune about a mile in a tunnel,

The New York Central railway is the
only line of railroad that comes directly
into the city, croesing on bridges and
coming to Fortieth gtreet. With all of
the other railways it is necessary to
take a tedious trip by cars and ferries to
reach depots, It is seid, however, that
there has been a deal lately by which
the New England roads will come into
New York over the elevated railway. If
this is 8o, it will be a great thing for the
¢ity, end add another laurel to the
Gould syundicate of railways. All the
elevated railwaye are owned by thie syn-
dicate. They are bonded for one hun-
dred million, pay the interest on these
bonde, and a very large dividend to the
stockholders besides, While they are a
great convenience to the city, they are a
great detriment to the property on the
line of the avenues where they run, as
thers is & continuour rattle and roar as
the traing pass the building, and the

CLIMATE. :

When I arrived in New York, at the
end of September, a cold wave was
passing over vhe northern part of the
United States and down the geaboard,
1t ran down to about 30 degrees above
zero in the evening and early morn-
ing, and this weather continued nearly
a week, then it gradually became
warmer, and terminated in a day’s
rain., The cold weather, however, was
not 8o noticeable, as during the day the
sun shone brightly, and there was very
little breeze.

There wae also & clearness in the air
at all times which, to me, eeemed re-
markable, as all the city thsat I have
been in eo far, especially Chicago, have
a very emoky atmosphere; whether it is
owing to anything in the climate, or to
the absence of factories in New York
proper, it is impossible tu say, but
probably both of these things have
their influence. The weather while I
was there wase about as cold as the cold-
eet days that we have in Loes Angeles,
but the natives did not seem to mind it
very much, many of them not even
wearing overcoats in the coldest
weather,

TALL BUILDINGS.

I was not favorably impressed with
buildings of unusual height until I came
to New York. Here they eeem to be
one of the neceesities of the city. There
is & great amount of busipess crowded
into & small space, and unless the build-
ings were tall there would aot be sufli-
cient rooms for offices and stores. Take
the southern part of Broadway near
Wall street. This latter street itself is
a very narrow street, not over 20 feet
wide, with sidewaiks oniy tnree feet.in
width, and unless the buildipgs were
tall the area of the street would have to

Of course,
the upper floors of these buildinrl
are very warm and ennny, and in
the summer you catch all the breeze, so
that the occupants ‘claim that they are
more desirable for offices and residences.
One of the bir apartment houses up
town, fronting Central vark. is the Da-
kota, and it is a besautiful building.
The views that we get of these buildings
do not give the correct idea of them, for
most of them are extremely graceful,
Tke fact that all these buildings are oc-
cupied, and that new ones are going up
all the time, wounld seem to ﬁndlcato
that they are a necessity in large towne
There is also another idea in these tall
buildinge that one does not get until he
sees them, and that is that owners of
small lots on streets such as Broadway,
by pucting up tall buildings, can get as
many rooms in their bnildings as though
the lot were two or three times as large
and they built the old etyle of building.
Thero is one notable example of this
claas of building which is famous for its
location and symmetry, althongh on a
very narrow lot, I think not more than
30 feet in width, - It is a building just
being built by a piano company facing
Union square. It is about 13 stories in
heighth, but, notwithstanding the great
heighth and narrow width, ft is most
graceful and beantiful, The gecond tloor
is finished with a glase front the entire
width of the building, so that it can be
utilized as s store, and any article guch as
furniture or large goods, can be digplayed
to advantage on the second floor,
gee this arrangement in many storea on
Broadway and Fitth avenue. Of course
the new hotels, euch as the Waldorf,
the Holland, the Savoy and the Nether-
lande, are all tall buildings, from 13 to
20 ptoriea high, and all of them look
very well, The furthest down town of
theese ig the Holland, on Fifth avenue,
and a few blocks above Madison equare,
The building iteelf is of light grey sand-
stone, with bay windows of the same
material, The interior fittings of the
office and reception room are mable.
Tue ca!é, fronting on the corner oi the
street, is finished in light colors. kvery
alternate panel on the wall has & mirror
and over these and in the other panels
are what are known as Watean paint-
ings in Louis XIV style, The servies
at the tables is very elagant, All china
is finished in blue and gold. IEven the
handies of the knives are of chings, with
the same finish, The napkins and table
linen are of the finest quality, and =il
marked with the neme of the house.
The finish on the walls of thé dining
room of the Waldorf ie in black and
gold.

