An Animaved Discussion on Bimetalllam
Last Evening.

A full house greeted the speakers at
Unity club last evening. Judge A. J.
Utley made & vigorous attack on the
single gold standard, adducing a large
array of statistics and forcible argu-
ments in support of his position.

He stated that Great Britain demene-
tized silver in 1816, and that Norway,
Denmark and Germany subsequently
followed ite example. But these were
not silver-producing countries, and their
action consequently produced no effect |
on the market value of gilver. But when
America, which produces more than
half the silver bullion of the world,
demonetized eilver in 1873, bullion,
which at that date was worth a pre-
mium of 3 per cent, begon to decline,
and has continued to do so till today the |
412!4 grains in a silver dollar is worth
only 45 cents when uncoined.

Now the spesker claimed that a law
restoring free coinage of silver would have
the effect of bringing ita bullion value
at once to & par with the value stamped
on it by government, Judge Utley
was frequently applauded, showing that
the California audience he was address-
ing was in sympathy with his senti-
ments,

He was followed by Mr. George H.
Stewart, cashier of the Bank of Amer-
ica and presidént of the clearing house.
Mr. Stewart favored the single standard
because there could not be two stan-
dards of vaiue any more than there
could be two standards of weight or
meagure, and also because gold is the
recognized standard of value the world
over, and we cannot disregard that fact
while maintaining commercial relations
with other countries. Replying to
Judge Utley’s statement that bankers
wanted the gingle standard so that
money would be dear and commodities
cheap, he said that recent experience in
the financial world showed that bankers
were only prosperous when the people
were prosperous, and when the people,
their customers, were in straits the
bankers suffered with them. The bank-
ing capital in this city consisted of
moderate investments of $100 to $1000
made by tradesmen, physicians, minie-
ters sand well-tocdo employees who
wished to place their earnings where
they could realize gomething themselves
and at the same time benefit the com-
munity.
