The questions of the city ownership of
water works and the proposed purchace
of the Oity Water company’s plant were
discuseed yesterday by the city council,
The water supply coramittee was anthor-

.and that would be more satiefactory
that the enormous offer by the owners
of $3,300,000.

W. W, Stockwell resigned as a mem-
ber of the police commission, and Major
E. L. Stern was unanimously elected to
fill the vacancy.

The shortage of the accounts of ex-
Street Superintendent Hutchinson was
reported upon by the committee as be-
ing $4085.35. The ex-street euperin-
tendent has go far failed to explain the
apparent discrepancies.

All members were present.

THE WATER QUESTION,

On motion of Mr. Campbell, at the
afternoon eession, the guestion of pur-
chasing the City Water company’s plant
for $3,300,000 was taken from the com-
mittee of the whole and discuseed.

Mr.-Munson moved that the offer of
the company for the price be rejected.
He eaid it. was too much money to pay
for it. His motion was carried. .

Mr. Gaffey: ‘‘As the matter .stands
now it should be rejected. As & com-
mittee oi the whole we haven’t discussed
the matter. I have never seen the data

supon which Mesers. Pierce and Bchafer
base their proposition, and I shouid
think that in fixing the water rates
alone we should get al!l the data possible
on this subject, I do not favor the
offer, but think a epecial meeting should
be held to further look into the data.”

Mr. Munson: ‘‘The council has all
the data presented by the water com-
mittee. We intend making a recom-
mendation at the next session of the
council.”’ !

Mr. Nickell then moved that the
committee be authorized to make a

recommendation as to what price should

be paid for the plant. Carried.

HUTCHINSON’S SHORTAGE,

The following report was made:

We, your special committee to whom
was referred the matter of examining
thé book of the ex-street superintend-
ent, E. H. Hutchinson, beg leave to re-
port that we have had under employ-
ment A. . Davis, an expert, who has
made a8 thorough an examination ae
possible nnder the circumstances, there
being but little data in the office and an
almost total lack of method in the man-
ner in which the books were kept.

He has made a detailed statement to
this committee, a copy of which is hereto
attached, showing an apparent shortage

“ of $4,085.35, The ex-street superintend-
ent Hutchinson asks one or two weeke’
time in which to examine the books to
see if he can explain the apparent short-
age. We recommend he be granted the
time asked for, and at the end of said
time if he cannot make satisfactory ex-
planation, then the city attorney be in-
structed to proceed to collect the defi-
ciency. Adopted.

We also recommend that tbe street
puperintendent be allowed an extra
book keeper to post up'vhe back work of
the office, to be employed during the
pleagure of the-council at $756 pér month,
AdoMted. . :

THE EXPERT’S REPORT.

The expert’s report on'the ehortege ia
very lengthy, and to eay the least,
showes & very carelesa method of book-
keeping on the part of Mr. Hutchinson
and his employees. One item of no |
small amount ia seen in the stafement
of the expert that there was no money
deposited. for street incidentals for the
year of 1802, except two iteme. There
is a shortage of $3810.46 in engineers
business and printing done under the
Vrooman act ; $§704 32 shortage in the
engineers fees and printing, the work of
which was done under private contract.
There are varioua other shortages in
sewer connections, sale of material, sew-
erpipe, etc.

‘*As yet the committee are notexperts
a8 to the price and qualities of such
goods, and there being so many varie-
ties and gualities to bhs considered we
find it diffieult to advise this board as
to the proper price to be allowed, but
recommend that the price allowed shall
not exceed $1.25 per curtain,”

CARS FOR CALIFORNIA,

Freight Bound Eastward Is Doable that
Ooming West,

San Francisco Examiner: Official re-
ports of the BSouthern Pacific com-
pany’s freight department ehow that
the movement of Calilornia products
for eastern points ie increasing steadily -
The shipments this season are unprece-
dented. The great cry of shippers is
for cars in which to transport the out-
put of the field, the orchard, the vine-
yerd and the shop. Old-time Califor-
nians who familiarized themselves from
tha days of 7490 with the idea that every-
thing good had to be brought from ‘“‘the
States’’ will be aurprised that there are
no less than 49 staple articles raised in
Qalifornia of which hundreds of car-
loads are annually eent to our eastern
neighbors. From the bills of lading the
following liet has been compiled.

Asphaltum,beans, borax,brandy, bulbs,
eabbage, canned goods, codfish, canned
fish, fish in barrels, dried fruit, fruit in
glass, green fruit, fruit trees, fuse, glue,
hides, honey, hops, horns, horses, leath-
er; wine lees,’live stock, lumber, malt,
nuts, cocoa oil, oleo oil, oranges, wooden
pipe, -powder, .prunes, quicksilver, rai-
ging, garden seed, mustard seed, onion
geed, shingles, stearine, sugar, eyrup,
sulphurets, street railway cables, vegeta-
blee, N. O. 8., onions, potatoes, wine,
wool.

There are many other products worthy
of more than a paesing notice, but the |
list above given presents the moet im-
portant articles, so far as plenitunde of
production is concerned.

The next article to be added to the
list will be apples. The Southern Pa-
cific having ascertained from its agents
throughout the apple-growing districts
ot the state that there will be a surplus
of at least 500 carioads of apples after
the needs of the Pacific coast have been
supplied, have taken stepsto secure a
rate that will permit of their transfer to
eastern markets. As Chicago is regard-
ed as the entrepot of all points eastward,
the Southern Pacific is seeking to estab-
lish & tigure of a cent & pound from Cal-
ifornia points to Chicago. The connect-
ing roade east of Ogden have been
asked to coneent o prorate on the basis
proposed by the Southern Pacific, and
it is believed that they will do eo. The
freight charge will amount to 50 cents a
box on the ordinary yarieties of apples
produced in this state, which would
bring the price in Chicago to about the
rate that ruled in this city last year,

The attempt to put apples on the
eastern market grew out of the sncceas
that attended a similar effort in regard
to potatoss. Three 7ears ego shipments
of potatoes out of California cut bat a
small figure in the traffic of the rail-
roads. A season of what threatened to
be overproduction induced the railroad
company to seek an outlet for the tubers
by eecuring a special rate eastward.
This was done, and the potatoe trade
has grown to enormous proportions,
Last week a solid train of potatoes was
taken over the gouthern roate to Texas.
The Lone Star state is a greedy buyer of
California potatoes. It seems ae if they
-can scarcely get enough to satisfy the
demands of the market. Their lands
do not appear to be well adapted to the
growing of potatoes.

POTATOES BY THE CARLOAD

Thousands of carloads of potatoes
will be sent over the Central Pacific and
Union Pacific lines this year. If the
experiment with applea turnsout equal-
ly succeesful, the foothill orchards of
the state will at once become more val-
uable, and a new source of productive
wealth will be added to the list.

A few years ago the railroad compa-
nies had hard work to fill the cars going
eastward. It was considered good luck
when a train passed the state line half
full of freight. Now exactly the oppo-

pite is the case. The eastbound freight,
