NEVADA SOUTHERN EXTENSION,

Great Resources Awaiting to
Be Developed.

The Meeting Held Yesterday to Dis-
enss the Project.

The Road to Be Pushed from Vanderbllt
Into the Cosl Fields—Commlit-
tees Appointed to Bo-
licit Ald.

New vigor is now being applied to the
construction of the Nevada Southern
railway. The road is destined to be ex-
tended into the coal fields of Utah and
within 50 miles of the Union Pacific and
within 75 miles of the Rio Grande Weat-
ern railways at no distant day. This
means another direct competing railway
from Los Angeles to the east,

A meeting with this object in view was
held yesterday at'the chamber of com-
merce rooms. Representative citizens
of the citv and of Southern California
were preeent. President Biake of the
Nevada Southern was the most conspic-
uous personage of the meeting.

The meeting was called to order by
ex-Mayor Hazard, who stated that the
object of the gathering was for the pur-

pose_0of hearing from Psesidant Plala
regard?nz Vi, ...“.!,_..xun of the road from

Vanderbilt into the coal fields of Utabh.
Ex-Mayor Workman was selected as

chairman of the meeting and W, C.

Patterson was chosen secretary.

Chairman Workman, having passed
over the ground, gave an interesting
sketch of the proposed extension. He
had been laboring for eeveral vears on
the plan, and hoped it would now be
carried to an early completion.

President Biake, the originator and
financial projector of the road, made
the addresa of the occasion. Hs gave
an interesting sketch of what bhad
prompted him to build the road, the ex-
tensive mines of coal, copper, iron, gold
and eilver being the chief object. He
had erected a smelter at the Needles a
vear ago, but found that a railway muet
be built if anything was to be done.
The mining industry induced him to
start the project. He found that in
order to make the road a snccess, cheap
fuel must be secured, which fact prompt-
ed him to project the road into the Utah
coal fields. When the road is built
to the coal mines, it will be within 55
miles of the Union Pacific and within
75 miles of the Rio Grande Western
railways, where, on account of the to-
pography of the country, easy connection
ean be made, thus giving Los Angelee
the advantages to be derived from a new
eastern railway, and a direct line to all
the northwestern states.

Preeident Blake wanted no subsidy.
A representative of an English syndicate
who hed been sent to reporton the advis-
ability of purchasing $4600,000 worth of
bonde, had reported favorably., But it
will take several months before any
money can be derived from this source,
hence some steps must be taken to re-

lieve the present eituation. Before
the bonds are taken, and in or-
der to pueh the road toward

the proposed terminus, some action
must be taken, and the idea was to
have citizens of Los Angeles, while
pending the eale of the bonds to the
svndicate, to purchese $50,000 guaran-
teed bonde or take 16,000 tons of coal at
$5 per ton, delivered here next July.
This must be dons if the work of con-
struction is kept up.

There are 10 miles of very difficult
road to be built juet after yassing Van-
derbilt, the present terminus of the
road.

(Colonel Mulholland of Inyo county
made a fine address as to the resources
of the country. He stated that he and
ex-Mayor Workman had been over the
ground, and he also verified Chairman
Workman’s statements,

and Dietrict Attormey Dillon, both of
whom made very forcible remarks. The
attorney gave President Blake a most
hearty recommendation, baving known
him in Denver,

CITY TEACHERNS’' MEETING

SOME VALUABLE ADDRESSES MADE
AT THE SESSION,

The Regular Monthly Meeting of Oity
School Teachers Held Yes-
terday Fore-
noon,

Two highly instructive papers were
read yesterday at the monthly meeting
of the city school teachers. Over 260 of
them were present. The institute was
presided over by Prof. Brown, city su-
perintendent of schoole.

Prof. Pierce, of the state normal
school, made a very able address, and
that portion of his talk relating to stud-
ies independent of the regular school
work, was particularly interesting. He
strongly advocated the ten-month
school, in order to accomplish the work
required. His address was very in-
stractive, and was well received by the
teachers preseat.

The address of Professor Foshay, as-
sistant achool superintendent, was on
the subject of music. Some excerp” of
the paper are given herewith.

“‘Music is & great moral agent, If
children through school life sing regu-
larly and intelligently songa of patriot-
iem, honor and morality, they must im-
bibe such sentiments and grow in those

directions. ARG
ment. Every school should open with

a musical exercise. Music helps to make
the echool room a happy, pleasant place,
to create a love for the beautiful and
good, and assists greatly in the patriotic
and moral training of children,- Music
traine the sense of hearing and culti-
vates memory.

*‘One of the greatest functions of the
American public echools is to arouse a
sympathy for one another. We have
many nationalities represented in the
public schools, and these must be har-
moniona if wa nroaper as a cation. The
thought of doing this may seem un-
pleasant at firat, but it must be accom-
plished.

*It ip the duty of the present time to
inculcate in the minds of our pupils a
spirit of patriotism and genuine loyalty
to American liberty, We receive more
than 500,000 people in thie country from
other nations annually, Their children
must be inspired with patriotism of
their adopted country, rather than of
those of the lands from which their fa-
thers came. The public echool is the
only force that can reach all classes of
children.

“The state takes care of our educa-
tional interests almost entirely. The
great mass of children receive no other
training than that they receive in the
public school., If they receive no mu-
sical education here they never receive
it'.ll
