The
greatest embarraesment is $13,004 498
currency balance, of which $12 000,000
is in eubsidiary silver coin, This 18
legal tender to a vary limited extentand
the department cannot make use of it
in meeting necesgity pavments, In
view of the anticipated gold imperta-
tione, the traasury department at oue
time contempiated changing the cuinage
of gold from emailer to larger denomi-
natione, but it 18 zuthoritatively etated
at the treasury deparument that no
such change would bes made before De-
cember 1lct. It is believed congress
alone will be called upon to solve the
financie! u iueulty.
