He said that he had never atiurk her,
but that they hud quarreled. As soon
as he had given the note to the cook, he
had gone down town expectingto return, tiome. About 6 o'clock he wus informed
of his wife's death.

A Bmsli phial containing a white, liquid was exhibited, but tlie contents
were not analyzed. Dunkin said that it
was some sort of skin ointment that his, wife hud purchased at the beach to re-
move tan. No other medicine being
found, it was supposed she had drank, some of the Bluff, while others thought
she had obtained and drank prußsic
acid. No priissic acid was found in the

The injuries sustained by the man
were the cutting off of his right leg be-
iow tbe knee, the fracture of some
vertebuo of his spine, fracture of the
hip bones and internal injuries.

He haa been livingat No. 722 Jackson
street, and bll brother was in attend-
ance upon him after being notified of
the accident.

The Police floiitii'issioners and

Their Hornets' Jiestfc

The Solid Three Combination is still
a Mystery.

The action of the police commission
in their summary dismissal of eight
members of the police force was the
talk of tiie city yesterday.

Nobody understands it except the
combination which effected it.

Mayor Rowan and Commissioners
Weldon and Stern maintain a discreet
and exasperating silence abont what led
up to the action taken by them at their
Tuesday's meeting.

There were as many conjectures about
the reason for the Combination yester-

day an there are about the Hawaiian
question.

What strong motive for aft alliance
between tiie Republican members of the
Commission and Mayor Kowun was thu
mystery which no one seemed able to
solve.

Tho commissioners who joined forces
to make the da missal make no pre-
tence that there we. i any charges
against tbe men dismissed, come of
them amoug the moot efficient officers
on the force.

When asked about it they only look
wise and say nothing.

Mayor Rowun was asked yesterday if
he would mate ?ny statement, but said
he had very little to way. He could not
say that it was a just thing to dismiss
the men without giving them a hearing,
but said it was a precedent established
by the commission at the beginning of
the yeai.

Referring to the time when Mr. Tufts
was a police commissioner the mayor
\u25a0aid that he, Mr. Boabyshell and Mr.
Bradish combined and discharged 17 or
18 men in a batch, and among them
were six friends of bis. He asked for a
bearing, but it was denied, and what
was good enough for them then ought
to be good enough now.

When asked about a rumor that the
new combination proposes to let off ad-
ditional men the mayor retired into his
shell like a turtle, and said he had not
heard anything about it.

Later a reporter saw Mr. Tufts about
the dismissals from the force at the be-
ginning of the year. He said that that
waß brought about by Chief Clasa, who
wanted to reorganize the force. The
chief reported the names of the men he
wanted dropped, and the commissioners
unanimously agreed upon his recom-
mendations. He aud the Messrs. Boa-
byshell and Bradißh had no more to do
with it than Mayor Rowan himself, wao
offered no objections.

There was very Berious tnik yesterday
afternoon among some members of the
city council in regard to an attempt to
bounce the entire police commission.
One member, who waa very outspoken
in tbe matter, eaid that tbe action of the
commission in dismissing the men with-
out charges or a hearing was a disgrace,
and be would vote to retire tbe gentle-
men with the greatest pleasure. He
thought he could count four councilmen
who felt as he did, and if there would.be
any chance of getting a lifth vote by the
time of the next meeting of the council'
an attempt would he made to decapitate
the uouiimssiau as -summarily as -they
bad done the police officers.

The action of the commission is rais-
it:>: § hornet's nest around their ears
and There willbe lively times from now
on.

The combine of the solid three adds
one more to the Hat of solid bodies
aroudd the ..city hall. There are hints
that three gentlemen have entered into
an offensive and defensive alliance, to
run the w hole works, and in just such
manner as pleases them.

It is also rumored that it will not be
long before another effort is made to re-
move Chief Glass, and that the action of
Tuesday is the first step in that direc-
tion. The chief professes the utmost
ignorance of what is going on, and did
not even know that the official ax wbb
going to fall when it did.

The most diligent inquiry about tbe
six new policemen nominated at Tues-
day's meeting fails to reveal any start-
ling amount of ability or experience
amongßt them. One or two of them
were on as specials during the summer,
and others have not previously had any
experience as officers.

The ordinance passed by the Couucil
to put 10 extra officers on for four
months from November 20th had not
reached Mayor Rowan yesterday after-
noon. He was non-committal as to
whether or not he would approve it.
In case ho does not there will be no
more appointments to make except two
that the mayor reserved. In view ol
the big list cf applications already in
for these places, it would cause a great
many heartaches should ho fail to af-
fix his officialsigniture to the ordinance.

GREAT CONSTERNATION.
The Police Force Is Wondering What's

Coming Next.
Great consternation prevails among

the police force on account of eight of
their number being discharged by the
commission for no given reason.

"Itie almost an outrage," said an of-
ficial jesterday. "If the commission
had preferred charges and given the j
men a hearing, it would have at least
showed justice and saved the anxiety I
and disruption in the department. Those j
eight men may never know why they
were discharged. Do yon think they
rest as easy as if they knew why they
were dropped? No; you know they do
not. And there's a certain stigma which
willalways attacti to their dismissal.

"Tho members of the force are seri-
ously interfered with in their duties by
such an occurrence. The men cannot
take the interest that should be taken.
They a-e simply hired now by the week,
for they know not one Tuesday whether
they will be on the force next Tuesday.

"Itis understood that the reaaon one
member of the force was discharged was
on account of carrying out his duty at
the polls at tbe laat election.

"Some such reasons may be the mo-
tive in each case," concluded the gen-
tleman. .
