collision, followed by a fire that left only
the charred bodies of many victims who

all.

It is true that in the last few months
many railroad lines have been overtaxed
by asudden and exceptional growth of
passenger traffic which has found them
poorly equipped both as to the safe-
guards which are needed and the em-
ployees required for the work. Itis prob-
able also that on some roads employees
who were trustworthy under old condi-
tions have become untrustworthy and
even reckless under the strain of over-
work. But, while the people generally

underlying causes of such a series of
dreadful events, they are more deeply
interested in suggestions as to the action
which can be taken to prevent such
carelessness and disregard for the safety
| of passengers, as have been shown this
year.

Are the penalties which a company
may suffer heavy enough? The loss of
property in a collision is not an impor-
tant loss for a great corporation, The
conviction of a conductor, or an engineer,
or a train dispatcher on acharge of man-
slaughter can exercise very little re-
straining influence upon the company
that employed him. But if it were pos-
sible to colleet through the courts large
sums in damages for the lives that are
lost the companies would be much more
careful both in the supervision of their
employees and in the establishment of
block signals and other safeguards.

For the 26 lives sacrificed in Michigan
the relatives of the victims can recover
from the company almost $130,000, or
$5,000 for each life. If this limit, which
is imposed by the laws in most of the
states, were removed, such terrible
slaughter as this would be so expensive
to a company that the establishment of
approved safeguards would not be neg-
lected, and every possible effort to insure
the efficiency of train officers and the
| preservation of passengers’ lives would
: be made. Under present conditions a
| railroad company commonly suffers a
| much smaller loss in money when a pas-
| senger is killed than when one is crip-
| pled.—New York Times.
