
THEY HAVE STRUCK A SNAG.
The Midwinter Fair Exhibit

in Jeopardy.

The Commissioners Get a Setback
From the Railways.

The Present Time Limit on the Kound
Trip Tickets Too Short to Ad-

mit of Any Benellt to South-
ern California.

A meeting of the county midwinter
fair commission was held at the cham-
ber of commerce yesterday. As willbe
seen from the report of the proceedings
it ie doubtful whether Southern Califor-
nia willparticipate in the exposition.

Mr. T. D. Stimson presided witb Mr.
C. D. Willard as secretary.

Judge Silent addressed the meeting
on tbe great difficulty which had been
met with in the attitude of the South-
ern Pacific company ou the question of
rates. The judge showed that Uie 10
day limitand the no stopover provisiona
of the passenger rates made by the
company to apply to points in California
to San Francisco during the exposition,
would virtually prevent any travel from
San FrancißCO to Southern California
and would reduce the time, that a per-
son from San Diego or Los Angelea could
spend at the fair to ridiculously email
apace.

Mr. Allea thought if nothing more
could be done better than the 10-day
rate, or no exhibit could he made in
San Francisco. An exposition should
be held in thia city.

Judge Silent?Unlesa the terma of-
fered by the railway are modified, San
Diego and Los Angelea counties will
certainly have to drop the whole mat-
ter. We all feel a hope that proper
conceßsiona can he obtained, but if not
we will not feel justified in going ahead.
San Bernardino's enpervieorß will riot
pay over their proportion of tho coat of
the building unlesa this matter is prop-
erly settled.

Mr. Klokke hoped the exhibit would
be made all right, but "if the
railway anil the people of
Northern California who have
not been our friends, refuso to give us
proper terms, 1 nni in favor of putting
up that building in Los Angeles and
having an exhibit of oar own. I be-
lieve our people would respond liberally
to inch an enterprise."

Mr. Yodel of Monrovia thought that
the railways would probably concede
what ie asked if they understood a re-
fusal meant a withdrawal of Lee Angelea
c unty.

.Midge Silent?The committee is in-
Ptinced lo have Dm limit on local tick-
et 1 extended to GO days, and to ask for
(\u25a0top-over privileges atl points in Cali-
fornia. They further naked that tickets
be sold at all points in Southern Cali-
fornia on the liueß of the Southern
Califnrnia railway as well aa on the
Southern Pacific. Another request was
a half rate from San I'ranciaco to South-
ern California, or rather to litis Angela*.
Upon this quel ion ol half faro with 00
days' limit and atop-over, the railway
will object that it will disorganize the
local tratlic of the road, but- this can be
overcome by meant! nf a coupon attached
to the ticliet, so as to coutine the privi-
leges to boua-ftde vii-itore.

Mr. Alles moved that the secretary bo
instructed to wire the committee in San
Francisco that tho people ol Los An-
gelea county will not ffo en with the
exhibit unless the Southern Pacific rail-
way will grant ary concessions
in the wav of time anil stopover priv-
ileges. This was unanimously carried.

Messrs. Silent, Freeman, Alies,
Lsnkershim ar.il I'onn-roy were ap-
pointed a Committee on genaral organi-
zation and to appoint an executive
committee of 25 to conduct tbe Los An-
gelea county exhibit.

EVERYBODY'S MEETING.

The Services at the Vincent Kellglous
Crusade.

Laet night wna a beautiful moonlight
evening, and so tempting that a num-
ber of people were induced to come out
and attend the religion! revival being
held at the Vincent M. E. chnrch on
Twenty-ninth street. The previous
eveninga of the week had been apent in
reaching the varioun classes of aociety.
Last evening's eervice wbb everybody's
meeting, and the auditorium of the
chnrch contained the young and old,
ladiea and gentlemen, to hear the gos-

pel fiom tbe lipa of Pomona's Methodist
pastor, B. C. Corey.

The service began witb a praise ser-
vice, led by Clint Lee. Rev. B. C.
Corey sang a eolo, The Harbor Bell.
Key. Fisher ottered prayer.

Rev. Corey then discoursed upon tbe
subject, Tbe Man With a Conscience,
taking his text from Acts xxiiiand xxvi
19. A synopsis ia given below:

Conscience ia not a thing or a faculty
but a method of action of a man. The
man with a conscience is he that doea
what he knows te be right.

Tbe speaker then touk a look at Paul,
as a typical man with a conscience. He
thought it to be hie duty to destroy the
then-despised Beet of Christians. It
waa according to law. But on his jour-
ney to Damascus, while diacusaing the
right and wrong of tiie persecution of
the Chrietiana, a heavenly viaion taught
him that he was wrong. Immediately
Upon receiving nis commission Irom the
heavens, Paul obeyed the truth, aa he
caw it, although it changed the whole
course of his life and traditions. He
became the first missionary for Christ.

