N ORDINANCE DECLARING THE INTEN-
tion of the mayor and couneil of the city
of Los Angeles to establish the grade of
MAPLE AVENUE
From Sixth to Seventh streets, from Eighth to
Ninth streets and from the south line of 0. W,
Childs’ tract to Washington street,

The mayor and couneil of the city of Los
Angeles do ordain as follows:

SECTION 1. That it is the intention of the
Council of the City of Los Angeles to estab-
lish the grade of

MAPLE AVENUE
From Sixth to Seventh streets, from Eighth to
Ninth streets and from the south line of O. W,
Childs tract to Washington street as follows;

a, From Sixth to Seventh streets: At the
intersection of Sixth street the grade shall he
9.85 on the southwest corner and 10.00 on the
southeast corner, at the intersection o# Sev-
enth street 13.20 on the northwest corner and
13.36 on the northeast corner,

b. From Eighth to Ninth streets: At the
intersection of Eighth street the grade shall
be 17.40 on the southwest and southeast cor-
ner, at the intersection of Ninth street 18.50
on the northwest and northeast corner.

¢. From the south line of O. W. Childs’ tract
to Washington street: At the intersection of
the south line of O. W. Childs’ tract the grade
shall be 27.80 on both sides of Maple avenue,
at the intersection of Pico street 28,40 on the
northwest and northeast corner, 28.70 on the
southwest and southeast corner; at the inter-
section of Fourteenth street 30.40 on the north-
west corner and 30.65 on the southwest corner:
at the intersection of Fifteenth street 32.40 on
the northwest and northeast corner and 32,70
on the southwest and southeast corner; at the
intersection of Sixteenth street 33.70 on the
northwest and northeast corner and 34.00 on
the southwest and southeast corner; at the
intersection of Seventeenth street 35.40 on the
northwest corner and 35.70 on the southwest
corner; at the intersection of Washington
street 37.62 on the northwest corner and 37.55
on the northeast corner.

The Muayor and Council of the city of Los

SECTION 1, That the right of way be and is
hereby granted to .. ond ...... assigns,
over and along the public strects of the eity of
Los Angeles in thig ¢rdinance nsmed, for the
period of thirty-five years irom and after the
approval hereof, for the purpose of construct-
ing, mainiaining and operating a single or
double track electric or horse ecar street

to construet all switches, turnouts,
power houses and all otlter appliances,

properties, structures and attachments that
may be necessary for the purpose of operating
snid road, and enabling it to be as efficient as
the best electric or horse ear roads; provided,
that such road shall at all times be constructed,
maintained and operated according to the
provisions of this ordinance.

The streets and portions of streets aver which
this right of way is granted are perticularly
described as follows, to-wit: Commencing at
the southerly junetion of First and Cummings
streets, thence southerly along Cummings
street to Bixth street; thence westerly along
Sixth street to Boyle avenue; thence southerly
along Boyle avenue to Stevenson avenue,

Together with the right to make the neces-
sary curves and connections at strees inter-
sections; said tracks to be laid as nearly equi-
distant from the center of the streefs as pos-
sible, and as near each other as a proper regard
for safety will allow.

Provided, that in all cases where this fran-
chise is granted over streets now occupied by
other lines of street railway owned by persons
or corporations whether named herein or not,

intendent and board of public works, and
shall pave or macadamize the said road be-
tween the rails, between the tracks and for two
feet on each side thereof, with the same mate-
rirl used by thie eity, upon the streets over
which said road runs respectively, and keep the
same constantly in repair, flush with the street
and provided with suitable crossings; and
shall make the road bed conform at all times
to the established grade of the street; all re-
pairs and grades to be made under the instrue-
tions and to the satisfaction of the street su-
perintendent of said eity. In case the said
grantee fails to comply with the instruetions
given by said officer for ten day after serviee
thereof upon the agent of grantee resident in

Los Angeles, he,, the said officer, may
enter upon the road of said grantee
and do the work as  ordered by

the council, said officer to keep an itemized
account of the cost of said work, which said
grantee by acceptance of this franchise, hereby
agrees to pay immediately upon its presenta-
tion to said grantee, a local agent, stationed in
Los Angeles, $

Provided, further, that cars shall be run
over the road constructed under thig franchise
during every day, unless prevented by the ele-
ments,

Provided, further, that cars shall be operated
upon said line at intervals of not more tha
30 minutes each way during the day time an
until 7 o’clock at night for the first two years
of the life of this franchise and after that time
till 11 o’clock at night.

Provided, further, that said grantee, or as-
signs, shall construct all necessery flumes and
culverts for the free passage of waterunder the
tracks of said railway where the same nat-
urally flows; and that all curves, aqueducts,
turnouts, switches, shall be constructed under
plans and specifications approved by the city
engineer.

And it is understood that said grantee shall
have the right to excavate and remove por-
tions of the street necessary to properly con-
struct said road, and to erect needful appara-
tus, boilers, engines, ete., to properly equip
and run the road

It is undersgtood further that the eity, in
making the grant of this franchjse, expressly
reserves the right to pave, macadamize, renew
or sewer any of said streets, or to lay gas,
water or other pipes therein, such work to be
done so as to injure said road as little as pos-
sible.

Provided, further, that the cars upon said
said road shall not be allowed to stand on the
street intersections or on main streets in such
a manner as to obstruct the use of said streets
by vehicles,

Sec. 8. That the rate of fare for any distance
along said road or its branches, one way, shall
not exceed five cents for one passenger, and
that persons under eighteen years of age who
attend the public schools of the eity shall be

- required to pay but half fare, provided said

pupils shall purchase their tickets in quanti-
ties of at least one dollar's worth at a time;
such tickets to be available only between the
hours of 8 a.m. and 6 p. m. in actual pnufe to
and from school; and said grantee, or assigns,

| shall sell such tickets whenever requested to

do £0 by a pupil who shall present a certificate
from & teacher, approved by the superintend-
ent of schools oi the ¢ity, that he or she is a
pupil of said schools,

And further, that said grantee, or assigns,
shall earry policemen and firemen and letter
carriers free on said cars when on duty, sub-
ject at all times to the rules of the road,

Provided further, that the grantee, or as-
signs, shall, on or before December 15th of
each year, pay to the ¢ity tax and license ¢ol-
lector the annual license upoa each car fixed
be the existing ordinances of said eity.

Spc. 4. he above rights and privileges are
granted upon the express condition that work
upon suid road shall be commenced within
four months, ant the whole thereof completed
and in operation within 12 months from the
date of the approval of thisordinance; it belnyg
understood that if said road be not fully cowm
pletsd and in operation wichin said time, the o
this franchise shall he forfeited as to the por-
tion thereof uncompleted and in case any poi-
tion of said road is unused and unoperated with
rensonable service for siX months, then that
part of the road shall become forfeited and be-
