BRADFIELD TO ANSWER.

JUSTICE SEAMAN HOLDS HIM
OVER TO SUPERIOR COURT.

Dow the Row With Dan Grant Origin-

ated and How ItEnded-The Pro-

secuting Witness Tell*
Bl* Story.

1 The preliminary examination of Ma-

' son Bradfield, on a charge of assaulting
1 D. F. Grant with intent to commit

murder, was held in Justice Seaman's
court yesterday afternoon. Bradfield
got in a row witb Grant at tbe National
restaurant on North Main atreet on the
night of October loth. In the fight
Grant was badly stabbed.

Henry T. Gage appeared as counsel
for the defendant, and Deputy District
Attorney Davis acted as prosecuting at-
torney.

Mr. Grant was the first witness
called. He gave a graphic description
of the whole row, as follows: He went
into the restaurant on tbe night men-
tioned, where be met a friend named
Gardner, who introduced him to Brad-
field and a man named Kerane. George
Stevenson, who accompanied Grant,
was then introduced to the crowd. Tbey
then started ont, as Grant waa prepar-

l ing to go out of town to work. Gard-
| ncr called Grant and Stevenson back

and invited them to eat with the other
three. They refused twice, but on the
third invitation sat down to a glass of
wine.

The conversation of the quintette
turned to thequotation of Scotch poetry.
It was branched off into wrestling.
Bradfield said be could throw any man
in tbe United States. Grant affirmed
the broad declaration; then Bradfield
wanted to "measure arms" with Grant.
They measured arms. Then Bradfield
said to Grant, "You are a bigger man,
but you can't hit me." He repeated the
remark. Grant said he was introduced
to men whom he supposed were gentle-
men, and that if there was going to be
trouble he would go. He called the
waiter to get his hat.

Bradfield instantly arose and pulled
a six-shooter on Grant, slapped him in
the face and said:

"You , I've been look-
ing for you, yon , to killyou."

Grant backed off and told him it was
a cowardly act, bb he (Grant) had not
Bven a pocket knife. Bradfield struck
Grantagain and again, stillkeeping him
covered with the revolver.

When finally Grant made another re-
mark about having no gun with wbich
to defend himself, Bradfield laid his re-
volver-down. Then Grant smashed him
in the eve. Bradfield then drew a large
dirk knife and began cutting right and
lefs. He cut Grant on the finger, cut
bis necktie nearly in two, cut his coat,
etabbed him in the hip, cut a bole in
hie cuff and finally succeeded in cutting
a three-inch gash in the side of his
neck. Grant held Bradfield until
Officer Stewart arrived on tbe scene,
when Bradfield was arrested.

On croßß-examination the defendant's
counsel attempted to make Grant say
tbat be and Bradfield had gotten out on
tbe floor to wrestle, when Grant struck
Bradfield. The attempt to rattle the
witness was a failure, however.

George Stevenson testified exactly as
did Grant, and there was no material
difference in any of the testimony.

Tbe defense did not produce any wit-
nesses.

Justice Seaman held Bradfield to ap-
pear before the superior court, with
bail fixed at $3000.

Bradfield is tbe man who shot and
killed Joe Dye two or throe years ago,
but wns acquitted, as he showed that

AN INTERESTING CAREER.
Feats of LaoHimnk Who Dives at

Westlake Park Thla Afternoon.

Joseph Leuvenmark, the noted Swed-
ish diver who holds the world's beet
record for high diving and who has been
diving here at Westlake park last Sun-
day and Thursday, willmake another of
his daring leaps today. Leuvenmark
certainly possesses an interesting career,
as almost any man wonld who bad won
fame and fortune by diving off high
towers and performing difficultfeats in
the water for 20 years. He is probably
one of the best authorities in the worid
on such subjects. After he reaches the
top of the lofty tower, he takes some
deliberations. Making a quick run on
the 16-foot platform, he springs from the
tower into the air. He immediately
throws his body into a rigid position,
extending his arms out like a bird, and
hie head clear back. With difficulty he
retains this position until he arrives
within about five feet from tbe surface,
when he brings his hands over his head
and hie body gracefully disappears,
making only a shallow dive.

He is the only man who has made a
leap in this manner, which requires
considerable science and nerve. Cer-
tainly this dive is a feat well worth
seeing and quite the best thing of this
kind offered to the public.
