A Fumigation Case of Much Interest to
Fruit Men.

Rivegsipg, Dec. 3.—Last month B, B,
snd J, H. Wright were served wiih a
notice to fumigate their orange and
lemon trees, located on Adams street,
and infested with red scale. They were
given five days to destroy the pest by
bydiscyanic gas, but they did not see
the matter in the same Jight and used
a spray composed of carbonate of potash
or soda, resir, epirits of turpentine and
water. BSuit has been instituted in the
superior court to test the validity of the
ordinance under which the horticultural
commissioners compel the residents of
thia county to fumigate trees, by the
Wright brothers, and a temporary in-
junction has been issued by Judge
Noyes and served on Fumigatory Super-
intendent Miller., The plaintiffs claim
that the orange crop will be damaged
about $2500 if the trees are fumigated at
the preeent time. They also allege that
the ordinance is invalid and the com-
missioners have no authority to enforce
the same.
