THE HUTCHINSON ACCOUNTS,
Mesers. Nickell, Rhodes snd Gafley,
the committee to whom was referred the
matter of investigating the accounts of
ex-Street Superintendent Hutchingon,
reported as follows:

‘‘We have had in our employ Mr, A.
C. Davis, an expert accountant, who
made a former report to this council,
showing an apparent shortage of
$4,065.65 in Mr, Igutehinlon’s accounte,
Subsequently Mr. Baldwin, chief deputy
ot ex-Street Superintendent Hutchin-
son, filed a report with this council de-
nying the correctness of Mr, Davis’s
concinsions, and aseerting that the only
shortage which existed was the sum of
$360. Your committee thereupon em-
f{loyed Mr, Davis to again go over Mr.
utchineon’s accounts and compare his
former report with that filed by Mr.
Baldwin, the result of which is embodied
in Mr, Davis’s report, a copy of which is
herewith submitted.
Mr. Baldwin, according to the report
of our expert, has accounted unsatisfac-
torily for $2880.95 of the apparent
shortage of $4085.35, leaving a net
‘shortage of $1204.40 unaccounted for.
$326.12 of this latter amount Mr. Bald-
win ackmowledger that he cannot ac-
count for, but claims that he left $878 40
in cash In the safe, but does not ebow
any receipt from Mr. Watson for the
sum, ;
It is admitted by all parties that Mr,
Hutchinson received the sum of $1204.40
durins his term of office, which sum
should have been turned over to the
city treasurer, and not one cent ef which
has yet reached the city treasury.
Your committee is of the opinion that
Mr. Hutchingon is indebted to the city
in that amount.

z. Peassell moved to receive the re-
port, and referred to the city attorney
with all papers, and he be directed to
bring suit againgt- Mr., Htchinson and
his bondsmen for the shortage of
$1204.40.

There wag some discussion as to who
was responsible. Of the amount of
shortage the $878.40 Mr. Baldwin claims
he turned over to Mr. Stewart, Mr. Wat-
‘son’s- deputy.

A Woman Drives Over a Little Girl

A shocking case of careless brutality
was witnessed by the passers-by on

A little girl was crossing the street
with 8 bag of fruit under her arm, As
she reached tho center of the road the
bag dropped and the child stooped down
to pick np - the scattered fruit,.

Just then a well-dressed woman drove
along in a one-horse buggy.

The little girl looked up, and seeing
her danger, rose from the ground and
attempted to get ount of the way.

She was too late, however, for just as
she rose to her feet the buggy shaft
struck her on the cheek, hurling her
several feet away and cutting the tender
flesh 'in a long gash which reached to
the bone.

The bystanders rushed to the gpot,
