Sheriff Laucy Captures a Forger—Local
Notes.

BantA ANA, Dec. 12,—About 8 o’clock
this morning Sheriff Lacy called at the
county jail and ordered out the 22
tramps that were confined there and in-
formed them that their services were
wanted on the Santa Ana river about
two and a half miles west of town. The
information seemed to be something of
8 surpriee to these gentlemen of leisure,
and it was with some reluctance that
they were persuaded to arm themselves
with the bran new shovels, mattocks
and axes that had been purchased for
the occasion.

One overgrown hobo who had prob-
ably not done a decent day’s work since
he struck the Pacific coast, threw down
his shovel and declared he would not
break the pledge by doing manual labor ;
but Sheriff Lacy thought differently and
so informed the fastidious gentleman.
He was told he could take his choice of
working on three square meals a day or
pbread and water and no work. When
this option was mentioned every hobo
ot the lot dropped bisshovel and ex-
claimed: ‘‘Whai is to hinder us all liv-
ing on bread and water?”’ The eheriff
informed them that they counld have
their choice, and after a few minutes’
deliberation they decided it was best to
work, so they were marched to the river
and put to work digging stumps from
the river-bed. .

The whole number taken out thie
meorning were brought in at 4:30 p.m,
by Deputy Buckly and Frank Nicholson,
who report that they did en average
day’s work. \

BRUCE CAPTURED.

Some time in Augnet last a man
by the name of Frank L. Bruce called
at Gildmacher’s store in this city and
presented an order on L. Gildmsacher
signed by — Clellant for $27. Clellant
at that time was running & threshing
machine on the San Jorquin ranch and
was in the habit of giving his men
orders on Gildmacher for their wagee,
which were always cashed.

Shortly afterwards Clellant came in
to settle up his accounts with Gild-
macher, when he found the forged or-
der by Frank L. Brace. But Bruce had
not signed his real name to the order,
but the ficticions name John Wood,
machinist. He made his escape before
his smooth work was detected, but a de-
scription of bim was given Marshal
Nichols, who etarted out to entrap him,
He sent descriptions of him throughout
the country, and last evening hia efforta
were rewarded by receiving a telegram
stating that Fran® L. Bruce had been
arrested. Nichols went up to Los Ange-
les last evening and tbis morning
brought his man back with him. Bruce
will have his examination tomorrow be-
fore Judge Humphreys.

He says he will not make any defense
but will plead guilty to the charge of
forgery and receive his sentence as
quickly as possibly.

REDLANDS.

The Bear Valley Company’s Troubles.
The Orange Growers.

Repraxps, Dec. 12.—It was with a
sigh of relief that the people learned
that Frank P. Morrison had been ap-
pointed receiver of the Bear Valley Irri-
gation company. This company has ia-
sued something over §$3,000,000 of its
capital stock, representing a paid-up
capital of near $2,000,000, and has an in-
debtedness variously stated at from
$600,000 to $900,000, while other liabili-
ties to the Perris and Alessandro Irriga-
tion company, in the form of water, re-
quire the expenditure of a congiderable
sum to perfect the delivery system. The
neceseity of delivering this water led to
the incurring of over $200,000 indebted-
ness in constructing a canal last spring,
Notwithetanding this water liability,
membe:s of the company insisted on de-
claring a 15 per cent dividend each year.
This led to trouble in the directorats,
and some of the prominent members
withdrew from the company, disposing
of their stock. For over six monthsg
congervative men have been very appre-
heneive, and for about three months the
appointment of a receiver has been an-
ticipated, providing English capitalists
did not come to the rescue of the com-
pany. This state of uncertainty Las de-
moralized all lines of business here,
but the appointment of Mr, Morrison,
who hus the confidence of the entire
people, as well as the stockholders, as a
coneervative and uncommonly capable
financier, will reatore confidence iz the
company and wipe out the element of
euspense. While Bear Valley stock has
sold ae high as $160 in small blocka in
Kurope, it has never reached such fictis
tious values at home.

There can be little doubt that Mr.
Morrizon will be able to wipe out the
company’s indebtedness and leave the
stockholders from 50 to 100 cents on the
dollar of the face value of the stock,
which, with the exception of the foreign
holders, would at least refund the
money really inveeted.

The plant is one of the most valuable
in California and has cost a mint of
money. The present water supply will
not be affected and ranchers have no oc-
casion whatever for ‘worry,

Meetings are being held every few
days looking to the organization of or-
ange growers. The Redlands Orange
Growers’ asgociation s a close corpora-
tion consisting of five men, the other
growers who ship through the associa-
tion having no voice in the election of
the managers or transaction of business,
nor has the association any connection
with the general movement. It is now
proposed to organize an association on
more democratic lines to co-operate with
growers in other towns, and a number
of prominent citizens are interested in
the movement.

FOR CRIMINAL LIBEL.

FIGHT BETWEEN SPANISH EDIT-
ORS OF THIS CITY.

Strong Insinuations of Horse Thievery
Prompt the Action—A Ver-
dict of Not Guilty
I1s Found.

A legal fight between Spanish editors
was the principal case in Justice Aus-
tin’s court yesterday.

Evaristo Olivas, editor of Monitor
Mexicana, charged J. J. Childs and C,
M. Foeter with criminal libel. The last
two men are editors of Kl Latigo, in
which the alleged libelous article was
published.

The court room was crowded with
Spanish people, all of whom took more
than usual interest in the cage. Hor-
ace Appel, the prominent young attor
ney, appeared as couneel for the defen-
dants, while A. A. Mor:tafio represented
the complaining witness.

The charge made by the article insin-
uated that Olivas had etolen two horses
at some period in his life at Alamos, in
Mexico, and had acknowledgad it ina
saloon in this city. Several other alle-
gations were made.

There was a lively controversy be-
tween conngel at various etages of the
trial, which consumed most of the aiter-
noon. The trial was prolific of much
amusement,

The case was concluded afterb o’clock,
when it waa given to the jury.

A verdict of not guilty was brought in
within 20 minutes after the jury was
charged by the court.
