From onr investigation of the general
distribution system, we have estimated
tha total number of milea of pipe laid
at 221.06 lineal milee, which we have
estimated at 1,621,100, aaseesed at 1486,'
466. We bave found two or more lines
of pipe in certain atree which have
been included in the estimate. In tho
above estimate 127.4 milee of pine are
2 and 3 inch diameter, 76.6 miles of
pipe between 4 aud 8 inch diameter,
and 18 (1 miles between 10 inch and 22
inch. 01 tne total eatiin-.t';! miles o(
pipe 127.4 miles are screw pipe, (15,7.!

miles: are sheet iron and 24.03 miles are
cast iron pipe.

Tbe unusually large mileage of email
sized pipe, principally found in the resi-
dence quarters of tbe city, ie one ot the
sources of the scanty supply of witter,
besides being hardly a size sufficient to
afford fire engines enough water to cope
with possible conflagrations in the por-
tion of tbe town in which they are
built.

At the present rate of the city's
growth, it will be only a question oi a
short time before larger pipee will be
required wherever they are now laid.

U will he noticed tbat 68.73 miles of
tiie general distribution system are esti-
mated ns sheet iron pipe; theee pipee
are of various cizea ruuniug from 4
inchea up to 22 inches in diameter.
Many of theee pipes have been laid a
great number of yeHis, and it is fair to
presume have consequently rusted
somewhat. We bave estimated separ-
ately, the specials including T's, elbows,
valves, etc., at $35,000, which are part
oi the general distribution system: also
260 fire hydrants, $15,600. Caßt and
sheet iron pipes on hand 4., miles, esti-
mated at $20,200.
Ihe connections from tbe street mains

to the curbs, estimated at 13,000 in num-
ber, have been paid for by the consum-
ers, at the rate of about $12 per connec-
tion, and as the eatim.tted coat ot each
connection ieabot $5, your committee do
not believe that the water companies ere
entitled to any additional remuneration
tberelor.

In making these estimates, we have
allowed the sum of $26,400 for excavat-
ing and repaying puved streets, ou the
baeie of relaying the entire system witb
new pipes.
