THE TRUE DEMOCRATIC WAY.

We were told that all the country
needed for ? great revival of boiineta
waa the repeal of tbe purchasing clause
oftbe Sherman act. "Jnat repeal tbat
iniquitoua measure," aaid Wall atreet,
"jnat throw silver in the dirt, and you
willsee no end of prosperity." Con*rass
with an inexplicable alavisbneas and
itnpidity obeyed the orders of tbe gold-

bugs, and to what bave we been treated
aa ? result? Simply to a greater con-
striction of money and to a more pro-
nounced paralysis oi our industries
The sum which haa been accumulating
in the New York banka above the legal
reeerve already amounts to over $80,-
--000,000, which ie another way of saying

tbat business in tbe eaat ia without any
aort of vitality. Tbe men who are piling
np tbeae enormous amounts of unused
capital have absolutely no employment
for it. and they are now clamoring for
the isanance of United States bonda
in order to inveat it in a
form which willnot only do the country
no good, bnt which will insure ite with-
drawal from any form of active enter-
prise. Hon. John 6. Carlisle, the sec-
retary of tbe treasury, seems to bave
cordially adopted the ideas of his Wall
street advisera, and in a communication
to tbe finance committee of tbe aenate,
not only advocatea the issuance of bonda
but encloaea the draft of a bill for tbat
pnrpoae. Under the circumstances it
might be intereating to ask the moneyed
men of JNew York to define tbe limits
of their demands. Tbey will supply all
tbe object leasona needed ?there ia no
doubt about that. To accompliah their
purpose they will create an artificialde-
mand for gold and will cause it to be
shipped to Europe to the extent of fifty
millions of dollars, if need be. Tbey
evidently have Mr. Carlisle thoroughly
terrorized, and all they have to do is to

play upon him after the manner of tbe
lute in the scene in Hamlet. In bis
letter to Chairman Voorheee tbe
secretary of tbe treasury draws a mel-
ancholy picture of tbe denuded condi-
tion of his strong box. He says tbat a
deficiency, which be originally estimated
at $28,000,000, is liable to amount to
$78,000,000 the way things are going.
There is small wonder at this. How
can it be expected tbat prudent busi-
ness men will import goods to any con-
siderable extent with tbe uncertainty
aa respects tbe tariffbanging over tbem?
The wonder ia tbat, under tbe circum-
atances, the deficit is not larger in vol-
ume and does not accumulate more
rapidly. Instead of endeavoring to
persuade congress to issne more bonds
Mr. Carlisle should address himself to
inducing his party friends to push
through tbe amended tariffat once, and
thus give tbe revenuee a chance to pick
np. That would be the trne Democratic
method ofreplenishing the treasury.

A RUINOUS INHERITANCE.

We are almoit every day treated with
a load growl from Republican papers
abont tbe way in which the Democratic
administration is depleting the treasury
and drifting tbe coontry into bank-
ruptcy. It is a few days agone that our
esteemed morning contemporary laid all
the ills of the country and tbe bank-
rupt condition of tbe treasury at the
door of the Democratic party. The ex-
traordinary exportation of gold, the
financial distress of the country, the
stagnation in business and in nearly all
the industries, the great discrepancy be-
tween tbe revenues of tbe government

and its expenditures?all these, and
more too, were arcribed directly to tbe
fact that the people at tbe last election
had brought the Democratic party into
federal power.

The careful and unprejudiced citizen
wbo reads Secretary Carlisle's letter to
the senate, calling npon tbat body to
amend the act of 1874, ?which permits
tbe treasurer to issue bonds under
certain limitations?so tbat tbe inter-
est on tbe same shall be restricted to
three per cent, and sold for the purpose
of enabling the government to meet its
obligations, will find tbat the embar-
rassment in tbe fiscal department is an
inheritance derived from the preceding
Republican administration. The high
tariff measnre of tbat party began to
produce its inevitable results shortly
aftsr Cleveland went into office. He
bad left tbe previous administration
?t the close of his first term a surplus of
over 160,000,000 ia cash, and \u25a0 balance
in all kinds ol fiscal credit of over $100,-
--000,000, Harrison's administration had
not only eaten up all this magnificent
surplus, but entailed npon tbe Cleve-
land government a rapidly rising deficit.

