Then, when Ihud
grasped its details by fitful comprehen-
sive glimpses', in an intlrralling panic I
sprang to my feet, hurried off my cloth-
ing, blowout the light, and jumping into
bed pulled the coverlids oyer my head.

How ausious to speak to some one
aud how a>shan.od of myself I How con-
scious of my full 81 years of manhood,
yot of my undeniable babyish sensibil-
ityI Iconld have cried from rage to think
that Iwas liko to cry from terror!
