England's Kovolt Agulnst the Cry That
Clears the Commons Galleries.

As ie well known, it is only through
courtesy and in violation of strict rules
that any one is allowed to witness the
proceedings of tho English parliament.
Ifan ill natured member chooses to call
out at any time, "Ispy strangers," the
galleries must be immediately cleared.
This custom, of course, has become ob-
solete, and of late the ladies, who can
go anywhere else in Westminster where
visitors are allowed, through their es-
pecial champion, Mr. Bylcs, have en-
deavored to secure tho same privilege. l
relative to admission to the members
gallery aa those aocorded to men.

In a recent dsclaration before the
house of parliament Mr. Herbert Glad-
stone stated that tho exclusion of ladies
from this place was based on the rule
enforced by successive speakers that
women cannot obtain admission to the
house. "In former times," he said,
"between 1079 and 1778; tho occasional
presence of women in the gallery bolow
tho bar was permitted. Notice having,
on Feb. 2, 1778, been taken that stran-
gers wero present, the strangers who
wero men withdrow in obedience to the
sergeant-at-arms. Tho ladies who filled
the gallery exhibited such persevering
reluctance to comply with the order that
they interrupted tho business of the
house for two hours. Since that ladies
have never been allowed to sit within
that part of the house."

Mr. Herbert Gladstone's statement
filled the English newspapers with col-
umns of letters on the subject, the
general trend of which goes to show-
that the British maid and matron pro-
pose to assert that they havo equal
rights to witness tho doings of the law-
makers with their husbands and sweet-
hearts.?New York Advertiser.

GOLD SWEATERS AT WORK.

Yonr Double Eagles Are Liable to Bo a
Dollar Light.

A startling discovery was made in the
subtreasnry the other morning, and as a
result all people are warned against the
$20 goldpiece, as the "sweater" is at
work again.

Cashier Stout received a sack contain-
ing $5,000 in gold coin from a bank on
Third street. As usual ho weighed each
piece before accepting it and found fivo
doublo eagles each $1 short. Careful ex-
amination shows that they had all been
remilled.

Remilling rjold ooinis the latest trick
of tho men who find counterfeiting too
dangerous. They go to a large city and
deposit a sum of money in bank and a
few days later draw it out in $20 gold-
pieces. These they put into a lathe and
trim off the milling, which they care-
fully put on again, gaining at loast $1
worth of gold in thn operation. As the
coin is not mutilated, but only slightly
reduced in diameter, tho coins are read-
ily passed on tho stores and in market,
where money is not woighed wheu re-
ceived.

The wifo of the "sweater" makes
trifling purchasos at tho stores with
them, and tho good money received in
exchango is rebanked mid drawn out iv
gold again. Thus tho capital is kept
turning cvi r at a lively rate, constantly
growing, at a slight risk of detection.

A diligent "sweater" can cloar from
$50 to $75 a day easily. These aro the
first, indications that Cincinnati has boon
worked, but from now on doublo eagles
are under suspicion.?Cincinnati Times-
Star.

"Many a poor settler, too, in trying to
save his little homestead, fell a viotira
to tho barbarous foe.

Well, they wouldn't let the old
general carry out his scheme, aad ho
got very hot over it and to the day of
his death cursed tho sentimental fools
that interfered with his plans for reduc-
ing the Comanche census."?Washing-
ton Post.

Coal Tar InMasonry.

The announcement is mado iv The
National Builder that what was at first
considered a doubtful experiment?viz,
tho ugo of coal tar as a means ofrender-
ing masonry impervious to water, espe-
cially ivpositions exposed to direct con-
tact with the latter ?has proved a prac-
tically valuable resort. Used as a coat-
ing for masonry built up of very porous
stone, tar renders it quite impervious,
even at a depth of somo 50 feet of wa-
ter, and, according to the experience of
those who havo had much to do with
it, tho article should bo utilized in alll
public buildings, particularly thoso de-
signed for the preservation of works of
art, the dissolving action of water, even
upon mortar of superior quality, being
well known; also the unfavorable effect
of the exudation of water charged with
limo salts from the mortar.
