Pasadena, Jan. 18.?The Univsraaliat
cburcb was noil filled last evening, be-
ing tbe regular meeting of the Fort-
nightly club. The lecture of the even-
ing waa delivered by P. \V. Search, sn-

perintendent of tbe Loa Angeloß public
schools. The subjsct waa, Gladstone,
wbo was discussed in a most interesting
manner by the speaker. Professor Oo-
nant, president of the club, presided,
and tbe speaker was introduced by Prof.
C. H. Keyes of Tbroop polytechnic in-
stitute. Music waa furnished during the
evening by Professor Kyle and filrß.
Kendall, with Dr. Austin preaiaing at
the organ. The platform was very pret.

tily decorated with roaea in honor of the
event.

In introducing tbe speaker, Profeasor
Keyes referred to bim aa the founder of
tbe Pueblo system of education, under
which the individual needs of each pu-
pil is recognized.

The lecture waa much enjoyed by all
present, the only criticism being the
delivery, which was not as distinct as
could bave been wished for. The mat-

ter, however, showed careful prepara-
tion. The impression derived from the
entire lecture was of the most profound
respect for Mr. Gladstone, "the grand
old man." He has stood among the
leaders and thinkers of tbe world for
three generations and is today the most
remarkable ol living men. For sixty
years he bae stood at tbe head of the
British parliament and his voice etill
rings out in defense of every just maaa-
use, a3 it did half a century ago. lie
has been the moving power of the Brit-
ish nation, and but few movamentß for
the advancement of the people have been
successful that ho baa not led.

Gladstone's life.
Born in 181)9, he baa been the most

prominent figure before the people of
the world ever eince attaining manhood.
For command of language and oratorical
ability he bas been wonderfully endowed
by nature and bas never mot his equal
as a epeechmaker. He is pre-eniineDtly
a literary man?a scholar in the bighest
sense of the word.

His methods of action have been
along single lines and by concentrating
bis energies combined witb a wonderful
perseveraDce wonders bave been accom-
plished. Since early youth bo har> been
a bard worker, intensely in earnest
when his mind ie once made up. _ His
habits of lifeare very methodical, risin !
early and taking regular exercise, wood
chopping being a favorite occupation, to
wbich may be credited in a large ineas-

nre his rugged health and vigor of mind.
He is an example of what education
rightly directed can do for a man.

Gladstone, unlike many of the world's
great men, ia a man of the people, hia
simplicity being a charming character-
istic of hia life. The policy of Great
Britain is in a lar,;e measure but a re-
flection of the ideas of this man.

He lias made mistakes, as have all
men, one being tbo favorable treatment
of the ioutheru confederacy in 18(11. ....

Free trade is one of bia cardinal prin-
ciples In the regulation of commerce
bet-Keen nations, and it iB to tbia policy,
carried out for tbe past 30 yeara, that
England owes ber supremacy as a com-
mercial center of the business world.

Home rule ie the last and the greatest
political achievement which Mr. Glad-
stone has devoted his energies to, al-
though this has aa yet not baen fully
accomplished. Hia struggle lor this
principle at bia advancad age ia one of
the grandest apeotaclea of the times, and
Mine will witness the eventual complete
succesß of tbis prinoiple.

America is in need of such a man aa
Gladstone, but no yet bo haa not ap-
peared. Clay waa the last man of tbia
character in our country.

A GOOD SUGGESTION.
The following from tbe Star relative

to the improvement of our residence
slreeta and county roadß by the applica-
tion of a gravel coating recommends
itaelf as of value:

In a talk with Supervisor Woodward
of tnis distriot this morning he said he
thought the board would co-operate

with tho citizens of Pasadena aud La»
manda in graveling Colorado street be-
tween tbe two towns, and tbat he be-
lieved, also, tbat tbe board would do
something in the wav of Improving Ray-
mond avenue to the cemetery in the
same way. The customary plan, ho
aaid, in making such improvements is
for the property owners and others in-
terested to pay one-half the coßt and tha
county the other balf.

