New OgLEANS, Jan, 27.—The Itslian
mafia has again begun operating in this
city. The murder of Tony Chises of
Chicago, in the Italian quarter of the
city, Wednesday morning, was followed
d b @ letter from the
{:::i.: .t{) o;o of the wealthieat
Italians in the city demanding
$2000 on pain of assasination. Chi-
sesi was murdered to wipe out a debt
which he had sgeinst two members of
the association. One of them had just
perved a term in the penitentiary. The
murderers fled to Thibodeaux, about 70
miles from the ecity, and bave so far
eluded capture,
The letter demanding money wae ad-
dressed to A. Montelone, a large shoe
manu‘acturer and one of the wealtbiest
Italiane in the city. The letter de-
msanded that he go to Dinaldsonville,
in the same section of the state as Thib-
odeaux, and place $2000 behind a certain
sree to the woods which would be indi-
cated. The letter threatened assassina-
tion in case the police were notified.
Montelone was very much f[rightened,
bas finally decided to plece the matter in
the hands of the police and appeal for
protection.
The police and the better claes of Ital-
fans think the mafis, which has been
silent eince the lynching, bas again
sprung into existencs.

THE WORSHIPERS HAD TO WALK

One of the Resu'ts of the
Brooklyn Strike.

Very Few Cars Running on Any of
the Lines.

A Quaiet Sabbath Among the Strikers.
Effeets of the Xiw-Up showing
in Many Ways.

Brookryn, N. Y., Jan. 27.—Were it
not for the scarcity of cars today one
would not have known that one of the
biggest strikes in the history of Brook-
lyn was in progreas. Church members
had to walk to church in many in-
stances or take chances in the enors
mons crowds which took poseession of
the cars. Otherwice there was perfect
calm. Large crowds assembled around
the depots where military guards are
etationed, but there was no violence
there and the bantering that the troops
received was of a good-natured kind,

Thoee in positions to draw conclusions
frem facts, and draw them without
prejudice, say that the strike iz sbout
ended. The com panies seem to be In a
position to run their oars. They are
not skilfully operated, and throughout
the day there were many collisions and
there was much coming together, but
there was no accident of a serious na-
ture. A

DISSIPATED LOOKING CARS.

The number of cars o%nted today
was glightly over the nuffber running
yesterday. Some were without some of
their windows and others were running
with dieeipated looking motor boxes and
badly twisted dash-boards, but most oi
them were carrying passengers without
molestation, The companies did not
venture to open any new lines, nor did
they seek to run their cross-town line
of cars through the Erie basin district
today. Many of the inhabitants of that
locality are of a turbulent character,
and would, the police say, do mischief,
if only for the sake of making trouble.
The railroad companies have now be-
come able to operate their lines after
dusk and will, if no serious distarbances
are made in the future, soon be running
them all nigkt, as they did before the
strike began.

The quietness of the strike has been
brought about by the leaders of the
strike, who have poinied out to the men
the folly of a riotous course. They ex-
plained that the state could furnieh two
military men for each car if they were
needed, and that mob rule would soon be
overtbrown by bullets and bayonets.
The men heard and understood the re-
quests of the leaders and will carry them
oat. BStarvation already confronts many
of the families of the strikers.

THE WOLF SHOWS ITS HEAD.

The men were not well eguipped
financially when they decided to stop
work, and the bulk of their fands has
been used for the transportation of nons
union men to the cities from which
they came to replace the strikere. This
alone has cost the strikers many thou-

and never showed up afterward. Their
disappearance is wrapped in mystery
yet. Numerous prospecting parties
have hunted for the mine now found.
it is located in the mountaine 25 miles
north, slightly westerly of Aztec, Yuma
county.

Old residents regard the strike as an
important one, as it verifies reports con~
cerning lost mines that have been con-
pidered mythical. The news has re-
vived interest in the lost Dutchman
mine, eupposed to be in Superstition
mountains, and the Adsma diggings
come in for a share.

WHAT THE RAILROAD OFFICIALS SAY,

WasmiNaToN, Jan, 27.—The week in
the senate will open with the renewal of
the discuseion of the Hawalian queation
-which promises to become the subject
of eeveral very animated speeches be-
fore it ehall be definitely disposed of.
The adoptfon of the Vest amendment
to the Allen resolation, inatead of die-
couraging the antagonista of the admin~
istration, bad apparently the effect of
spurring them to even more strenuons
and more pronounced opposition. They
express themselves as hopeful of revers-
ing the verdict of Saturday when the
next vote shall be reached which shall
be on the final adoption of the subati-
tute, Senator Teller will inaugurate
the discuseion for the week with a con-
' tinuance of hia speech begun yesterday.
The Hawalian question will be confined
to the firat hours of the daily sessions
and will, at the expiration of ita time,
give way to other subjects.

