Pern California for the week ending Monday,
February 11:

Fair weather prevailed until the latter part
oi the week, when rains, generally light in
chaaeter, set in and continued at the close
mostly as occasional light sho .vers. The ralna
refreshed the grain aud grass crops and facili-
tated the closing operations of plowing and
Seeding but thcySnterfored with orange ship-
ments, which, however, have been lightof late

on account of the severe cold weather east of
the mountains. The weather was unfavorable
for small fruits and green pea*, owing to the
rains and the late frosts, the peas being of poor
qua.ity. The local markets arc bare of fresh

The temperature during the week
was below the average, but no very cold weath-
er was reported.

BAN LOU OBISPO COI'NTY.

The week's weather was general'y favorable
for plowing and seeding. Light rain fell on
the night of the Btlv very refreshing to crops
and grass. The tirstcrop of volunteer hay has
been out near Arroyo Grande. The highest,
temperature was OH degrees, the lowest 30, and
the rainfall .32.

VENTURA COUNTY.

Bardsdale?Over half an inch ot rain fell on
Friday, which was a great benefit to the grain
and grass crops, the weather cont'nues show -?ry. The orange crop i \u25a0 now moving at very
satisfactory prices: the fruit is extra line.

I.OS ANOKI.KH COt'NTY.

Los Angeles City-The rlrst part of the week
Was fair, the latter cloudy and rainy. The
temperature was 4 degrees below the weekly

average: highest temperature was 03 degrees;
lowest, 3li; rainfall,. 10. Local produce deal-
ers leport the weather unfavorab.e for small
fruits and also green peas, which ar-i of poor
quality on account of the rains and fr sts.
There are no tomatoes in market: cauliflower,
cabbage, young onions radishes, let'uee aud
similar vegetables are plentiful.

La Canada?The week was favorable lor
crops. Highest temporature, 07 degrees; low-
est.,3B; rainfall, 09,

Pasadena?The week was cloudy and -show-
ery, with about an inch of rainfall Warmer.
Olea weather ts needed for farming operations;
the soil is in tine shapo. Orange shipments
are slow on account of cold weather east.

Puarte?The weather conditions during the
week were favorab c for tliegrowth of all crops,
the rain kept the soil in good condition; high-
est temperature, 74 degrees: lowest, 30; rain,
fall, 1 men for the week and 17.20 inches lor
the season.

Pomona? There was an average of clear
vveniher, with light frosts, which did no dam-
t ge. Kain fell from the 9th to the 11th. Total
rainfall for season, 10.54 inches. Grain nnd
grass are growing nicely ; rather too much rain
aor gatherinoranges. A carload of pickled
olives is being prepared fof the Chicago mar-
ket.

RIVERSIDE OODNTY.

The Press states that one oi the stations In
the mountains of the Arrowhead Reservoir
Company had 40.5-1 inches of rain during De-
cember and January.

Perris -Seedinn is about comploted. Tho
days were moderately warm, but the nights
were i old, with frequent heavy frosts. A
lighthail storm occurred on tne 9th, followed
by lain; rain also fell oh Monday. Prune, ap-
ricot and peach trees are full of buds, and some
early apricot tre s are a mass of bloom. About
300*000 acres ot land wiil be put to grain this
year in the Perris Valiey, including Menifee.

LOCAL PRODUCE

First Carload of Olives Exported From
Southern California

Los Axgei.es. Feb. 13.
The first carload of pickled olives ever ex-

ported from Southern California was started
from Pomona for Chicago today, Mr. Packard,
the consignor, accompaning the car to its des-
tination. The excellent quality of the Califor-
nia olive has long been recognized, but up to

the present time nearly the entire product was
required to flli the local demand. People who
once get thoroughly acquainted with the Cal-
ifornia olive, have little use for the imported
article. The local trade in olives has grown
immensely in the past few years, but the
product is increasing also, and besides filling
the local demand, there will iv a few years be
a considerable quantity for export. It ia be-
lieved the carload which is now ou its east-
ward journey will be followed by many others
In the not distant future. Good pickled olives
aro wholesaling ivLos Angeles at 75@S0 cents

