Result of the Elections in Many

Eastern Cities

A BIG VOTE IN CHICAGO

Swift Wins by {a Majority of Over
Fifty Thousand

Returns Received From Various Towns in

Ohio. Michigan, Connecticut, Missouri
and Other Points

CHICAGO, April 2.?Chicago is elect-
ing a mayor and city officials today
under cloudy skies. It is probable the
vote will be close. George B. Swift is
heading the Republican ticket and Frank
Wanter the Democratic for the mayoralty.
Both claimed the election today. Addi-
tional: interest is given to the election by
a tight over tho establishment of a civil

\u25a0ervice commission, to take the police
and lire departments and other public
\u25a0works out of politics. The proposition,
which appears on the ballots, is sup-
per. 1 by the party leaders on both sides,

but is violently opposed by many poli-
ticians.

The day was a lively one in the lodging
house districts. In the Eighteenth ward,
just west of the river, there were several
street brawls. No serious trouble was re-
ported, however. As the polls closed the
impression was general among the poli-
ticians that Swift, Republican, has been

elected mayor by a siaall plurality. Both
Sides, however, claim the victory.

With two-thirds of the total precincts
in, estimated figures for mayor: Swift,
139,434; Wcnter, 90,555; Swift's majority,
40,879.

At 8 o'clock the election of Swift was

«Morally conceded,A. S. Trude, a leading
lemocrat. allowing him JO,OOO plurality,

while the Republicans considered that
30,000 was none too small. Five hundred
and ten precincts gpve Swift 25,608 ma-
jority.

At 10 o'clock the returns from the mu-
nicipal electi on Indicate that the Republi-
cans obtainec,'. a complete victory, electing
George B. Swift, their candidate foi may-
or, by a plurality close to 40.000; 820 pre-
cincts out of a total of 938 give Swift 120,-
--165 and Wenter 88,000.

In addition to the mayor the Republi-
cans have, as indjcs.ted by the returns,
elected their candidates for assessor, col
lector, supervisois. town clerk in all tbe
towns, making a clean sweep of all the
town offices.

Of the aldermen tlhe Reupblicans have
certainly elected sixteen out of a total of
thirty-four and claim that they have fully
thirty aldermen, but this is doubtful, the
Democrats claiming at least ten of them.
Ex-Congressman Frank Lawler, who ran
as an independent in the Nineteenth
ward, is elected by a good majority. The
proposition to put the police and all
other city officers under civil service
rules and" extend the mayoralty term to
four years has undoubtedly carried by a
majority very close to that obtained by
Swift. The returns on vote are com-
ing in very slowly, but the vote so far as
it has been shown is aboau the same pro-
portion as that of the party vote for
mayor.

At the last mayoralty election, when
Mayor Hopkins was elected to fill the un-
expired term of Mayor Harrison, the
Democratic plurality "was 1191. At the
laat state election from the same wards
the plurality of Wolf, Republican candi-
date for state treasure!), over Claggett,
Democrat, was 44,000.

At midnight no tigurrs have been re-
ceived to change the estimate of the re-
sult made at Id o'clock. The later returns
show that George Trtide, Democratic
candidate for city attorney, is running
far ahead of his ticket and has an excel-
lent chance for election, against West,
Republican, who is being largely scratched.
Democratic aldermen have been elected in
the Sixth, Ninth, Eighteenth and Twen-
ty-ninth wards, while the Republicans
have certainly secured twenty aldermen.
Returns from other wards are not suffi-
ciently definite to detertiune the result
with accuracy. Alderman John McGillen
of the Twenty-first ward credited with
being the father of the "boodle" ordi-
nance, was buried deeply.

The civil service rule lias been carried
by a heavy majority, probaibly 20,000.

Democrats were elected nt Mineral
Point, Plymouth. Hurand, I'rairie dv
Chien, Alma, Madison.Chilton, Kenosha,
Berlin, Ripon, Fox Bake, Shawnee and
Beaver Dam.

Reform seems to have been the spirit
of the balloting. All persons concerned
say that the election was the most orderly
ever known in the city. The policemen
detailed to guard the polling places had
rather an easy day of it.

