Los Angeles people are not so very en-
thusiastic over horse races, but they
could not belli getting excited over the
events yesterday. The linish In the,last
race between Whitestone and Candid was

a corker. Tbe good bay horse, ridden by
Felix Carr, the crack jockey, had to be
ridden out to win. and then be only got
1 lie 1decision by the shortest kind ot a
nose.

Tbat mile handicap was tbe best race
on the programme, notwithstanding that
all but three of the horses scratched out.
Whitestone. because he is such a game,
Consistent fellow, and because Carr wns
up, received the public's support, _1<
though a lot of pretty wise money went
in onCandid. With a little weight off,
aud a little on Whitestone, she looked to
have a good chance, Little Cripple wm

to 1, with little Joe Weber Up. Tliere
is the making of a good jockey in Joe.
He has not bad much experience, and is
a trifle light now but he bus the knack
just like big brothers.

Tbe horses got away together. Cripple
went fo the froni and* stayed there for six
furlongs. Thell the Others caught biin.
Candid, although the pace was slow
enough for the lirst furlong, did not seem
to show any speed at tho beginning.
Through the stretch she raced like the
wind. Coombs was giving her tbe bat
and she stood it gamely, Carr rode old
Whitestone vigorously, too. and Candid
just managed to get up to htm. in two
more jumps it looked as though she woold
have won, although there is no telling
how much Carr bad up bis sleeve.

Tbe second race, was the Fiesta Derby,
and the favorite. Joe McCarthy's Captain
Coster, was not one. two, three. Carr
took Cabrillo out in the lead and he staid
tliere the whole route. Coster went the
first part of it with his bead swinging.
Then lie checked it up like an ordinary
dog. Sunrise ran gamely enough, and
beat all but Cabrillo. Hcdflower Was
rather a surprise in Ihird place.

Bernardo won the six furlong handicap
with Knuna l». second and Hymn third.
The latter showed that be was not tit for
a hard, bruising race. He led a part of
the way but lost bis speed when It came
to ft drive.
