Mecade Is Now at Outs With the
Navy, Department

TROUBLE OVER A VESSEL

The Officer Wanted to Dock at Brook-
Iyn Yard

A Little Misunderstanding In Secretary
Herberts's Office—Talk of Court Mare
tial About Orders

WASHINGTON, May 14—Secretary Her-
bert today, in response to inquiries, dic-
tated the following official statement con-
cerning Admiral Meade’s withdrawal from
the navy:

‘‘At the navy department today it was
learned that the department has ad-
dressed a letter to Admiral Meade stating
that it desired to know if he was willing
to answer whether he had or had not
authorized what purported to be an inter-
view with him published in the New
York I'ribune, and that he had replied,
acknowledging the receipt of the letter
and declining to answer the questions.

““The facts in relation to the failure of
the department to grant Admiral Meade's
request to_have the Cincinnati ordered to
the New York yard instead of the Norfolk
yard are that this vessel was ordered to

o to the Norfolk navy yard for repairs.

his was done on the recommendation of
the chief constructor, swho desired that
the work, which is now scarce at both
yards, might be equally divided between
the Norfolk and Brooklyn yards. Ad-
miral Meade, who had sclected the Cin-
cinnati for his flae ship during the
absence of the New York, was thereupon
ordered to hoist his flag on that vessel
upon her arrival at Norfolk, in the in-
terim hoisting his flag on the Minneapo-
lis. He afterwards forwarded a second re-
quest to the department to have the Cin-
cinnati ordered to New York instead of to
Norfolk. On the'day when this latter re-
quest was received Secretary Herbert was
not in the departmentat any time, Assist-
ant Secretary McAdoo being in charge.
He did not act on the request, as he did
not think 1t proper to take any action in
the matter until the secretary’s return.

**On the next morning, when Secretary
Herbert came to his office, this letter
having been brought to his attention, he
at once summoned before him the chief
constructor and after conferring with
him and Assistant Secretary McAdoo
jointly, decided to order the Cincinnati
to New York, and at once ordered Ad-
miral Ramsay, who was present, to make
out orders to intercept the ship at Hamp-
ton Roads and order her to New York.
He also’dirdcted orders to be made out
to Admiral Meade notitying him of this
change: orders both to the admiral and
to the ship were written and ready to be
signed, when a letter came in the noon
mail from Admiral Meade, asking to be
detached from the squadron, which re-
quest the secretary granted.’’

This constitutes all the information
that could be obtained and leaves t e in-
ference that the action, if any, to be
taken against Admiral Meade is not yet
determined,

NEW YORK, May 14,—Ex-Senator
Dwight M. Sabin of Minnesota left early
this morning for Boston. Mr, Sabin is
rracticallv out of politics, but neverthe-

ess he takes a keen interest in the affairs

of the day. Speaking of the case of Ad-
miral Meade, who retired from the navy,
Mr. Sabin said:

‘“There as a ring of patriotism and an
air of independence in Admiral Meade’s
action that found an echosin every loyal
man’s mind. It may be it was lack of
discipline, but he had grave cause, and 1
thin{’ Meade was about right. I see that
President Cleveland and Secretary Her-
bert talk of courtmartialing Admiral
Mecade. I do not think they dare take
that step. Let them go ahead, and they
will see how much this country honors a
brave man. Let Admiral Meade stand by
his words. There will be another admin-
istration in a short time, and we want a
man with such sentiments at the head of
the navy department. He may be sec-
retary cf the navy yet.”’

Rear Admiral Mcade’s severe strictures
upon the adimnistration in an interview
are considered here as the most remark-
able utterances that have come from a
naval otli cer of high rank in years,

They have incensed the president and
cabinet to such an extent that the admiral
will be called upon for an explanation,
which, if not satisfactory, will Fend to a
court of inquiry, and probably a court
mertial of tuat officer for violating one of
the articles of naval regulations, which
expressly forbids just such remerks as
Admiral Meade is reported to have made.
B Secretary Herberl makes no aitempt to
conceal his great surprise that an officer
of Admiral Meade's standing should have
been so indiscreet as to criticize his
superior ofticers and attack the adminis-
tration as he did.

The interview referred to in the dis-
patch was printed in the New York Trib-
une. It is as follows:

Rear Admiral Meade was asked
his retirement from the navy, He said:

‘‘The hauling down of my flag means
simply that I have been detached from
the North Atlantic squadron. ‘I'he salute
is naval etiquette. I am detached from
my squadron through my own request,’’

When he was asked why he had asiced
to be retired, he said bitterly:

‘‘My ideas are not in accordance with
those of this administration. I am just
as much disgusted with it as the neople
at large in this country are, and I pre-
ferred to quit rather than continue my
connection with it.”’

