Permits for Oil Boring in New

Territory

THE CITY COUNCIL BLAMED

Fire Commissioners Take the Bull by

the Horns

The Board Decides to Ask the Council to
Increase the Pay of the numbers ol

the Fire Department

' The board of tire cmmissioners yester-

day practically removed the wall which

had been erected about certain residence
portions of the city, and permits lor oil
boring wer3 unanimously granted in en-
tirely xuw territory. The object of the
action taken is to have public opinion
compel the council to regulate the oil in-
dustry throughout the city.

A delegation of ladies consisting of
Mrs. J. Bradford and Mrs. J. J. Muiatt.
appeared before the board to protest
against tbe oil tanks located on the cor-
ner of Banning and Center streets, which
they declared to be a public nuisance

Which ought to be suppressed. Chief
Moore stated tnai he had investigated the
subject and could tind no ordinance
against the existence or operation of oil
tanks. The chief wa,s granted lurther'tinie
tv inquire into tho subject.

A petition signed by Mary E. Stilson,
one of the largest owners of property in
the city and the largest in the territory
in question was presented on behalf of
W. B. Van Slvke to erect a boiler and en-
gine on lot 8, block 25, Angelina Heights,
on Flgueroa street, between Bellevue ave-
nue and TempleJ street. The petitioner

and other property owners interested ask-
ed that the permit be issued for the pur-
pose of determining definitely whether
or not there is oil in the vicinity.

"1 favor granting permits for boring
wherever the owners of property request,"
commented the mayor.
\u25a0\u25a0 "Those are my sentiments," chimed in
Commissioner Grider.

"That opens up for discussion this
whole question," suid Commissioner
Vetter.

The matter was discussed pro and con
for nearly half an hour, and then Com-
missioner Grider moved that the petition
be granted. Commissioner Bntts second-
ed the motion, and then there was more
talk.

Commissioner Vetter said that he was
getting tired of the dilatory tactics of tue
council in not passing tho proper ordin-
ances for the thorough regulation of the
oil industry. Tbe council was trying to
shift the responsbiilty of granting oil per-
mits upon the tire commission, and he
for one would not stand it much longer.

Tips Grider motion prevailed, as was
also tbe application of F. \V. Fling to
bore on lots 11 and 12, clock 3:1, Angelina
Heights tract, on Bellevue avenue, be-
tween Beaudry avenue and Figueroa
straet. In both of the above permits, if
oil is not found within sixty days all
evidences of the boring are to be removed
from the vicinity. The prospecting is
to be done without in any manner being
a nuisance.

The chief's recommendations were dis-
posed of as follows:

pjtition of C. if. Moore to erect and
maintain a livery establishment at tho
northwest coiner of Third and San Pedro
streets be granted. Adopted.

That the petition of L. F. Quimby to
operate a boiler and engine at 542 South
Spring street, has a protest tiled against
it. Petition denied.

That tbe petition of the Empire Oil
company, to which there is a protest, to
bore for oil on lot 1, Beauvoir tract, on
the west side of Figueroa street, between
Temple and Court, be granted. Adopted.

# That the petition of Uri Embody and
others to erect a boiler and engine on lot
8, block ?, Los Angeles Improvement
company's subdivision of Hobart street,
be granted. Adopted.

That the petition of E. M. Magee to
erect a boiler and engine to bore for oil
on lot 4, block X, on Lake avenue,
between Home and State streets, be
granted. Adopted.

That the petition of L. G. Dahlbrintc
to bore for oil on lot 8, block 32, Los An-
geles improvement company's subdivi-
sion on Witmer street, be granted.
Adopted.

That the petition of J. L. Hunt to bore
for oil on lot 4, block 2, YarneJl's subdi-
vision, on Bonnie Brae street, be denied,
as it is in a protested district. Action
postponed.

John Burns appeared before the com-
mission to deny that his oil tanks on
Centei and Banning streets are a nuis-
ance.

The chief reported, at the request of the
members of the department, that the pay
of firemen as at present scheduled, is less
than the pay of any other class of muni-
cipal employes. The chijf warmly en-
dorsed tiie statement of his subordinates.

The la»t board of lire commissi oners
recomended to the council an increase of
fire department salaries, hut no action
was ever taken in the matter. The chief
called attention to the fact that police
officers arc on duty only eight hours out
of twenty-four, while liremen are never
off watch, and yet policemen are paid
considerably more money monthly than
are Uremen. On motion of Commis-
sioner Vetter it was decided to again pe-
tition the council for a new scale of tire
men's salaries.
