
IT IS A MIGHTY PROTEST
Business Men Object to Grant-

ing More Franchises

ELECTRIC WIRES AND POLES

They Are a Detriment to Property and
Business

Some Blocks on Spring Street Now Have
Thirty Poles, Bearing Wires, to the

Block?A Powerful Potition

JThc indiscriminate granting of electric
light and electric street railway fran-
chises by tiie city council is awakening a
storm of protests from the large- prop-
erty-holders and big mercantile establish-
ments throughout the city, the allegation
being made that the additional pules and
wires necessary for the purpose will bo
dangerous and a detriment. As a formal
protest in tho matter the following peti-
tion, signed by 226 of the leading linns of
the city, has been prepared for an early
presentation :
To tho Honorable City Council of tho

City of j.os Angeles: ?

Gentlemen?We, the undersigned, own-
ers of property and businesses located on
tho business streets of the city of Los
Angeles, would most respectfully repre-
sent and show to your honorable body i

That, in our opinion, it. will be a great
detriment to our property and business
to grant any further or other franchise to
companies or individuals authorising
lhem to erect poles and string wires along
tiie business streets of the city of Los An-
ireles. Some blocks on spring slreet have
now as many as thirty poles bearing wires
to the block. Wo aro informed that cer-
tain panic have some time since been
grained a franchise for telephone and tel-
eerai h poles and wires along said streets,
which poles and wires have not yet been
placed, and that there is at least another
franchise, to wit, that granted to tho
i.'or.a lidated Electric company, which
entitles that company lo place 'poles and
wires (or carrying electric light and power
along the street. Should tnese companies
exercise the privilege of placing poles and
W.res along tho business streets of the
cily of Los Angeles, under these fran-
chises, it will largely increase tho already
too great number of poles and wires along
the streets.

Wo aro Informed that it is contemplated
hy your honorable body to grant another
franchise for tiro purpose of placing polos
and wires along our business streets and
\\o wish to most respectully protest
ar '(»inst the snme.

The sidewalks of the business streets of
Los Angeles aro already too narrow lo
ionifnrtably accommodate tne crowns tbat
sometimes pass along tliem, and the pas-
sage of people along tho sidewalks is at
tno present time seriously interfered with
and impeded by the large number ol poles
Mauding along tbe sidewalk, and any ad-
dition to this number could not but be
productive of great harm to the owners ot
real estate and business situated on those
streets, both by intefering with the use
of tho sidewalks and by rendering it diffi-
cult, to get to the upper stories of the
buildings in case of fire in thorn.

So that we do, in view of tne foregoing,
most earnestly protest against tho grant
ing of any other or further franchises au-
thorizing tho erection of poles and the
stringing of wires along the business
sirof the city of Los Anueles, and
petition your honorable body that ben-
»tter any francniso which tuav be granted

ifor the transmission of electric light or
power along the business streets of thiscity shall retinue that such wires be
placed in conduits,,

Tbis is not intended as a protest against
tbe granting by your honorabe boily of
rights to erect , pobs for tho purpose of
running cars by clec.tircity upon those
streets where electric cars aro not now
run.

Salaries in tbe Fire Department Not to

Be Increased 1

Such Is the Recommendation Tnde by the
Finance Committee ol the Council.

Street Sweeping Contractor

As was predicted in the Herald a few
days ago would be done, the sewer com-
mittee of the council has backed down in
the demand of the city that the county
pay the sum of $1-100 as its share for the
construction of tho proposed county hos-
pital sewer. The following recommenda-
tion lias been made to the city council:

In the matter of the communication
from the board of supervisors to appro-
priate more than tne sum of $1000 to be
used in the construction of a sewer for the
county hospital, we beg leave to repcrt
recommending lhat said amount of $1000
be acepted.

While we believe that this is not the
full proportion of the cost of -"said sewer
which we understood the board of super-
visors to be willingjto pay.'yet we believe
tho matter is of sufficient importance to
merit prompt action and to prohibit those
entrusted with the performance of public
duties from haggling for a lengthy period
over a small amount of money.

We further recommend that the city
clerk be instructed to notify tne board of
supervisors of the acceptance of this
amount toward the construction of said
sower.
i Tho board of ptibile works oontlnucsfto
make it more than ordinarily warm lor
Irving .1. Hollingawortb, the street sweep-
ing contractor, by cutting his bills lor
work done, as with a moat ax. Tne board
has made the following recommendation
lor action by the council tomorrow:

June 2i?Broadway, from Fourtli to
Sixth streets; Spring street, from Third
to Sixth streets; Main street, from First
to Commercial: Second street, from Hill
to Los A-ngtles: First street, from Broad-
way to Main; Alameda, from First to
Aliso streets.

June 22?Second, from Main to Ala.
moda; Sixth, fronTOlive to Fearl; Broad-
way, from First to Temple.

HONORABLY DISCHARGED

Agent Coulter of Kohler &Chase Had Not Been

Yesterday Manager Georga D. Nicol tes-
tified that un examination of the books
of the firm of Kohler ,fc Chase had dis-
closed that there was due to Coulter at
least as much as the sum which he had
been alleged to have embezzled. Upon
that showing the complaint was ordered
dismissed. It is understood that Mr.
Coulter will remain in the employ of
Messrs. Kohler & Chase.
