SOME VERY
QUEER IDEAS IN FOREIGN

COURT LIFE

In the Austrian court it is contrary to
custom fo* perishable articles to appear
twice on that imperial table. Tbe result
is large perquisites for the attendants. To
ono man fall all tbe uncorked bottles,
to another tbe wine left in the glasses, to
another the joints aud to another still
tho game or the sweets. Every morning
a sort of market is held tv tho basement
of the palace, where tho Viennese come
readily to purchase the remains. And
there is no other means of procuring im-
perial Tokay than this.

Long ago In England, even the great
est men m the lmd were pleased to re-
ceive such perquisites* In the reign of
Henry 11., for instance, the lord chancel
lor was entitled to the candle-ends of one
great nnd forty small candles per day.
And the niaquarius, who must be a baron
in rank, received one penny for drying
towels on every ordinary occasion ot the
king's bathing. Tho ceremonial that
tbe revolution swept away from the urst
emperor Napoleon was careful to rev;ve
in a less extreme form, and it is charac-
teristic of tno man that he made a special
study of it, and went so far aa to pres-
cribe the special tortus to be obsered on
great occasions. Before bis coronation,
M. Isabey, tbe miniature painter, gave
seven rehearsals with wooden nolla ap-
propriately diessod of the seven cere-
monies that were to be enacted. And
one ceremony being especially intricate,
the functionaries rehearsed it in person
in the gallery of Diana at the Tuileries,
a plan haivng been carefully traced with
chalk on the tloor. This was the sort of
thing in which Napoleon rejoiced, and
he himself arranged beforehand all the
details of the entry of Maria Louisa into
France, and of his subsequent marriage
to her. Among other particulars, on
reaching what was then French territory
the archduchess was conducted into tho
eastward room of a three-roomed houso
near Braunau; the French commissioner
entered tbe westward, while the third
room in tbo middle was occupied by the
rest of the party* And M, de Bausset,
who gives an account of the proceedings,
having bored holes with a gimlet in tlie
door of the middlo room, had a splendid
view of tho unconscious princess. But,
he quaintly adds, it was the ladies who
took most "advantage of bis forethought.

The ceremonial of tho Chinese court is
somewhat exciting. It used to include, if
it does not now, complete prostration
before the throne. Last century a Persian
envoy refused to go through the degrad-
ing ordeal. Directions wete given to tho
Officials to compel him by stratagem lo

do so. On arriving one day at tbe en-
trance to the hall of audience, tbe envoy
found no means of goi::g in except by a
wicket,which would compel him to stoop
very low. With great presence of mind
and considerable audacity the ambassador
turned round and entered backwards,
thus saving the honor of his country.?

WOMEN MAY
BE DRAFTED TO DO MILITARYDUTY

IN FRANCE

It begins to look as if, under the new
dispensation, women would have to bear
tbeir share of the duties of the state. Tho
government of France is beginning to
thir.k this way, at any rate, and a sug-
gestion has been made in the chamber of
deputies, by one of tho members who
professes to be a champion of tho rights
ot tho fair sex, that tho conscript laws
should be made to apply in a measure to
the female residents of France as well as
to the males. So far it is not prorose Ito
put women actually in the lield, though
modern amazons may bo seen inter on.
but to draft them in the same manner as
are the men, that they may do hospital
duty.

From the point of view of the army,
this would bo of immense benefit to
France, as it would really make available
lor actual military service a very large
number of men who arc now employed in
just that sort of work, nnd are, therefore,
not available for lighting purposes. The
project as outlined by its originator
among the deputies, is that every woman
throughout France shall bo registered at
the local Mairic, like any male recruit,
and be compelled to draw lots.

Drafting shall then go on among tbe
women precisely as it is carried on now
among males. Those each year that draw
the unlucky numbers shall be put
through the courses of instruction, after
the strength of each is carefully deter-
mined by examination. The ones that
have the most powerful physiques shall
be put into the hospital service, while
those that are not so strong will be util-
ized in the military postofhees and tele-
graph stations of the.republic.

As the law will be no respecter of
classes or position in society, plan
being to include absolutely every woman
within the boundaries of France, it fol-
lows that society women, heiresses and
descendants of old families are quite as
liable to be drafted nnd pressed into
servico as the women of lessor social
ranking. The scheme, therefore, is being
opposed throughout tho country with
great determination, and it is very possi-
ble that it will not be carried out because
of this.
| Still another objection that has {been
raised-this is on the part of scientists
nnd theso gentlemon have made their
opinions to havo a very great weight, in
France ?is that a wholesale adoption of the
idea of feminine conscription will have
tho effect of preventing many women
from entering into a stttto of matrimony.
This, naturally, would tend to materially
decrease the birth rate.

Now tho birth rate in France has hoen
for somo years slowly and steadily sink-
ing, ami tho population of the country is
in tho same measure decreasing. Ger-
many, moreover, to the disgust of nil
France, has tne highest birth rate ol any
country In continental Europe.

Every effort has been made of late to
raise the French birth rate, und Dr.
Bouz'g nnti-toxine, or cure for diphtheria,
which it was hoped would save the lives
of an enormous number of French In-
fants annually, and so make the number
ot oirths greater than that of deaths, was
hailed with joy. It is hardly probablo
that any measure that would tend to
lower tho birth rato still further willre-
ceive the approval of the French people.

JERSEY WAISTS
THOUGH OUT OF STYLE CAN BE PUT

TO GOOD USE

"Keep a thing for seven years and
you'lllind a use for it," is n saying that
is Illustrated often in unexpected ways.