The Savoy, which is located at the
upper end of Fifth avenue, near Central
park, has extremely elegant pariors,

The famoug Deimonicu’sison Twenty-
fifth street, extending from Broadway
to Fifth avenue, The building iteelf 18
not modern, and the finish of the in-
terior walils seems plain compared with
the more modern hotels; but it still
holds its popularity with New Yorkers,
and at meal time is crowded with the
elite of New York. The bill of fare,
however, is about the game as at the
other hotels, The prices at all these
hotels and restaurants are considerably
more than on the Pacific slope; asarule,
about double. 1t was formerly the case
that the furthér west one went the
higher were the prices of food and
clothing, but within the last decade
these conditions have been reversed, eo
that now the farther east you go the
higher prices are, and it 18 probable that
for first-ciass living New York is the
highest priced city in the world.
While their meals are well eooked and
well gerved, still I doubt if they are su-
perior to what the best restaurants in
Los Augeles and San Francisco can
afford.

DRESS AND FASHION, &

I thought poseibly that I ehould se
gome great changes in tne manner of
dress here, but have not go far, A gen-
tleman and lady well dressed in our city
would ba well dressed here, We gee
very oiten earicatures of stylos, and the
New York s 18 supposed to be the ne
plug ulira vt «ifection ; bat I doubt if he
exists save in the comic papers. Oec-
casionally I saw twoor three young men
walking up Broadway irom a dinner
party, dreseed in egilk bats and drees-
guita, but in every case they were tall,
athletic, manly men, and seemed (o ex-
cite as much attention as gentlemen
pimilarly attired would on our own
streets, In regard to the fashions for
ladies: they are much the same as they
have been for the past past year, This
ig probably owing to the fact that it
imposeible to make their
sleeves any larger, and I euppose the
“fad’? of wedring the balloon sleeve will
continue for another year, 1 visited
some of the largdr stores here, of which
there are a number, such 'as Macy’s,

there assortment of goods and fashion
much the same as they weuld be in San
Francisco, only of course these stores
are great deal larger; the New York
stores, however, do not seem to have as
large & stock of goods, nor are they as
well patronized ag Chicago stores, such
as Marshall, Field & Co. and Siegel,

CALIFORNIA VS, EABTERN FRUIT,

While I always had & good idea of the
productions of California, I had no idea
of its superiority over everything pro-
duced in the eastern states, In Chicago,
on almost every corner there are fruit
etands loaded down with immensge
pears, peaches, tokay grapes, plums and
other frnits with which we are familiar
and which have no rival here. ‘There
are grown here a number of very small,
white and poorly flavored peaches ; there
are also cetawba grapes, which look
very well, but have a musky odor and
flavor, and an acrid taste, Of couree, at
this season of the year there are some
good apples in the market that are pro-
duced here, but they are the only fruit
that con be compared with what we
have, In New York the fruit industry
seeme to be very much neglected. I
only saw one store on Broadway and I
think ite entire atock of goods could
have been placed in a good-gized wheel-
barrow. On other streets there were
some fruit stands with California fruite,
but the extra daye jarring from Chicago
to this place seems to bruise it congider-
ably so that it does not present a very
salable appearance. The only exception
to this is the tokay grapes. They seem
to stand almost unlimited transporta-
tion. retaining their flavor and appear-
ance. Of course, the prices of all these
articles would be considered rather
steep. Peaches and pears are 5 cents
apiece, and grapes 15 centea pound.

New York, in addition to being the
greatest seaport in the United States, is
also tbe grestest flnancial center.

In addition to the money in
the New York banks for the pumzm
of imported goods, and that received |
from exports of produce, nearly all the
western banks keep their ‘reserve in
New York banks on which they can
draw exchange, The result is that
there is an immense amount of money
in the banks, At the present time they
have been collecting in and the western
banks have also been adding to their
reserve, and the result is they have so
much on hand they are simply lending
at the low rate of 2 per cent per annum
on called loans. Of course, these loans
are secured by stocks and bonds that
are lisied in the market and are of im-
mediate sale, i

The offering of money at this low [rate
has encouraged brokera and otters (o
purchase stocks and bends, and the re-
sult is sdme activity in the market,

While theloans on real estate and on
time are not qnite as plentifully offered,
gtill there i# no donht that the increase