Mr. Corey told the story of Paul's
shipwreck; how the captain and crew
and paeaengerc were confused in panic
and Paul alone was calm, in a thrilling
manner. Paul kept the faith, and in
this trial tbe faith kept him. The
meanest, most skeptical man in exist-
ence will cower in the presence of peril
and cry to God for mercy, while God's
child ia calm and comfottable through
tbe faith in God.

The writings of the gospel is the
vision sent to every man to convert
them. There may he a hallucination
about a heavenly vision today, but tbe
plain, Straightforward account of
Christ's lifeand statement of salvation
cannot be explained away, substanti-
ated as it is by secular history. In
these days the spirit of God speaks
through the Bible. Men and women
may become so hardened that God
ceases to strive with them, because they
refuse to obey tbe truth when set before
then*.

Wrrat is the matter with the young
men of today? They start out with a
food education and good prospects, but

for lack of obedience to conscience
"failure" ia written across their tombs.
The trouble with the young of America
in thia generation ia that they do not
lack education, but they are wanting in
moral courage and do not stand up for
the right aa they see it.

At the close of the sermon Rev. Fisher
made a few remarks, urging the uncon-
verted to turn to Christ and be saved.

An altar service followed and a num-
ber went forward.

The service for this (Friday) evening
is announced to be the regular crusade
service, which will be addretsed by
Ray. Corey on the subject of Begin-
nings. Mrs. Prießt-Moffatt willbe pres-
ent and sing.

HOPEFUL OUTLOOK IN FINANCES
Interviews With the Savings

Bank Presidents.

Prospects of Kegnmtng the Making of
Loans.

How the Bankers View tha fleneral
Business Situation? Brlef Talka

Upon the Financial
Outlook.

"It is the general opinion," said a
prominent banker yesterday "that
things financial are taking on an air of
renewed activity in Los Angeles, as well
as throughout Southern California.

"Ihave heard it said that some few of
the real estate dealers are trying to con-
vey the impression to moneyed men and
savings bank depositors that they would
find it difficult in December to meet the
demands upon them. This has a tend-
ency to induce them to make loans at a
higher rate of interest wbich is one
cause for excessive demands for with-
drawals.

"The fact that all the saving banks of
the city," continued the gentleman,
"have given notice that they will meet
all demands, notices of which were given
during tbe run last June, explodea the
theory put forward by those who wish
to avoid the real facts. This action on
the part of the banks shows that they
have been managed in a very conserva-
tive way."

The statement of the banker gave a
key of which a Hkrai.d reporter took
advantage and interviewed tbe officials
of tbe various saving institutions.

Itwaa soon learned that, whether the
accusation against the real estate men
is correct or not, there is great confi-
dence in financial matters. Indeed, the
outlook is very bright. It was the uni-
versal opinion among the bankers that
the prospects are more than re-aeauring.
Ihe restoration of confidence ie now
complete.

Cashier J. F. Sartori, of the Security
Savings bank, of which T. L. Duque ia

president, speaking of thennaLcial con-
dition and the outlook, said.

"In common with the other savings
banks we have published notices that
wa are prepared to pay the November
and December notices of withdrawal on
demand. Although the notices have
been published during the last two
days, there have been only two depos-
itors who have availed themselves of
the privilege. A number of depositors
have called and drawn small amounts
and cancelled notification for the bal-
ance.

"Itia quite probable that before long
the aavibge hanks will notify other de-
positors who have given noticeJor Jan-
uary to call and withdraw the money on
demand. The outlook is good for the
banks to resume the maaiug of loans
soon after the Ist of January.

"Money has been much easier during
the last month, and the outlook for tbe
future ia reassuring."

One of the directors of tbe Columbian
Savingß bank, of Which T. D. Stimaon ia
president, said that there ia a continued
increase in deposits aud volume of bus-
iness. "This of course," said he, "in-
dicates that it will not be long before
these banks will be in a condition to re-
sume tbe making of loans. The outlook
ia exceedingly good." ,

Caebier Avery of the German-Amer-
ican Savings bank, of which £. N. Mc-
Donald ie preeident, said :

"The condition of the money market
is eteadily improving in Lofl Angelea, aa
well aa in the eaat. Depositors are daily
manifesting their Confidence l>y cancel-
ing their notices for withdrawal of
money and making new deposits in-
stead, very nttW. tuouey being with-
drawn.

"We predict for the near future a
normal monetary condition, with a fuli
restoration of business enterprises.