Mr. Carlisle tells us that at tbe rats
revenue is now falling behind there will
be a deficit in tbe treasury at the close
of tbe present fiscal year of the enor-
mous sum of $78,167,542! It was not
a Democratic congress tbat passed the
laws which bave brought us to tbis de-
plorable condition. The high protective

present congress. Mark how the excess
of expenditures over revenue has been
increasing since tbe 30th of last June.
Tbe fx ling offfor tbe quarter ending on
tbe 30th of September waa $17,660,-
--072.6!). In October, November, Decern
ber and 12 daya in January it was $25,-

--998.072.25! Tbe amazing falling off of
$5,898,715.77 in 12 days of January justi-
fies tbe treasurer in hia estimate ol a
deficit of over $78 000,000 at the cline of
thia fiscal year. To any one excepting a
dyed-in-the-wool Republican partiean,
wbo ie determined not to ace a plain
deduction from cause to effect, the diffi-
culties that now threaten to overwhelm
tbe credit of the government will be
assigned to their proper parentage. A
bankrupt treasury ia tbe inheritance
which hae been left ua by the Harrison
administration.

Fortunately for the bnsineas inter-
ests of the country, the tariff debate ia
limited to tbe 29th mat., and it ia to be
hoped tbat tbe house will tnrn over a
perfected bill by tbat date. That the
Wilson bill will be materially modified
is unquestionably true, but its main
eaaentiala, thoae which relate to free raw
materials, will undoubtedly be main-
tained. There are aome real infant in-
dustries ?a number of them in Califor-
nia?that ehonld be protected. But tbe
old, pampered and overgrown iron and
coal barons abould be reduced to tbe
basis of self-support. John H. Shoen-
berger, one of the leading iron manufac-
turers of Pennsylvania, away back in
1856, published a pamphlet in which he
demonstrated that even tbe modest du-
ties that then prevailed ou iron could
be reduced with safety to that then
comparatively infant industry. Of
coarse a great host I ia to be expected
from the enormously enriched in-
terests that have kept tbeir hands on
the throat of the nation co long. The
only thing tbe Democratic party cannot
afford to do is to hesitate. F.ee raw
materiala is a superb and winning key-
note. Itwill bit the popular demand
between wind a<~ jrater. Slap the du-
ties mountain hi& >n luxuries and al-
low necessaries to reach the consumer
untaxed. The change may pinch for a
time: but in it, and in tbe remonetiza-
tion of eilver, will be found tbe open

sesame to the broader and more endur-
ing prosperity oi American manufac-
tures. As long as tbe McKinley bill is
allowed to figure on our statute books it
is a proclamation of non-intercourse with
the outside world, and an invitation to
the European holders of our bonds to
send tbem back to us witb a demand for
gold. The one tiling tbe country can-
not endure ie further uncertainty. The
McKinley bill ought to bave been re-
pealed at the latest by the middle of
last April. __________

The Ventura Editor Gives Some

Lively Post office History.

A Democrat Who Seems to Think
He Ha* a tli ievauce.

Ventura Democrat: After an occu-
pancy of fonr years and six months,
nine months nf which he held the office
nnder a Democratic administration, a
successor haa been appointed to N. H,

Shaw for tbe Ventura poetoffice. The
gentleman who received tbe appoint-
ment is J. L. A.gabrite, a quiet and
personally inoffensive resident of tbis
place for a number of years, whose chief
claim for distinction is tbat he has
been for some time the son of an acci-
dental congressman. No blame at-
taches to him, however, on that Bcore:
for he donbtless secured an excellent,
good wife, even if he did get a loud-
mouthed, unlettered, pretentious old ig-
noramus for a fatber-in-law.