The improvement of Ooloiado street
by grading is just tha thing to do and ia
certainly very much needed. The travel
on the thoroughfare in heavy and it may
be Baid to be worn out, A coating of
several inches of the right sort of gravel
would put it in fine condition and the
cost would not he great. The same
treatment is especially needed on the
road to the cemetery. Oue street sub-
stantially improved in that way is worth
a dczen patched up with common soil.

WHEN TUB QIJKRN TRAVELS.

Red TapH by IKb Mil* to Iniure tha
Safety of .-' i \u25a0. '\u25a0 Ruler.

The importance of the queen's life to
tbe nation renders it necessary tbat
every precaution should bo taken to

avert any possibility of a collision when
she is traveling on the railway. The
question bas been most thoroughly gone
into by ber trusted private secretary,
Sir Henry Ponsonby, with tbe assistance
of the responsible managers of the vari-
ous lines over which her majesty tiavels
in the conrsa of hor jourrieya, and an
elaborate system has been evolved which
practically precludes auy DOBsibility of
an accident, provided the orders issued
to the subordinates on the railway are
properly carried out and no gross error
is committed.

The system iB now stereotyped, but
for all that, whenever the queen signi-
fies her intention of ÜBing the railway,
Sir Henry Ponsonby outs himself in
communication with the managers of
the lines concerned several days before*
hand, and the private wire nt the palace

is kept in active employment np to tho
very moment when her majesty boa
started from the palace, This event ia
notified by wire to tbe station, and from
the moment of ber innjeoty's arrival
there the responsibility for her aafety
rests with the manager and his assist-
ants.

That thecompaniea are fullyconscious
of the responsibility placed upon them
may be gathered from their scheme of
precautions. All traflic ie stopped on
the line and tho points are locked in

front of the royal train for a certain
period before ita actual arrival at any
one spot, and this period is regulated by
telegraphic advices from various stations
announcing the approach of the train.
The result ia that the line ia entirely
free, all traffic being stopped at certain
Biationa ahead and run into sidings until
the royal train haa actually passed.
Moreover, a pilot engine runs in front of
the royal train to clear the way, co that if
by any extraordinary accident any traffic
should have escaped on to the line, or any
obstacle should have been placed there
by malicious design, the pilot engine
will act as a scout, either to stop and
turn bacs the vagrant engine or to bring
the royal procession behind to nn im-
mediate standstill by timely signals.
An additional precaution for the se-
curity of tbe line itself is fonud in tbe
guard of policemen and signalmen who
are posted within signaling distance of
one another, and whose duty it ie to
notify from hand te hand on one aide
that the line ia free within their con-
trol, and on the other that the royal
train iB approaching. Supposing, there-
fore, that come runaway train escaped
the embargo laid at the junctions and
the pilot engine was rendered helpless
by running off the line, the safety oi
the queen would etill be secured by the
rule tbat no signalman ie to allow ths
royal train to pass the box unless it has
been signaled from the box immediately
ahead of him that the line is ciear,

A Queer Myth.That llua Nany Dnnlloatra
hi Ulstory.

The "Nixy"of Germany has by aome
been supposed traceable to Old Nick;
but this ia not probable, since St. Nicho-
las has been the patron saint of uailors
for many centuries, it was during tbe
time of the crusades that a vessel on the
way to the Holy Land was in great

peril, and St. Nicholas assuaged the
tempest by bis prayers, Since tben he
haa been supposed to be the protector of
mariuera, even as Neptune waa iv an-
cient timea. The German "Nixy" waa,
no doubt, a later form of tha old Norae
water god, Nikke. You most wilh him
again iv another form in Neckan, the
soulless.

The Nixy along the Baltic const was
once, however, much feared by the fish-
ermen. It waa the same spirit which
appears as ths Kelpie in Scotland?a
water demon causing sudden floods to
carry away the unwary. Generally
epeakiug, however, Nixies may ba de-
scribed as descendants of the Naiads of
ancient times, and aa eomew.at re-
eembling the Russian Rusalkia, oi
which tha peusantry live in so much
dread. A Russian peasant, it ia said, is
bo afraid of the water spirits that be
will not bathe without a cross around
bis neck, nor ford a stream on horse-
back without signing a croae on tbe
water with a scy tue orknife. Iv come
parts these water spirits ure euppoaed
to be the transformed souls of Pharaoh
and his host, and the number is alwayß
being increased by tho aoddeu souls of
those who drown thetuselvos.