THE BANKRUPTOY BILL.

The bankruptcy bill has been given
the position of unfinished business and
will occupy attention for the greater part
of the week, Benator George will in-
augurate the debate with a speech on
Monday. He expeots the measure to
encounter very pronounced opposition
and in this will not be dissppointed, as
a majority of the eastern and northern
senators will be found to be against the
bill. When the bill is disposed of in
whatever way, the senate will probably
prooceed to consider the pooling bill.

If the threatened confliet between this
and the territorial admission bills shonld
occur & majority of the Republiean sen-
ators would sapport a faction favorable
to taking up the pooling bill and would
probably turn the tables in its favor.
There are no appropriation bills now be-
fore the senate but three of those re-

Hall of Missouri, who haa given more
attention to the hietory of the income
tax than any other man in the house,
did not place the total below $50,000,~
000. From the results of the canvasa of
the internal revenue bureaun it appears
that Mr. Hall was more nearly correct
than the other forecasters, He now
saye that the income tax may not yield
more than $50,000,000, and it is known
that the treasury officials do not place
ite result below that mark. The show-
ing made by 6 of the 63 distriata gives
ground for the estimate that about 380,«
000 persons and corporationa will con«
tribute to the treasury by this plan,

THE PAPAL ENCOYCLIUAL.

Tha Pope’s Address to the Amerioan
Eplsocopate,

Rowme, Jan, 27.—The papal enoyclical
addreea to the American Episcopate was
mede public here today. Ir the docu~
ment the pope recalls the fact that he
associated himaeelf with the celebration
of the fourth centenary of the discov-
ery of America, the evangelization of
which country was the firsat care of
Columbue, which evangelization was
realized by the Franciscan and Domini-
can monks and the Jesuit fathers,

After pointing oat that the first
Catholic bighop 1n Amerloa was a great
friend of George Washington, father of
hia country, the pope showe how the
Episcopal councila, aided by the breadth
of views and the equity of Ameri.
can laws, assured the develop~
ment of Catholic institutions. It was
to contribate etlll more to this
development that the pope founded the
university at Washington, for it was of
importance $hat Catholica should be in
the front rank in sciences. even modern
science, provided they were combined
with faith and integrity, To this end
hig holiness exhorts the bishops to do
all in their power to encourage the pro-
grees of the university at Washington as
well as the North American college in
Rome. In regard to the apostolic dele~
gation the pope states that it was in-
stitated with a view to drawing closer
together the bonds between the Cath~
olics of America and the holy see with-
out in any way curtailing the powers of
the bighops, ’

His holiness urges the American epis-
copate to put an end to strife, to instill
the idea of unity and the perpetuity of
marriage among the faithful and tosin-
culcate among the people civil and re-
ligious virtues. In particular the pope
calle upon the bishops to turn aside
workmen’s associations from law-break«
ing, to teach journalists respect for re~
ligion and truth, to reprove those journ-
als which paes judgment upon episcopal
acts, and, finally, to turn Protestants to
Catholiciam by charity, by institution
{:l‘ doctrine and by leading an exemplary

In conclusion, his' holiness recom -
mends the sending of a mission to the
Indians.

Bombardment of Teng Ohou—Arrival of
the Yorktown.

Loxpox, Jan. 27,—A dispatch to the
Times from Shanghai says that news of
the bombardment of Teng Chou arrived
from the Ohinese mission by way of
Che Foo. On the afternoon of January
18th three Japanese men-of-war were
seen moving along the coast . out
of range. Shots were fired at the
fort west of Teng Ghou. No mno-
tice was given of the bombardment
of the mission college. The residences
situaated 200 yards north of the city wall
were in direct line of the fire. It was
impossible todismantle the fort without
touching the city. The Japanese re-
tired in the evening, but returned
the following day and bombarded the
oity from noon to 4 o’clock. Four
shelle fell in the city, some of them
around the miseion premises, over which
the American flag floated. One of the
missionaries put off in a boat waving an
American flag. He got close to the Jap-
anese ship but his hail was ignored, the
veseels steaming away.

The American warship Yorktown are
rived at Teng Chou on Sunday, and on
the following day took away several
foreigners., The other foreigners in the
city elected to remain. There was a
panic among the Chinese who were
leaving the city. A severe smowstorm
added to the eonfusion,

A Canine Belonging to the Lost Vassel
Guta Ashore.