s»er gallon.
Orange shippers are again on the keen jump,

as warmer weather in the east has caused a
renewal of orders. The weather hereeleared
up very suddenly and the wind that followed
dried off the ground rapidly. It looks now as
though the orange movement was just be-
ginning in earnest. The exchanges claim to
have all the orders they want at the regular
f.o.b, prices, which they have not yet shaded a
particle, nor do tbey intend doing so. Some
cuttingis reported by shippers outside the ex-
changes, but it does not seem to perturb the
growers in the associations. Quite a number
of Florida orange dealore are in the country
to secure fruit to fillcontracts they had before
the Florida freeze. A 1 agree in predicting
that Southern California will have at least
two or three prosperous seasons as the result
of the disaster in Florida. They say thero was
a prospect of considerable fruit next season as
the result of the June b'.oom, but the frost of
last week soerru to have nipped everything lv
the bud.

GRAIN AND PROVISIONS

A Sharp Struggle Between Bulls and Bears
in the Wheat Pit

Chicago, Feb. 13.?Wheat opened very quiet
and irom 53' Hc to 53LjC for May, as against
53->'gC at the close of the market Monday. To a
considerable extent, the market seems to have
narrowed down to a struggle between those
having already bought the visiblo supply lor
May delivery to retain possession ol their pur-

chases, aud an attempt of somo others to decry
its valu land make them drop it The price
declined to 53 early in the day, but about
noon rose to 53aic in sympathy with the bulge
in corn at thai tine, but on Bradstreet's re-
porting a decrease of only 5118,00J bushels for
the week in the world's stock, although in
this country the decrease was 1,9t>2,00J
bushels, selling was renewed and a drop to
531 ,r took place. Woakness was due in somo
measure to the reports from the seaboard of
luck of demand from exporters.

Corn was very irregular and worked up and
down over a range of lc per bushel. Itwas
weak at the opening, then stro:ig, from that
weak again, and finallywouud up firm at 41%
(#4sc for May, compared with 455aC on Mon-
day. The opening price was from -944'ic
and it rather dragged until it was reporlcd
about 12 o'clock that (here was an active de-
mand at st, Louis for corn to go East by rail
on which report it rose quickly and rather ex-
citedly to 45%c.

The oats market was active during tho
greater part of the session, and quite a good
business was transacted. During the early
part of the day ihe feeling was easy. Later tho
demand improved aud with the influence of a
recovering market in corn, prices rallied and
closed A shade firmer May sold from 28>g($
28'ic, and then up to 23}4c, cosing at 29{fl)
29^.

Provisions rose in consequence of the good
demand for hogs and tlie better prices at the
yards Tho strength iv corn assisted to sus-
tain provisions and the packers lent their aid
in encouraging the buying.

Apart froruthe disturbing condition of the
financial situation, the more leg timate feat-
ure- pertaining to supp'y aud demand were or
should have ueen encouraging to holders of
grain and provisions. The dally receipts are
falling off, compared with the corresponding
perio i last year, while the foreign demand is
increasing, and we havo reason to believe that
much larger purchases have beeu made at the
seaboard than have been given out, amounting
to over 5,0j6,00J buahola of wheat and Hour
in.one day. The quantity in farmers' hands is
much smaller than generally estimated. It
has been our experience that when everything
looks bad and speculators are gloomy and
think the country is going io the dogs that is
the time to buy, and with May wheat selling at
tho lpwest point ever known, we do not well
see how one can lose money by buying under
existing conditiona. Oue of these days the
clouds will roll by, the sun will shine and ev-
eryone will be on the bud side, and then they
will say, "Itold you so.'*

The extensive groves which comprise sj largo
a portion of the "huerta" Btirroundlng the

cityof Valencia havo suffered severely* And
fruit has also baen nipped all over the prov-
ince, th jdamage to the orange crop being es-
timated at OU per cent

Tho de truction olso a proportion of the
crop me kits much to Southern California gfpw*

ere. Itwas expected tnat enough of these
Spanish oranges would be imported to the
eastern state s to mako up Inpart for the loss
of the Florid as. It does not seem probable
now, however, that Valencias can prove a
competitor to Californi ifruit. I ho situation
in tho eastern market a few weeks Ago was de

scribed by a correspondent of the New York
Fruit Trade Journal as follows:

There were undoubtedly hWO million boxes
lost by tbe Florida freeze, and this will leave
an enormous gao to bo tilled with oranges from
other parts of the world California has a crop
of about two million boxes, and lv all pruba
bility little diHieully will be experienced in
marketing tie same throng bout the west
Sicily has a full crop, but growers aro asking
very high prices and excess of shipments has
beeu note >, still we look for heavy shipments
before long and fall receipts before .warch 1.
The crop in Spain [Valencia) is a full one and
a fair quantity will undoubtedly come from
that point, still, we shall need probably all
that will borne to till the gap left by the loss
of two million boxes iv i lorida.