In the state so far as heard from the
following are the results:

In Moline the People's party gets may-
or, six out of eight aldermen and the re-
mainder of the ticket.

In Rock Island the Republicans secure
ell but county clerk and two aldermen.

In Peoria the Republicans elect all but
the collector.

In Springfield the Democrats swept
everything but two aldermen.

MILWAUKEE, Wis., April2,-Wiscon-
sin eleeted;a justice of the supreme court
to succeed Justice Winslow, who was the
candidate of the bar. His opponent was
Judge Clementson, also a candidate of a
general ticket, as no party nominations
were made. While the contest was nomi-
nally non-partisan, party lines were to
some extent drawn, as Winslow was a
Democrat and Clementson a Republican.
The vote throughout the state, with the
\u25a0light returns at hand, indicate the elec-
tion of Clementson. Wallber, Republican,
is re-elected judge of the municipal court
by 8000 to 10,000. The Republicans have
elected mayors in the fullowing cities:
Ashland. River Fails, Delaven,Columbus,
Marshfield, Matuton, Sparta, Waupaca,
Black River Falls, Manitowoc, Hudson,
Whitewater, l,akc Oeneva, Hartiord,
Centralia and Watertown.

From returns|received up to midnight
the of a supieme court justice
appears to be a matter of considerable
uoubt. Few of the smaller towns have
reported.

CINCINNATI, April 2.-The women o
Ohio, who yesterday for the lirst time
took part in an election, being permitted
to vote for members ior the school board,
manifested the usual interest in most
places. Here and there the privilege was
neglected. Their influence was largely in
favor of the Republican candidates. In
London the women handsomely defeated
bo|h the Republican and Democratic
tickets. Many women were elected
through the state. Mistakes in casting
ballot! defeated some or their candidates.

CLEVELAND, 0.. April 2.?The Re-
publicans- made a clean sweep in yester-
day's municipal election, electing" every
candidate on their ticket by pluraliiea of
700 to 15,000. McKisson, Republican can-
didate for mayor, received a plurality of
72.i1. Catherine H. T. Avery, the only
woman on the Republican scuoool board
ticket, is elected. Although nearly O'OOO
women registered, less than 5000 voted.
This was probably due to the inclement
weather. As a rule large Republican
gai::s are reported.

DETROIT, April 2.? Today's report of
ye.seterday's election shows a steady
increase of the Republican majority for
j.U*tice>of the supreme court. For regent
eif tJi'c university it is now. believed
Moofre. Republican, is elected. In the
Xhjfld conyitaaiunal district the latest

returns indicate the election of Miln*s,
Republican, by IHOO over Laud, the oudi-
datc of four other parties.

In the Third congressional district prac-
tically official figures plat c Milne's, Re-
publican, majority over Todd at 104.1.
5 BRIDGEPORT, Conn., April2.?Official
returns of the city election show the suc-
cess ot the entiro Democratic ticket by
pluralities ranging from 1000 to ,'if>oo.

OMAHA, April 2.?Specials to the Bee
from all parts of the Estate on municipal
elections show that party lines have not
been drawn in municipal elections in Ne-
braska in many cases, but when they
were the Republicans.won except at Hast-
ings and Plattsmouth. where Democrats
carried the day. The question of grant-
ing saloon licenses was the leading issue
and was favored in four-tifths of the
towns. Frank Graham. Republican, was
elected mayor of Lincoln by a large ma-
jority. The vote was heavy with 1:0 strik-
ing features. The Populists showed no
strength where they had tickets up.

ST. JOSEPH, Mo? April 2.?The elec-
tions here passed off quietly, a full vote
being polled. Eight Aldermen were
elected, two I'emocrats and six Republi-
cans, making the Council now stand four-
teen Republicans and two Democrats.

ST. LOUIS, April2.?Returns up to 11
o'clock tonisiht indicato the election of
six Republican members of the city coun-
cil, who were voted at large, by a major-
ity of from 8000 to 10.000. Two-third- ol
tiie members of the house of delegates who
were voted for will probably be Republi
cans. Moses Craven was elected in the
Fifteenth waul. He will be the first colored
man to sit in the municipal government.