‘‘What were the causes in detail,'’ was
asked.

In reply he said: “‘I am a young man
yet, L have five years before “me that I
might serve Defore retiring. In two
years I wowld be the ranking officer of
the navy. That is a pretty desirable
position. Well, I preferred to resign and
sever all connection with the navy, re-
nounce all right of succession and be-
gin anew rather than to continue in
charge with all I had to contend with.
That ought to give you some inkling of
the gravity of the causes.’’

*‘Had the affair of Medical Surgeon
Ki.shner, the fieet surgeon, anything to
do with your retirement?’ was asked,
and he ro}nlied: ‘*No,"!

Admiral Meade,when asked if he would
have any official connection with the
court-martial. said: ‘*No; they may call
me as a private citizen (o testify, tut my
relief from thralldom is close at har.d and
my interests are not bound up in this case
to any extent.

‘““The imputation has been made that
I am trying, through this case, to make
trouble between the ofticers. That is all
wrong. I have always been as triendly
to one side as another.”” i

Admiral Meade gave a last parting shot
at the adminisration as he said: *‘I am
a Republican, and a man who lives on
the ocean is apt to imbibe patriotism and
be loyal. 1 find these articles at a dis-
count with the present regime. 1 want
to be untrammeled, so I can think and

about

speak as I like, and to that end I will
doff the gold lace and don the habili-
ments of a citizen, who, at least, has the
prerogative of standing up for his coun-
try’s ionox. !

McDonald, owners; Towa m.ine, Placer
county, near Iorest Hill, William Hyland
and John. Hening, owners; American
House mine, Plumas county, near La
Porte, A. Blair, owner. 'The owners of
vhe first two mines have constructetd
branch dams in a ravine close to the
mines, buv debris from the American
House mine will be restrained by log
brush and log dams 1in the American
House ravine,

THE BLUE AND THE GRAY

One Man Only Objects to Monumenting
Confederate Dcad

Touching Letter Referring to Deeds of Valor
Written By General Underwood.
A Pathetic Conclnsion

CHICAGO, May 14.—A local paper
says: So many statements have gone
abroad in other cities than Chicago as a
result of Commander Thayer’s recent let-
ter to the Massachusetts G. A. R., pro-
testing against the proposed dedication
of the confederate monument at Oakwood
cemetery Memorial day, that many per-
sons deeply interested in the event believe
that part of the public has been led to
misconstrue the significance of the cere-
monies to be performed.

Ever since the bitter attack was made
General Underwood, commander of the
division of the north, United Confederate

Veterans, has kept silent, but the protest |

has caused so much comment from.some
quatters that he deemed it advisable to
issue a letter defining his position. The
letter is addressed ‘o theCitizens of the
United States as a united people of one
nation.’’ He says, in part:

‘*I'he permission to erect a monument
over the remains of 6000 Southern soldiers
1n Oakwood cemeter. was granted by the
secretary of war.."’

Continuing, General Underwood says:
‘‘Accordingly a fund was raised, two-
thirds of which has been contributed
by citizens of Chicago, and the monument
as it stands was erected under the direct
provisions of the permit that emanated
trom the war department.

‘*Last Decorat'on day a number of G.
A. R. posts joined with the confederate
cﬂmr in the memorial exerises and pro-
fusely decorated the confederate graves
with northern flowers—the southern men
returning the courtesy in memorial cere-
monies by decorating the graves ot union
soldiers in the same cemetery.

*On that occasion Major H. G.Purring-
ton, commander of Columbia post No, 706,
G. A. R.. suggested that the monument
be dedicated the next Lecoration day,
May 30, 1805, that G. A. R. veterans, be-
cause of its being a holiday, might attend
and take part in the ceremony. The hol-
iday teature of the day applying as well
to my own command, that day was se-
lected, and without any thought or in-
tention of infringing upon a prerogative
of the G. A. R.
® ‘I am the recipient of a letter from
Tieutenant General Join M. Schofield,
commanding the United States ar.iv,
and an 1indorsement on the back of his
photograph by General Thomas B. Law-
ler, commander-in-chief of the G. A. R.,
each commending the monumenting of
the remains of my dead corarades. It is
ardonable to refer to such high and dis-
interested approval of humanitarian acts.
and although at this juncture no charac-
ter of discussion is desired, still T deem
it entirely right and proper to announce
that in monumenting the confederate
dead every observance of law was com-
phed with and no purpose of unearthing
the dead confederate flag that went
down at A;]xpumuttnx was for a moment
entertained, the only purpose of the liv-
ing confederates being to monument the
fortitude and brsvery constituting the
heroism ot the private soldiers who sur-
rendered their lives under the most try-
ing circumstances imaginable and by so
doing have added a puge to the renown
of the American voluntecr. 1 will be in
command during the dedication of the
confederate monument on the morning
of May 30th next, and know in advance
that neither an unpardonable sentiment
nor disloyal word will be uttered, and I
will personally see that the Stars and
Stripes are alone given to the breeze on
that occasion.”