"The patient and friendly manner in
wbich patrons of the banks have borne
tbe inconvenience of waiting for their
money, deserves for them a large degree
ol credit, which we think all feel toward
them."

J. H. Braly oi the Savings Bank of
Southern California Baid:

"the financial condition of the whole
country, and especially ofLoa Angelea,
has improved greatly within the last
two months. Confidence is restored.
Money ie being offered more freely for
loans and on eaaier terms. I believe
tbe new year willusber in much better
times.

H. W. Hellman, president of tbe Loa
Angelea saving bank, and J. B. Lanker-
sbim, president of the Main street
saving bank, were out when the inter-
viewer called, but those connected with
the institutions heartily endorsed tbe
sentiments of those wboae opinions
have been given.

THE NEW ELECTRIC RAILROAD

From the- Baa to the Mountain*
Summit.

A tally-ho coach left the Hollenbeck
hotel yesterday morning at 10 o'clock
with the following gentlemen: C. W.
Stewart, ex-Mayor Workman, Col. L. P.
Crane, Wm. H. Knight, H. D. Under-
wood, Robert T. Jonel, Maj. H. M. Rua-
eell, 0. Poolery, Fred L. Baker and
Judgi R. 11. Knight.

They proceeded northeaiterly along a
route which commanded a view of a
feasible egreea from tbe city for the new
electric double-track railway which ie to
form a new bond between the two most
progressive citlea on the coat? Loa An-
gelea and Pasadena. Skirting the Fast
Side park and reservoir No. 5, they pro-
ceeded along a direct route and natural
grade through charming valleyß and
pa»t beautiful villa sites to the eaatern
base of the mound opon which the Ray-
mond hotel ie built, and thence up
Broadway and Raymond avenues to
Hotel Green. Here they followed the
route of tbe Highland street railway,
which they have purchased, through
pleasant avenues lined with new and
prosperous dwellinga, surrounded with
ornamental grounds, till they reached
that remarkable thoroughfare, Lake
avenue, whioh runs in a bee line over a
natural grade from Colorado street di-
rectly to the foothill meea, and then up
to the base of the Sierra Madre moun-
tains. Thia they followed tillit joined
the Mount Lowe electric railway at Alta-
dena, where a special car waa in waiting
to transport the party to Rubio cafion.

These gentlemen had passed from the
eea to the metropolis, and from the me-
tropolis through the handsome residence
suburb to the mountain's foot. Now,
under the escort of Traffic Manager
Whedon they glided up the smooth
electric trolly road, winding along the
terraces of Rubio ct- Hon till they reached
the picturesque pavilion nefstled in the
romantic gorge, and having registered
their names and taken a comprehensive
glance at the surroundings, seated them-
selves in one of tbe white-winged char-
iots on the great electric cable incline,
and mounted like an eagle skyward.

At tbe end of this marvelous journey,
from an altitude of 3500 feet, they sur-
veyed with keen intereit the route they
had taken, now plainly visible in the
landicape which was epread ont at their
feet like a map. It wae the final and
culminating link in their admirably con-
ceived system which might well be
called the "Sea and Mountain Railway
Line," and under that name become
famoue wherever people travel in quest
of tbe beautiful and grand in scenery, a
eunny and invigorating climate, or busi-
ness opportunitieß unßurpaeaed.

The route they had thua far passed
over seemed in every reßpect an admir-
able one for the development of a quick
transit ayetem from Los Angeles through
Pasadena to Profeasor Lowe's mountain
road. When ive add that the ayetem
thua outlined ia to be extended weat-
ward by an equally direct and feasible
route to the nearest seaport?Santa
Monica, only 16 milea diatant in an air
line, we have etated the salient facta of
a new enterprise wbich cannot but be of
incalculable benefit to tbe growth and
proeperity of Los Angelea, and its nat-
ural east and west suburbs in the imme-
diate future.

The bonds for tbe construction of thia
road, to the extent of $850,000 are al-
ready provided for, having been nego-
gotiated through the Illinois Accumula-
tive and Investment company, which
fact bespeaks the confidence of eastern
capital in the merit of the enterpriee
and in the future growth and develop-
ment of thia region. The road will be
double-track, substantially built, with
Stone culverts and equipped in first-class
atyle. He length willbe 30 milea. The
piehuimaiiea ior the organization of
the eompauy ajre in progress.

flued price is establiahsd that the factory will pay for the beets at maturity next season. This
insures tbe piauter in the msrket forhis crop, and with the price that is fixed, befoie he takes
any risk in the matter or males the first move towards turning over the ground.

Possibly there is no other branch of Industry where calculation for future resulta can ba
made so readily or so correctly calculated upon, and returns realized in so short a time as in the
cultivation of the Sugar Beet under such auspices.