In a personal sense we have no unkind
feeling for Mr. Argabrite, though we
made a contest with him for the office
to which he has been appointed. In
fact, we cannot but admire the luck, if
not tbe genius, of a man aho was ena-
bled to receive substantia! recognition
at the hands of an administration which
be did nothing whatever to place in

power?didn't eren vote its ticket-
while the fellows wbo put up the cam-
paign fnnda and did all the work, hol-
lering and voting got left. And while it
may be peculiarly gratifying to him and
his intimates, the appointment iB no
less, from a political standpoint, a gross
and stupid outrage. We do not mean
that it is an outrage in a personal sense,
for we have never lived off the crumbs
of office and can worry along, as usual,
without public pop, but it is a brntal
insult to tbe party as a whole which
will probably not soon be forgotten.
And it may also be set down as the
outcome of a un'qne combination of cir-
cumstances not olten occurring, though
not excusable on tbat or any other
ground.

"Our .Steve" aid the "bnlly
boy with the glass eye" all round.

tion, bis faithful adherents were only
too glad to send bim, and when the
wicked Examineratterapted to minimize
bis merits, break down hi? influence and
accused bim of an unholy alliance with
the railroad people, the DiMnocatic
country press of the stale?our modeßt
establishment among the numher ?

jumped in and laid tbe "Monarch"
out as cold as a wedge. And when the
legislature met at Sacramento, which
promised the fruition of all pur hopes
and desires, after years of privation and
hard Btrnggle, bis old true and tried
phalanx of friends, with gripsacks in
hand and fidelity in their sonls, rallied
around him like a colony of bees to
their sovereign ruler.

And when Foote and Lynch and other
gentlemen prominent in the party
essayed to press tbeir claims they were
waved back, and told to bide tbeir
time?that "California's favorite eon,
"Our Steve," waa the logical candidate,
and they bad no business or right to
step in and prevent or embarrass the j
placing of the twigs of laurel upon the
massive brow of our uncrowned king.

And when it was discovered that tbe
Populists on whose support some reli-
ance had been placed had fallen down,
and that tbeir whilom ignorant and
treacherous old bellwether, Ceunon,
was despised by all parties, trusted by
none and powerless for any nood, tbe
situation only stimulated tbe laitbful to
increased exertion.

i'hey disbanded, went tn work and

solely on account of lueir friendship for
Stephen M. Wnite, and to promote his
intoreste, suppressed their natural dis-
gust at such-a beastly alliance and elect-
ed a man to congress who turned out,
not only to be an official fool, bnt a
treacherous knave as well, whose states-
manship towered no highsr than the
Ventura postollice, and re
inglorionnly "fell tl jwn," basely betray-

ing bia constituents as well as hie part',
and violated every pledge he had made
from tbe date of bis candidacy and long
before it, up to his departure for Wash-
ington.

But when the Democrate had done all
tbat they naturally supposed their con-
nection with the disgracefnl affair ended.
They did not dream of the probability
of tbe patronage belonging to tbe die
trict being handed over to such a her-
maphroditic, political boor, nor did they
have the faintest suspicion that tbeir

a time, too, when they were spending
their own money, lighting their own tar
barrels and splitting their throats hur-
rahing for "Our Steve," while the hay-
seed aspirin t to congressional honors
was wbooping-'er-np for himself and
Weaver and railing against "tbem rsil-
roads" and "that d?n corrupt gold-
bug" Cleveland.

We fancy tbat if tbat convention bad
realized tbat tbe party was to be be-
trayed in tbat way and banded over to
tbe tender mercies of an ignorant ene-
my, Cannon would bave never had an
opportunity to disgrace a seat in con-
gress, and it might even have been
difficult for tbe "favorite eon" himself
to reach tbe goal of his ambition.

Cannon has no influence tbat is not
reflected by White, however much the
latter may try to make it appear to the
contrary, and tbe bargain aud deal be-
tween tbe two which have made euch a
condition possible ere not creditable to
tbo candor and honesty of tbe intelligent
party to tbe contract, Mr. White. Dem-
ocrats expected bim to represent tbem
with the administration, not Cannon,
and it was as cold-blooded, selfish and
perfidious a transaction as can be found
in the entire history of California poli-
tics, and we doubt whether it has a
parallel anywhere. It is one also which
will some day rise to confront, unpleas-
antly, Mr. Steve White, however socure
be may imagine himself to be in a six-
year lease of high power.