Among ths numerous benign in-

QUKKR IUHKA.

Fall of Tig.ra and Doge Which tho Na -
tlvaa Calmly Rat.

Harper's Weekly : The first thing that
strikes a visitor to a Corean village ie
the surprising snbpopulation of dogs,

jEvery house seems to possess a paok ot
; these spiritless cure, wbich are a gray
jvariety of tbe Ohineae chow dog. They
jdisplay more than a passing interest in
I a European traveler, and a free use of

i one's stick is necessary to keep them at
bay. On investigation one discovers
tbat they form tbe staple article of
diet of the population. Unlike most
Asiatic races, tbe Ooreaos are msat
eaters; and these dogs, being al-
ways at hand, afford the neoeseary
food with the minimum of exertion and
expense. Another curious feature of
tbe Corean diet is tbe total absence of
tea, the almost universal beverage oi
eastern Asia.

Frequently one sees a Corean foraging
for tbe evening meal. The method is
eimple, though unpleasant. He is
armed with a short pole, to the end of
which ie attached a nooae. Tbia he
throws over tbe head of tbe nearest dog,
and then proceeds to screw tbe pole
around till tbe nooae tightens, and
slowly throttles the dog, who is mean-
while prevented from getting to otoee
quarters with its butcher by thrusts of
tbe pole.

The oountry is much infested by tbe
great, long-coated Mongolian tiger.
Thia magnificent animal, though a con-
siderable Bource of revenue on account
of its valuable skin, is nevertheless much
dreaded by tbe natives. So Berious are
the ravages committed by them tbat the
kiug wae forced to organize a regiment
of Royal Tiger Hunters, and theae con-
stitute the corpa d'elite of the Oorean
army.

Traveling in Cores can hardly be de-
scribed ac luxurious. The Corean is not
lavish of home comforts for himself, and
he certainly provides a minimum of tbe
Bame for the traveling foreigner. The
average Corean hotel compares unfavor-
ably witb a modern pigsty, and one has
io Bleep as best one can, in tbe midst of
surprising dirt, a colony of cattle and
fowls, and other things wbich shall be
nameless.

THE LAND OF BAJA MANANA.
Business and Things in Lower

California.

A Condition of Very General Bust-
edness.

A Country of Great Poeelbllltlee and
Limited Aeoemadlitkineat? The

Padrea' Geo* Work.

Special Correspondence to Tue Hunt.
Tba nortbern portion of tha peninsula

of Lower California is basking in that
somnolent condition wbich oomea in
the wake ofa boom. In tbe vernacular
of the country, it is taking a aieata.
Under tbe stimulus of Yankee enter-
prise Ensenada and the adjacent coon-
try built np rapidly.

Many Angeleins willrecall a certain
Captain Webb, who reoeived his boom
education on the plains ol Kansas, as
the guiding genius of tbe Lower Califor-
nia Colonization company during tboae
halcyon dayi of real estate enterprise
whioh most of us South California folks
remember. He built up the Eneenada
oountry but most of his projects are
now at rest in tbe potter's field. The
towns have been "moved off." The
manufacturing establishments are all
closed air tight. The investors are
principally "busted." Those who were
not able to walk out remained to prey
upon the stranger who comes tbat way.
The British company now has full sway
in the upper peninsula. There is no im-
provement, no new enterprises, no land
broken, no seed sown. The only pres-
ent resouroes are the salaries of the
Mexican officials and the Britiah agents.
For three yeara past there have been
crop failures owing to drouth. This
year the rain it plentiful but the few
scattering farmers have eaten op their
taad, grain bags and all, and tbey have
no meana to purchase more.