BextoN HArBor, Mich.,, Jan, 27.—
When the Chicora went out of St. Joe
seph on her last trip there wae a dog
aboard., Yesterday the dog wes bronght
into the city alive. Tuesday night the
dog wae heard whining at the door of a
road housge at Pottawattomie. It was
covered with ice, The finder connected
the visit of the satrange dog, which
had evidently just come out oi
the ocold water, with the loss
of the Ohicora. It was positively recog-
nized 89 the animal that was aboard the
Chicora when it left port. The return
of the animal indicates that the Chicora
was within half a mile of the eastern
shore Tuesday evening, the second night
out. The dog, it is believed, could not
swim more than half @ mile. The place
where the dog came ashore is eight milea
north ol here. Many are inclined to
think the vessel must have sunk not far
rom there,

President Faurs Securas a Cabinot g
Last—Minlater De Gler’s Death

Beruin, Jan, 27,—Today is the 36th
anniversary of the birth of Emperor
William. His majesty addressed the fol
lowing to‘'My army :"

. “‘For the twenty«fifth time the memao-
rial day comes around of the great war
which was iorced upon the Fatherland,
and whiob, after a path of victory with<
out parallel brought it to a glorious end-:
ing, fulfiiled Germany’s longings, sand,
as the nobleat recompense for her sacri~
fices, created an unmistakable founda-
tion for her greatness and welfare in the
federation of her prinee and people.
With touched heart I glorify the mérey
of the Almighty that He blessed our
arms in such measure of fall sympathy.
I think of those who, in the sacrificial
strife for Germany’a honor and inde=
pendence. joyfully yielded their lives,
and I express renewed thanks to all
those who co-operated to attain this
end, but I especially tender my thanks
to my army, which, together with the
troops of my illustrious allies, streve to
excel in beroie deeds. Its bravery isinex-
tinguishable, the gleam of its deeds on
the pages of history is undimmed and
round ite colors is twined a wreath of
glory. Upon it above all the duty falls
of preserving the memory of that time
among the generations enjoying the
fruite of its viotories. To this end I ors
dain in order to grant my troops a viai«
ble symbol of their proud memories,that
from May 10 to July 15, 1895, wherever
the colors and standards to which my
grandfather, the great emperor and
king, granted distinotion for participas
tion in this war are displayed, they
shall be decorated with oak leaves, and
that the firat guns of those batteries
which fought in the contest shall be
wreathed with similar leaves. May my
army remain ever mindfal that only fear
of God, fidelity and obedience ean ren+
der it capable of deeds euch am those
that made its own and the Fatherland’s
greatness, WirLiam IL, Rex.
“'Berlin, 25th day of January, 1895,
A special edition of the Reichsanzeiger
today coutains an imperial order to the
oivilians and officials 1n Berlin, in which,
in conneetion with his birthday anni.
vergary, the empeaor orders the decora~
tion of the oity as'a token of gratitade
of the memory of the glorions past of
the Fatherland. In pursuanee of this
scheme marble figures of the Princes of
Bradenburg and Prussia up to William
I. and near them atatues of men of
special mark in their time, whether sol~
diers, statesmen or ordinary oitizens,
are to be erected in the Bieges-Alle in
the Thiergarten, the eost thereof being

The Varlous Portfoliesa Accepted—Newse
papers Suppressed.
Paris, Jan, 27.—The name of neither
General Jamont nor Admiral Besnard
appear in tne list of cabinet officers pub«
lished in the official journal, The min«
istry of war will be ocoupied ad interim
by Prime Minister Ribot, and the min~
istry of marine ad interim by M. Trar-
ieux, who also holds the portiolio of
juatice.

minister of justice and ad interim min-
ister of marine, M. Trarieux; minister
of foreign affaire, M. Ranotaux; ‘minis-
ter of the interior, M, Leygres; minise
ter of pablic’ instruction and worship,
. Poincarre; minister of publie
works, M. Dupay-Da Tempe; minister
of commerce, M. Andre Ludon; minis«
ter of agriculture, M, Cadeau; minister
of the colonies, M., Ohautemps. The
newspapers express surprise at the com-
position of the cabinet and their com-
ments are not hostile.
President Faure this morning ree
ceived General Jamont. The ministry
held ita firat conference at the residence
of M. Ribot and decided in pringciple to
support an amnesty bill. In the even-
ing the cabinet met at the palace of the
Elysee, when President Faure imparted
to the ministers his message which will
be read by M. Ribot in the chamber of
deputies and by M. Trarieux in the sen«
ate tomorrow.
Prime Minister Ribot bas decided nos
to make a formal ministerial statement,
but will indicate his policy in his gove
ernment. Notice has been given of their
interpellations, three of which come
from Socialists and are aimed especially
at M, Ribot.
Oardinal Richard, archbishop of Paris,
today celebrated masa in the church of
Notre Dame and publie prayers were
said on the occasion of the end of the
crieis. There was a large congregation
present, inciuding many senators and
members of the chamber of deputies.