It would seem from the above thnt the New
York dealers did not expect that many Califor-

nia oranges would find their way to the At-
lantic* seaboard. They looked, however, for a
fair supply of Valencias. aud expected lo "need
probably ail that wouldcome."
cent of the Spanish crop ruined, there is now
no chance of any considerable importa-
tion to t ill country from .Spam, and as for the
tart little oranges from molly, they are not
likely to Cut any more figure as competitors of
the Ca iforuia fruit than iv former years, lf
New Yorkers would eat really choice oranges
this winter and next spring they must depend
upon < aliforuia,

The outlook before the freeze up of the Valen-
cias was bright enough for California growers
But this Latest curtailing of tho fruit supply
has opened up a wide range oi possible prices.
Estimating the California crop at 2,0u0 000
boxes, it would seem as though the supply
would prove unite inadequate to the demand ?

especially as the demand must now come from
all over tlie Eastern States. Prices are not like-
lyto jumpup at once, but itwould not be sur-
p. ising if before the season close! figures were
obtained as high as any (hat have prevailed
even in the most prosperous years.

TO FORCE A MARKET
A Plan for Selling: California Products In the

Eastern States
San Francisco Call.

Richard G. Bneath, president of the Consum-
ers' Ice Company in this city, has discovered
what lie believes to be a solution to t .c prob-
lem of marketing California orchard paoducts
in the East. Mr. Smalli, during travels
through the Eastern and Middle states, gave a
good deal of attention to the suhj ct, although
lie is not an orcliardist on a large scale, lie
saw enough, he .says, toconvincc aim that this
state haa not as yet entered the Eastern
markets in earnest or in a practical business
way.
"It Is a grievous mistake to depend on

tlie fruit commission merchants lv the largo
cities," Mr. Sneath said in an interview on the
subject yesterday. "The dealers in the large
business can(erfl are looking out solely for
their own profits, and how to get them as
speedily us possible. Cn ifornla products
stand high in the markets of the Bast, but the
trouble is that the best and most pruiiiable
mark ts have not been reached at all.

"In towns of from 1,500 to 15 OUO popula-
tion California fruits, nuts and wines are
known Only py reputation. The people have
read about them in the metropolitan newspa-
pers, and that's all. They have never hail an
Opportunity to bjyor test the merits of the ar-
ticles themselves. There has not been a sys-
tematic canvass from town to town such as I
believe would be effective.
"If the producers would send out commer-

cial travelers, or drummers, aa thoy are more
familiarly called, with a complete lot of sam-
ples und sell them in assorted lolh to mer-
chants and large consumers, there would he
an immediate and Steadily growing demand.
For instance, a carload might be made up of
oranges, dried prunes, walnuts, almonds, ftp.
pies, pears, olives and figs, aud mi h other
products in their season as could he readily
distributed am >ng consumers, Iknow that it
would be a popular aud profitable plan in the
small cities and 'owns of the Hast.

"Tne producers might send their goods in
bulk lo the central markets nnd distrib-
ute Them from there by and through tlie chan-
nels of trade established by a Competent corps
of traveling salesmen, The plan Is so simple
and so easily systematized thnt I n.u surprised
It haa not been adopted,long before thia When 'I left Chicago and went to visit itj the smaller 1lownsot Ohio and Illinois I was surprised to
find that no California oranges, apples, pears
or nuts could be obtained, f qestioned mer-
chants ou ttie subject and was told that Cali-
fornia frulti had been hoard of and much
longed for, but the people had never bad an
opportunity of buying them or tesving their
merits.

\u25a0'California wines and brandies havo a high
standing among druggists because of the-itf
parity, but there is no system for en ft plying*
the general market, and therefore the nerjuind
has been practically limited to an improperly
limited supplyvilf the people l*i the> gmatler
cities iui the tsafff are given a chance Such as I
have suggested they will soon create a market
for tho products raised in the orchards and
vineyards of this state."