Outside of St. Louis the Democrats have
about held their own in the municipal
elections in Missouri today. Returns from
fifteen cities and towns give the Demo-
crats nine, Republicans four and the Non-
partisan or divided six.

EMPORIA, Kan., April 2.- The entire
Republican ticket was elected with two
exceptions, two Independnts being elected
councilmen.

FORT SCOTT, Kan., April 2.?lndica-
tions point to the election* of the entire
Republican ticket. The women took an
unusual interest, fighting desperately
for prohibition, which was the main
issue.

MEMPHIS, Term., April2.?Elections
in the cities of the first class were held
throughout Arkansas today. At Little
Rock the Democraticjtkket. headed by .1.
A.Woodson for mayor, was elected, a light
VOta being polled. In most of the cities
there was practically no contest.

TOPEKA, Kan., April 2.?The entire
Republican ticket,headed by 0. A. Fel-
lows for mayor, is elected by over a two-
thirds vote.

WICHITA, Kan., April 2.?The entire
Republican ticket, with the exception of
one councilman, was elected by an esti-
mated majority of 8000. Not many wo-
men voted.

ATCHISON, Kan., April 2.?8. F. Wag-
gener, Democratic candidate for mayor,
has been elected by a majority of 500.
The Republicans elect all other officers.

LEAVENWORTH, Kan.. April2.? Both
Democrats ami Republicans late tonight
claim the election of their candidate for
mayor. Democrats elect three out of si x
councilmen and the city clerk and attor-
ney. Many women voted.

SAN DIEGO. April 2.?The municipal
election pjssed off quietly today, not-
withstanding the unusual stress of public
feeling. Mayor W. 11. Carlson. Independ-
ent, was re-elected in opposition to the
A. P. A. which split on the endorsement
by the organization of Colonel Daniel
Stone, Populist, many of the members
voting for Sloane, the Republican candi-
date. A mixed delegation to the city coun-
cil has been elected but the Republicans
will have a majority in both houses. T.
J. Dopwell, jDemocrat, tax collector and
treasurer, was re-elected.

KANSAS CITY, April 2.?Today's
municipal elections throughout Kansas
generally show victories for the Republi-
can candid ates by good majorities. The
prohibition question was the predomi-
nant issue and in several instances poli-
tics was lost sight of in the tight for this
principle. The Prohibition candidates
were generally successful as far as heard
from in the following named towns:
Sterling, Blue Rapids, Abilene, Inde-
pendence and Hutchinson Tho Republi-
cans carried their entire tickets, with
slight exceptions, m the following named
places: Topeka, Wichita, Fort Scott,,
Concordia. Yates Center, lola. El Dorado
Parsons. Lawrence, and Emporia. In
Kansas City the Republican candidate for
mayor will have a hard light with the In-
dependent, and the result will not be
known until tomorrow.

DENVER, April 2.?The Colorado
election resulted in Republican gains,
although in most cities and towns the
light was on local issues rather than party
lines. Leadville Populists claim to have
carried that town by a moderate majority.
| In Denver at 1 a. m., 83 out of 130 pre-
cincts gave McMurrav, Republican for
mayor, 11,24;'; Howard, Taxpayer ticket,
8273.

LAWRENCE. Kas., April 2.?The Re-
publicans carried everything here today
but one councilman.

SPRINGFIELD, Mo., April 2.?The
Democrats elected |i majority of their
ticket, making gains over the last munici-
pal election. The new council will stand:
Democrats, 10; Republicans, 0.

SEDALIA, Mo., April 2.?Republicans
elected three out of four aldermen by
good majorities. The new board stands
seven Republicans and one Democrat.

JOPLIN, Mo.. April 2.? E. D. Porter,
Democrat, was elected by 100 majority
to the office of mayor. Ali other Repub-
lican candidates for the entire list of city
offices were elected.