Governor Altgeld's Veto

SPRINGFIELD, Ill., May 14.—Gover-
nor Altgeld today vetoed the Miller bill
requiring corporations to procure the con-
sent of a majority of property owners in
each block of the city before gas mains,
electrie wires, street railway tracks, esc..
can be laid. The governor also vetoed
Crawford's Dbill to prevent elevated or
street railways from crossnig at grades
and to prevent parallel lines from consol-
igating. The vetoes were wildly ap-
plauded.

Speaking of the bills as a whole, the
governor gives os the reason for vetoing
them as foiiows:

‘*Because their effect would increase
the riches of some men at the expense of
others by legislation; because they would
shackle a great city. I love Chicago and
am not willing to help forge a chain
which would bind her hand and foot for
all time to the wheels of monopoly and
leave them no chance of escaping.’’

Remarkable Addres§ of South
Carolina’s Governor

STATE SOVEREIGNTY URGED

Decisions in the State Dispensary Cases
the Cause

——y

The Governor Claims the People Have a Right
to Assert Themselves and Maintain
Their Independence

Associated Press Special Wire,

COLUMBIA, 8. C., May 14.—Governor
Evans has issued a lengthy address to the
citizens of South Carolina, in which he
deals very harshly with the recent de-
cisions in the dispensary and registration
cases,

He refers to the political history of
his state since the war,and argues for the
right of the state to manage ~and_direct
its inteinal affairs without Tational in-
terference.

He continues: ‘‘The people of South
Carolina have always been law-abiding
and respect the constitution and courts of
the United States. But when the judges
of those courts want to invade and trample
under foot the recognized right of our
people fuurnntec(l by the federal constitu-
tion, the people have a right to assert
themelves and maintain their sovereignty
and independence. This ihey have ever
done, and will continue to do,and will re-
sist with all the means within their power
the usurpation and tyranny of partisan
politicians in high places who disgrace
the judicial ermine. We cannot nor have
we the desiro to resort to arms to resist
his unjust decree. but we can and will
exert the united efforts of a liberty-loving
veople to thwart the conspirators who are
plotting to overthrow our civilization. In
this struggle we confidently rely on the
sympathy and moral support of all lovers
of good government and state’s rights
throughout the Union.

‘‘By an appeal to one of the bitterest
enemies cf southern civilization, a poli-
tician who disgraces the judicial ermine
ot the United States court, masquerades
as a judge, they have succeeded in having
the registration laws declared unconsti-
tutional, nuil and void. The chief argu-
ment made before him was the defama-
tion of your state and insult, if insult can
come from such a source, to your state
officers. Under this decree the doors
have been thrown open and the ballot
again placed in the hands of every man,
white or black, of the age of 21 years.
The abuse and slander heaped upon the
state by the counsel of the plaintiff was
only surpassed by that of the judge in his
document styled a decree in equity. 3

‘‘But the pity of it,the humiliation and
shame of it is yat to be told. Besides this
Jeffries on the bench sat an old man
whose head was gray. who had fought on
the field ot battle for state's rights, who
had been speaker of the house of rapre-
sentatives of South Carolina, an?! in
whose handwriting part of your regis-
traiton laws existin your archives. There
he sat, wearing the judicial ermine,
hearing his state defamed, his comrades
in arms denounced as rebels and his own
handiwork denounced as a crime. If the
law was a crime, was he not a criminal?
Should his head not have been bent?
With a Mephistophelean and wrinkled
face he would assent to the most intam-
ous document ever emanating from a
court of equity, while the black audience
exclaimed: ‘A Daniel has come to judg-
ment. Yea, a Daniel.’ "’

Governor Evans concludes with an as-
sertion that the issue is now between
black and white and urges citizens to see
that wihte men, not white men with
black hearts, nor negroes shall control the
constitutional convention.

“I will not call the legislature to-
gether,’’ he says, ‘‘they could do noth-
ing. An appeal will be taken to the su-
preme court of the United States but
under the red tape and technicalities sur-
rounding it a decision cannot be had in
time to affect election of delegates. It
must be a free, open fight. I appeal to
the soverign people of South Cnro‘ina to
protect their homes and liberties,

‘‘T'he government of the people must
and shall be perpetuated and we are
ready to lead the right under the white
man'’s flag.”’