A FRUITFUL REGION.
These are tbe present condition*. But

they say tbere is much good, aheap land
on tbe peninsula. George Box, an in- 1
telligent writer and observer, is author-
ity for the statement that there are
thousands of acres of arable land from
the United States line 250 miles south,
all suited to fruits, cereals, vegetables
and atook. They consist of mesa, val-
ley and hill lands. Tbe mesa lands are
extensive and frequently have over
100,000 acres of level land. Water is
found at 50 feet. Springs are abundant
in tbe cations, and small perennial
streams are frequent. Almost all aorts
of deciduous fruits and vines have bean
grown successfully experimentally. The
valley lands in many oases ara moist
and reqnire no irrigation. This ia speak-
ing of the upper and central portion of
tbe peninsula.

Tbe rainy season begina generally in
November with light showers in Janu-
ary and February, April and Marob,
From Marob to November no rain is ex-
pected. Tbe soil is of tbat character
wbich makes the average rainfall suf-
ficient, bo Mr. Box says, for grain farm-
ing, if the ground is put and kept in the
right condition.

There are numerous large valleys
throughout the peninsula, prominent
among them being the San Rafael, at
an altitude of 2500 feet, and comprising
Bomething like 00,000 acres. The valley

iof the San Jose, from which point tbis
is written, is much larger, and consid-
ered to be the most fertile and bast
watersd in the whole peninsula.

TROI'ICAL PRODUCTION.
The town of San Joae del Gabo is situ-

ated on a southeasterly point of the
peninsula, not far from Oape San Lucas,
the most southerly point. The popula-
tion is about 2500. Tata Hen idle valley
extends for 200 miles north, asael ?< tbe
land being exceptionally fiae and oapable
of growing all the fruits of South-
ern California, in addition to tropical
producte. II ia a pretty section
frontina on tbe ocean, where the coast
is broken into bold headlands and in-
numerable islets, while back (or miles
are green savannas and haciendas of
sugar cane, cotton, oranges, cocoanuts
and pineapples. All these fruits are
grown extensively bera. The orange
shipments the past month amounted to
30,000 boxes, Sugar cane ia the main-
stay product, and thousands of tons are
shipped to tha Mexioan coast towns in
tbe form of panocha or maple sugar
blooks. Ooffee, too, bas passed the ex-
perimental stage and promises in the
near future to be an important feature
of income for these people.

The climate al tbie time of year is
mild and, in the language of tbe real
estate pamphlet, "salubrious." More
oovering than sheets ie superfluous, un-
less It ba mosquito neta. The mosqui-
toes here are imported from New Jersey
and are thoroughbred. In summer it is
probably aleo mild. Much?in fact, a
very large proportion?of the lands in
tbe San Jose valley are still unimproved.
Portions of these belong to the govern-
ment and others are held in large grants.
For cheapneßS and quality these lands
corns near standing at the bead of the
clans, Tbey can be bought In quantities
to er.it purchasers, with cash, for about
5 cents per acre up to 6000 acres, The
tax ia light, being scarcely perceptible
to the naked eye. Water of course must
be arranged for, but it ia there, flowing
down stream at a grade of about 8 per
cent, and requires only a little Yankee
ingenuity, perseverance aud cash outlay
to pat it on the soil. Land taxes ara
insignificant in Mexico, but there are
other taxes which are worth speaking of
more at length.

DEBIRE ANNEXATION.
The remarkable feature, by the way,

whioh seemed almost nniveraal in every
town at wbiob I Btopped on the penin-

sula, was the general desire of the in-
habitants to join their fortunes to Old
Glory. These people are a long way
from the Mexioan central government.
They pay heavy taxea for the mainte-
nance of tbeir federation and claim to
receive no equivalent iv return. Tbey
have no such a thing ac home rule, but
are much in tbe same dependent condi-
tion as Alaska is to the United States
government at tbis writing. There is a
feeling that with annexation to the
American union good times would come
back once more and tbat aome of tbeir
marvelous latent and overlooked re-
sources would be developed. Whatever
opinion tbe Mexican may bold oi the
American regarding his thieving pro-
pensities, he still respeots bis energy,
his ability, bis judgment.