EL RENO, O. T., April 2.?The closing
of the polls tonight ended the bitterest
campaign in the history of the city. Al-
though returns will not be in until to-
morrow, it is generally conceded that the
Republican ticket is elected. Henslev,
the Citizens' candidate, was bitterly
assailed and most bitterly defended.
Perry, editor of the Globe, invaded the
Democrat office with a gun and a body-
guard to whip Hensley for traducing his
family, but Hensley got the drop on him
and Berry backed out.

GAI.ESBURG, ill., April 2.?ln the
Tenth congressional district 0. W. Prince
of Galesburg, Republican, is elected by
about 5600 plurality over Bastian. Demo-
crat.

CHICAGO'S NEW MAYOR
Something About the Fight That Led to

Swift's Flection
George B. Swift, the Republican candi-

date, was defeated for the mayoralty in
the special election held in December,
1808, by John P. Hopkins, the Jincum-
bent, who filled the unexpired term of
Carter 11. Harrison. Under the adminis-
tration of Mayor Washburne he was com
missioner of public works, and has since
been recognized as one of tbe two leaders
of the Republican party, Martin B. Mad-
den, chairman of the council nuance com-
mittee, being the other. Both were candi-
dates for the mayoralty nomination, and
a bitter tight was waged during the sum-
mer months, but it finally ended in the
withdrawal of Madden. .Swift claimed his
election in the special election in which
John I. Hopkins wtf given the seat, and

his contest case is still pending in the
appellate court.

Frank Wenter. the Democratic candi-
date, h.is been tor several years president
of the drainage lioard of Chicago, which
has charge of the construction of the
drainagx' canal. His lirst act on receiving
tho nomination for the mayoralty was
the repudation of the admnistratibn of
John P. Hopkins, and this move resulted
in a split in the party, although many of
the leading Democratic polticiansconceded
that the party could not win, notwith-
standing this division, and Hopkins as-
sumed an air of indfTerence, and Post-
master Wasbington;Hesing,Wentcr's most
formidable opponent in tho race for the
nomination, openly fought the machine.

The Civic Federation, Municipal Order
league and other similar organizationswere strongly organized anil took an
active part in the campaign. Their work
was mainly in the different wards, efforts
being made to defeat aldermen prominent
in the passage of the recent boodle gas,
electric light and telephone ordinances.°Wift had the backing of the Civic Feder-
ation in a majoirty of tho wards, and
this Undoubtedly gave him several thou-sand more votes than he would ordinarily
havo received.

AN ADDRESS TO VOTERS

Some Prominent Republicans in New York
Declare Themselves

NEW YORK, April 2.?An address by
prominent Republicans to Republican
voters in this state was issued today,
which is causing much stir and interest
among politicians of all classes. The ad-
dress is signed by Cornelius M. Bliss,
Joseph Choate, Horace Porter, L. B.
Cannon, Lemuel Thomcs, William Brook-
field, Horace Russell, Edward Mitchell,
Joel Gerhart C. 11. Colles, George 11. Ly-
ons, Henry B. Howland. Henry W. Can-
non, M. C. Borden and John Oleflin.

The ground taken is that the vote for
governor in New York city at the recent
election was an index of the number of
votes that had come into the Republican
party at that time on both state and local
issues. Says tho address:

"They saw that the Republican party
in this city had fully committed itself to
the cause they had at heart?the upbuild-
ing of municipal government on non-par-
tisan lines?and they believed the party
in the state would support and sustain
its pledges."

To make good the promises made by
tt.ie jiarty the city must pass the reform
measures which" have been pending in
the legislature some time past.

First?Reorganization of public schools.
Second?Abolishing the present Tam-

many Hall appointees of police justices
by creating new police magistrates to be
appointed by the mayor.

WISE WORDS FROM COURTS

Decision in an Extraordinary
Murder Case

STORY OF A CAMP TRAGEDY

Button's Case in San Bernardino Sent
Back for Retrial

Important Opinion Delivered by the Attorney

General of Illinois?Foreclosure of a
Railway Mortgage

SAN FRANCISCO, April 2.-The su"
preme court tiled a decision today upon
an extranlinary point in the case of
Charles Button of San Bernardino, who,
after a trial for murder, was convicted of
manslaughter.