THE ARMENIAN ATROCITIES

Report of the Commission Sent to the
Blood Stained Country

What Has Been Written Does Not Half Tell
the Story of the Horrors and
Cruelties

CONSTANTINOPLE, May 14.—The
commission which has been investizating
the atrocities in Armenia traversed the
devastated villages and arrived at Jelli-
goosan (also written Chellyguzan,) where
120 houses were found burned. The people
were sheltered in miserable huts and
ample proof was found of tne massacre of
Armenians. Bodies were thrown into a
pit where the Turks endeavored to con-
ceal their crime by pouring barrels of
petroleum upon the bodies and setting
tire to the oil, The flames, however,
failed to consume the mass and the stream
was dammed and diverted from its course
in order to wash away the half burned
podies, But even this failed to vbliterate
the terrible evidence against the Turks,
und the locsl uuthorities were compelled
to remove the remains piecemeal. Vil-
lagers had removed tue bulk of the
bodies and interred them in conserated
ground before the arrival of the commis-
sion at Jelligoozan. The commission has
returned to Moosh.

Delegates of the powo2rs left Moosh April
5th.  The Turkish delegates at first de-
clined to accompany them, then changed
their minds. They found the villages of
Shenik and Gernal In ruins, standing in
the midst of devastated fields. They
passed other villazes where many houses
were burned. At Jelligoozan the com-

mission caused tavo pits instead of one as |

originally reported to be opened :nd
found in them the remains ot skulls ana
bones with hair und clothing still adher-
ing. In still another pit, in a ravine
near Jelligoozan, were found decapitated
trunks and other remains, But few
bodies, however, were found. Villagers
told the delegates they had removed the
vodies from this pit. Exhalations from
the pits were so frightful that the dele-
gates exyrerienced great trouble in pre-
vailing upon the lavorers to finish t)mir
horrible task. As a result of the investi-
gation and reports the delepates of the
})uwcrs have submitted notes to the 'I'nrk-
sh government impressing on the porte

the necessity of promptly inaugurating
a scheme for Armenian reforms whicn

should include the appointment of Christ-
ian officials 1n Armenia, the powers to
have the right to veto appointment of gov-
ernors, The delegates do not base their
suggestion on the Assoun outrage, but
on the general unsatisfactory condition of
Armenia.

DEATH ON THE RAIL

A Bad Smashup on a Raiiroad Near Felix,
Missouri

8T. LOUIS, May 14.—A special from
Felix, Mo., to the Post-Dispatch says:

At 8 a. m. the south-bound passenger
train on the St. Louis and Hannibal rail-
way was derailed by a broken rail two
miles {rom here and thrown down a
twenty-foot embankment. The entire
track for a distance of 100 feet was torn
up, some of the rails being thrown off the
right of way. Very few of the passen-
gers and train crew escaped injury. C.
Myer of St. Louis was instantly killed.

IN SEARCH OF GOLD

A Schooner Load of Adventurous en Leave
For Alaska

SAN FRANCISCO, May 14,—The
schooner Golden Gate, with a crew of sixe
teen men, sailed for Kodiak, Alaska, to-
day,in search of gold. The crew organized
and incorporated a few days ago as the
Golden Gate Mining, Trading and Devel-
oping Company, with a capital stock of
$1,000,000, out only $4¢00 was subscribed.
That amount was considered sufticient for
immediate needs, and with this they pur-
chased the necessary machinery for oper-
ating placer and quartz mines, chartered
the schooner and put. in a stock of sup-
plies suflicient to last about six months.

They claim to have several gold-bearing
quartz ledges, as well as many deposits of
sand with sufficient gold in it to pay well
for the work of taking it out.

Costly Experience of a Detroit Woman
With a Bigamist

The Falthless Swain Secured $12,000 of Hi
Wife's Money and Fled Abroad.
Pursued and Captured

DETROIT, May 14,—A Miss Tomlinson
of Brooklyn, N. Y., married C. J. White
a little less than twelve years ago in that
city. It appears that she knew mnothing
of his antecedents. She was known to
have $12.000,in her own right, artd to her
White paid devoted attention. They were
married. Miss Tomlinson believed her-
selt Mr4a. White, giving him $1000 to start
in business. The business did not succeed.
He then got $2500 more out of her and
then came west. He claimed that sav-
ings banks were not safe, and advised
her to deposit her money in a safe deposit
vault. He arranged all the details, and
when she went to the vault to dsposit her
money she found the box was not large
enough. White went for another, and by
some kind of sleight-of-hand he deposited
a lot of worthless paper in the box, and
stowed Miss Tomlinson’s wealth away in
his pocket.