When I reached Han Jose the feast
waa in progress?the annual fiesta inci-
dent to the holy week. There is only an
open roadsted at San Jose. Yeara ago
some attempt was made to build a
wharf, but the boateroe wbo derive
tbeir living by unloading and loading
cargoes with a fleet ol amall oanoea
inaugurated a strike. The walk-out,

ended in tbe demolition of the wharf
and several policemen wbo tried to
quell tba affair joined their fathers
with ths taints in Paradise. The St.
Panl intended to remain at anobor a
eoupie of boors, bnt was held 10 hours.
Tbe polite officials were profnse in tbeir
apologies. They did not ezpeot tbe
boat till "tomorrow" ?always tomorrow
?to do a thing today which oan be done
tomorrow is to lose caste.

LA FIESTA.
Taking advantage of Cue delay, we

went ashore to attend the feast. Itwas
not much of a feast. Most of tbs local
spans bad jnst returned from a fiesta at
the Paz, where they ran across tbe tiger,
or something of the eort, and got badly
mangled. As a conseqnence tbere wasn't
mnoh money in sight. Half a dozen
monte games, a lew wheels of fortune,
a motly orowd of venderas, who had for
sale all qualities and sorts of sweet-
meats, sweetbreads and other alleged
toothsome articles. The profits go to
finish the church, wbich is already an
ornament to tbe place. The Oatholic
oburcbes down this way are all laid out

They don't build for tomorrow nor tb
day after. Tbis building has been under
way 18 years and <s only begun. At
Mazatlan the great Basilica has been
under construction for 40 years, and
tbey only put tbe steeple on last year.

One cannot help but admirs, even
though he be a prejudiced observer, the
patience with which the priests have
wrought in this oountry. They had poor
material to begin witb. There wae little
of earthly reward in eight. Tho most
ignorant and stupid Indians on the con-
tinent have been refashioned in their
hands to sober, respectable, industrious
people. When one sees these things, it
is difficultto ascribe mercenary motives
to the early fatbere. They did a noole
work, and tbey undoubtedly are enjoy-
ing the fruits of good seed sown, in tbe
other vineyard.

Ibave refrained from speaking of the
customs and daily life below the tropic
of Capricorn, fur tho reason that a more
typical idea can be obtained from the
larger towns. Next week I expect to be
in Mazatlan, an interesting plane histor-
ically and otherwise. tv. S. Vail.

To tub Editor of the Herald: ?II

not taking np too much ol rout time

and apace, I respectfully request yon to
give this a place in your colums. It
may interest many oi your readers.

To understand how it it possible to
express in units of mechanical force an
agent of beat, I must give a summary

of a theory which is tbe most beautiful
creation in the natural philosophy of
our timet?I mean the mechanical the-
ory of heat, or the dootrine of the mu-
tual transformation of physical foroes
and bow force and heat can ba calcu-
lated by one and tba same unit of meas-
ure. This common unit of fores and
beat is called a oaloric. A calorio ia the
quantity of heat required to raiae the
temperature of a kilogramme (2.2040

pounds) of water one degree centigrade.

On ths other hand a kilogrameter is in
mechanics the amount of force required
to raise in one second the weight of one
kilogramme to the height of one meter
(39 37 lnohea). A caloric ia equal to 425
kilogrameters; that is, the amount of
heat required to raiee tbe tempera-

ture of a kilogramme (.2.2055 pounda)
of water one degree centigrade, pro-
duces mechanical power represented by
the elevation of a weight of 425 kilo-
gramme! to the height of a metre in one
second. The number of kilogrammes is
called tba meobanioal equivalent of
heat, In one year each square metre
(3,280 feet) of the surface of the earth
receivea 2318.157 oalorica ; that is, more
than 23 milliards (23,000,000,000) of
calorics par hectare (.2.471 acres), or
9,852,200,000,000 kilogrammetres per
heotare. Theae figures, it should be
remembered, apply to only a single hec-
tare of earth. Making the calculation
for tbe entire surface of the globe, we
have a total of 217,3i6,000,000,0l)0 horse
power. To get an idea ol such n force,
we must picture to ourselves 543.000,-
--000,000 Bteam engines, eaoh of 400-horse
power, running day and night without
stopping, Oi such importance to our
globe is tbe heat ot tbe sun. Ot this
enormous force the physical aud me-
chanical operations on our planet, vege-
tation, the phenomena of animal life,
manufaoturiug and agricultural opera-
tions, absorb only an infinitely small
part.