While out camping with several com-

panions, all intoxicated, Button assaulted
one of the party who was lying in a
drunken stupor with his head resting
upon a stone. Without apparent provo-
cation Button jumped upon his upturned
face and stamped it until it was unrecog-
nizable. Then, seized with remorse, he
hunted up and saddled his horse, prepar-
ing to leave the camp.

The man attacked came to fifteen min-
utes after the assault and attacked Button
with a knife. Button disarmed him.
Seizing a rifle he again approached But-
ton, who shot him, pleading self-defense in
that he had tried to avoid a second quar-
rel. The supreme court reversed the
judgment because the lower court's charge
had not stated that he wno first pro-
vokes a quarrel and then tries to prevent
further altercation is allowed to defend
himself. Should the second man be wil-
fully blind to the overtures of peace he
must take the consequences.

MILWAUKEE. April2.?Attorney Gen-
eral Maloney of Illinois has issued leave
for the United States circuit court for
Northern Illinois to begin an intervening
suit in the suit of the Farmers' Loan
and Trust company against the Chicago
and Northern Pacific railroad to foreclose
a mortgage secured by $30,000,000 bonds
with a view of showing that the Loan and
Trust company has failed to comply with
the law of Illinois, which requires trust
companies to place on deposit with the
state certain funds as security, and there-
fore had no valid mortgage on the prop-
erty which it desires to foreclose.

I'he petition and briefs arrived in Mil-
waukee today. The petition, after describ-
ing the property covered by the trust com-
pany's mortgage and the lease by the Wis-
consin Central, goes on to say the loan
anil trust company proposes to buy in the
property and opeiate the road for its own
interest. Tt also alleges that the Farmers'
Loan and Trust. Company has been doing
business in defiance of the Illinois state
law; that the trust deed held by the com-
pany was void and that the institution
and prosecution of the suit for the fore-
closure recently begun was in violation of
the statutes of*the state of Illinois: was
unlawful; that tho trust company has per-
sistently violated the statutes of Illinois,
executing other trusts; that it was en-
gaged in such business in tbe state and
for the purpose of evading the law has
foreborne to appoint any agent within
the state upon whom service by process
could be made; that unless the statute of
Illinois could intervene in the foreclosure
suit begun by the loan and trust company
it had no remedy to prevent such viola-
tions of the law. It is then asked that the
trust deed of the company be declared
void and that, the company be enjoined
from proceeding with its suit for the fore-
closure.

THE TROUBLE IN JAMAICA
The Consul at Kingston Sends Out a Letter to

the State Department
WASHINGTON, April 2.?0. O. Eck-

ford, United States Consul at Kingston
Jamaica, has notified the State Depart-
ment of the defeat by the legislative coun-
cil of the island of a bill designed to in-
crease materially the customs duties on
many articles imported from the United
States.

In a message to the legislative council
the Governor suggested that the with-
drawal of the United States from the re-
ciprocity treaty, made in pursuance of
the McKinley law, left the island free to
restore to its tariff some of the sources of
revenue abandoned under that arrange-
ment. The Colonial Secretary then intro
dueed, on March 12th, a bill in line with
the Governor's message, and it is this
bill that has been defeated. Consul Eck-
ford says he thinks it improbable that a
like measure will be brought up again
this season.

AN ARCHBISHOP S VIEWS

Cutting Down of Appropriations for Indian
Schools Causes Comment

ST. LOUIS, April 2.-Archbishop Kain
said in regard to the cutting down by
Congress of appropriations for Catholic
Indian schools:
"Ithink the government has broken

faith. Tho Catholics established Indian
schools, as did the Protestant denomina-
tions, at the request oi the government,
which promised to maintain the schools
if the churches built them.

"Catholics built more schools and made
more pupils than the others because our
people gave more money for the Indians
than did the Protestants. Of course the
Catholics were entitled to larger appro-
priations, and if they got $100,000 and
others only $100,000 the reason was to be
found in their devotion to the work and
their liberality."