Shortly afterwards he disappeared, and
& on Miss Tomlinson began an investiga-
tion, She traced him to Ireland, where
she learned he had a previous wife, The
first Mrs. White was induced to come to
America, and since then, with detectives,
the two women huave worked together for
revenge. Last Saturday Miss Tomlinson
came to Detroit’ and learned that White,
under the name of Henry Whitney, had
recently come to Buchanan and arranged
to buy a stora.

At " Buchanan Whitney was arrested
with a woman who passed off as his sis-
ter. Whitney, or White, had $1200 in
cash and the woman a lot of diamonds.
The detectives have information which
leads them to believe that White has no
less than seven wives—one in Glasgow,
another in London, :mnother in Ireland,
one in Boston, Miss Tomlinson of Brook-
lyn, & woman in Detroit, one in Chicago,
and they also believe that the woman
with him, who comes from the interior
oi Indiana, is tbe latest accession.

A RIVERSIDE NINING DEAL

Foreclosure of a Big Mortgage
on the Good Hope Mine

OWNERS IN MASSACHUSETTS

A Shareholder Says the Mine Was Sold
by False Representations

If the Case Is Tried It Is Probable Some Scan-
dalous Stories Will Be Told by the
Eastern Shareholders

HAVERHILL, Mass,, May 14.—The re-
port of the foreclosure of a $100,000 mort-
gage on the Good Hope gold mine at Riv-
erside, Cal., has created considerable ex-
citement in this city. Dualey Porter,
president of the Merrimac National bank
of this city, a shareholder of the mine.
said today:

**The Good Hope mine was bought by a
party of local gentlemen about a year
ago for §150,000, C. W. Morse, at the
time trustee of the Charleston estate, was
instrumental in foisting the mine upon
us by false representations as to its value.
We soon discovered that the mine bad
been salted, and was worth nothing like
the price paid. Several uf the stockhold-
ers lost every cent they put into it. The
original owner of the mine, a New York
man named Sigafus, has foreclosed on
the $100,000 n.ortgage.’’

A Shrewd llaine Business Man Swindled
Out of $10,000

Whipple
took borings trom the bricks and the two
drove to a jeweler whom Whipple knew.
Webb went into the jewelry store alone
and in a moment came back and said they
were in luck, as the jeweler had told him
that C. I, Andrews, the state assayer,
was at the Elmwood hotel and would test
the borings. The alleged Mr. Andrews
took the borings and next day said the
bricks were worth about $22,000. Whipple
borrowed the $10,000 and gave it to Webb.

He bas since found the bricks are worth
about $3.

APACHES ON THE WARPATH

Miners in Arizona Driven From Their
Claims

The MMurderous Redskins Travel in Small
Bands and Are Escapes From
the Reservation

WILCOX, Ariz., May 14,—Sunday even-
ing a courier came in stating that twelve
armed Indians were seen prowling around

the hills in the vicinity of Buckhorn
Basin, where the mines are being
worked, Saturday last, The miners at

once left their claims, after being notitied
by the courier, and have coungregated
together for the protection of themselves
and a few scattered families. This local-
ity is near the abandoned post of Fort
Bowie and some twenty miles east of

Wilcox. Monday morning another re-
port was brought in from the new
gold find in the south pass of the

Dragoon mountains, twenty miles south
of here, that six Indians, fully armed,
were seen there. They attacked a pros-
pectors' camp, driving the prospectors
from their claims, firing four shots at one
of the men, compelling him to jump to
safety from a high ledge, severely in-
juring himself. This morning responsible
reports from Grahamecounty state that a
band of iifteen heavily armed Indians
were seen last evening at sundown seven
miles south of Clifton rounding up horses
of citizens, Much alarm. is felt. Today
a body of citizens took up the trail.
This morning one troop of cavalry left
Fort Bayard, N. M., for the scene. but
long marches are necessary to reach the
scene of the reported danger. Citizens
are feeling very wrought up and insecure,
The Indians are reported in distress from
insufficient rations and trouble 1s pre-
dicted with no adequate military protec-
tion. Only a few availalbe troops to
quickly reach the loculity are at Fort
Grant and under orders to move inside a
week, hence they arve all packed up. The
abandonment of Fort Bowie leaves the
whole southern country open to ravages,
and it would nov surprise those who
watch indications to see the prcrent
troubles from miscellaneous small bands
now off the resevvation end in rapine and
murder and a general outbreak.
