REPLIES TO MANY ATTACKS

SrScores Several Members of the Edu-
cation Board

H. Explain, the Situation In School Circles
and Uses Somo Vigorous Language

In HI. Delense

The following open letter from Profes-
sor Searcb,late superintendent of schools,
explains itself. It opens a controversy

of which The Herald will be ready to
print both sides:

To the Citizens of Los Angeles:?Up to
the present, time I have made no per-
sonal defense against the dastardly attack
that has stabbed mo in the back. I havo
been led to this course by the following
reasons:

1. There is no use in lighting a thing
Which will not Show its real face.

2. I have bee.i disposed to place my en-
tire interests upon the honor of the com-
mon itv.

3. The real enemy is temporarily so
powerful that I have endeavored in every
way to save others from personal disas-
ter, which would surely follow their
championship of my cause.

Hence I have maintaned absolute
silence, thankful, at least, that others
were to be «pa red nn attack of calumny
and vengeance centered on me alone.

In no sense has this contest been on
the surface or representing anything edu-
cational. There have been no difficulties
In the schools excepting such as have
arisen from outside and sinister de/ange-
ment. The light has been fundamentally
A. P. A. One day, a short time preced-
ing the Fiesta, there came to my otlice a
committee from that order consisting of
Messrs. Overton, Fairbanks and Grubb,
to ask that I use my influence to secure
the placing of an A. I*. A. tloat in the
citizens' parade. 1 consented to give
tnem a hearing tbe next morning at 10
o'clock, but when that time came a hun-
dred A. P. A. men appeared witii them
at tne office. With others of the school
committee I heard their request ami de-
clined to permit my Influence to be used
in such dangerous discrimination. I was
charged with the responsibility of their
failue. Then and there arose ono Fair-
banks and stated. "There are thousands
of men in this city who mean to say that
the man who places himself in the way
of the accomplishment of their purpose
can do so only with danger to himself."
1 was also informed that not only here,
but in every city where I should seek to
reappear, I"would be confronted by or-
ganiztd advance opposition.

Tho next issue oi the Tocsin ?April
Ist?in a long editorial, contained this
statement: "There are not 4000 A. P.
As. and as many more sympathizers in
this city to pass this act of treason by
without rebuke," nnd closed with the
incendiary declaration: "Koine has
spoken; it is our turn now!"

Under such circumstances is it any
wonder that many good people have been
led to false estimates uf the superintend-
ent's intentions? The superintendent
has been denied the privilege of state-
ment; the printing of directions to teach-
ers was discontinued; a so-called investi-
gation bas been conducted to which he
has never been admitted and no question
has been asked concerning nis plans. The
Appointing power has hurried from build-
ing, to building to gain the favor of
teachers by all kinds of palaver and prom-
ises. Many teachers have recognized the
situation, and have unprofessionally
taken sides with those in position to re-
ward. The great body of the teachers
have been loyal and true, but grieved
and silent, havo avou'ea utterance, which
certainly could do no good. In more
than one case where an indignant teach-
er has spoken her true sentiments that
teacher lias been qiuetly warned she had
better Keep still. The same warning has
reached ai least two citizens who have
dared to utter protest in mass meetings.

Under such circumstanced, is it strange
that many things have not gone right in
the schools? The purpose-of a city board
of education is certainly to help the su-
perintendent in the execution of his pol-
icy. Think ot a member of the board,
pointing to a place deranged by such con-
ditions and saying, "behold the work of
the superintendent," or canvassing the
entire country in order to gather a few
unfavorable expressions for the express
purpose of curtailing his influence. I
venture the assertion, there is not a can-
did citizen in the community who would
not unreservedly endorse tho superin-
tendent's policy, could such be known.

What a chain of false evidence has been
presented iv order to secure the approval
of the public. ?

First?lt is said the stato law requires
a graduation of the pupils that we may
draw public money. Has anybody heard
the superintendent say a word against
true graduation? It is posible that any
person can see inflexible individual op-
portunity nnd easy change in working
place anything incompatible with the
spirit and the letter ot tho law? There
has never been a time during the year
#hen every necessary report as to classi-
fication of pupils could not have been
made to the county und state.

Second ?It is said there have been no
promotions. This is false in every par-
ticular. There have been more pro-
motions than ever before, but in most
cases under the sumo teacher, who knew
the pupil best.

I wish it to be distinctly understood, I
am an American, and as such Ido not
recognize the right of any man to pro-

tensions of patriotism higher than my
own. lam also a Protestant, whose posi-
tion has never before been questioned;
but as n school man I represent some-
thing more, and that is involved in tbe
oath which for years I have taught the
children at our country' altar: "1 pledge
allegiance to my flag; one nation, mile-
visible, with liberty and justice to all."
I had no objection to a model school

house at tho head of the school children's
parade. Nothing, as a thing of itself,
could be more beautiful; but the "littlo
red school house"is an A.P.A. emblem
to which tbat society has an exclusive
proprietary tight. It was constructed en-
tirely by A.P.A. money, and brought for-
ward entirely by A.P.A. men. At the
time of tho controversy I definitely de-
fined my position in the statement that 7.
could permit nothing in the school nnrado
which did not represent an entire people.
Ishould have been false to my trusst had
1 taken any other stand. I Knew just
what this would cost me, and foresaw
the inevitable result. If I had been a
moneyed man I would have willingly
given ten thousand dollars could I have
none *o, to save my professional reputa-
tion tbe blow that would strke me under
the guise of something else.

Since that time there has been omin-
ous silence upon the part ot the real ene-
mies, the A.P.A. contest has disappear-
ed from the surface but a hundred things
seen from my position-have familiarized
hio with tbo insidious attack that has
sought to accomplish its purpose by a
process of undermining and estrangement.
Like John Terrier in A Study in Scurlet,
I have recognized the glow but sure clos-
ing in of the coils of the great monster
that each day counted one more toward a
definite end.

Since that time everything' has gradu-
ally taken color form the unseen under-
current. The intentions of tbe superin-
tendent havo been misrepresented; his
hands have been tied so he could not cor-
rect abuses In his schools: and every-
thing has been deliberately planned to
antagonize the patrons by unfortunate
conditions over which the superintend-

?Nt Das had absolutely no control. I do
nob mean to say that six members of tiio
baord have been intentionally parties to
this outrage. The board is composed of
three men who have stood nobly by the
administration, against every form of un-
just a ttack; of three other men who aie
non est and true to their convicitons of
right, but unfortunately they have njt
recognized the insidious mlluence which
has presented cond it tons they thought
were primary; one man, whose utter lack
of indepenuent action is pitiable; and
two arch enemies, R. L. Grubb and J. S.
Pitman, the one vindictive, the other
adroit and powerful with the entire pat-
ronage of tho schools at his disposal.
These two men have utterly disgraced
nnd prostituted tho dignity of their office
by deliberate attempts to mislead their
colleagues, und to accomplish first of all
the designs of the society of which thoy
are members. I still havo respect for
tnree men wlio voted with the unseen op-
position, for I believe them to be inno-
cent of knowlegde of the true situation.

Third?lt has been said the superinten-
dent's plan has deprived thousands of
school attendance. Is it possible tho peo-
ple do not know the schools nave been
full to overflowing? The necessary pro-
hibition- against additional admissions
was forced by lack oi building accommo-
dation*, and had nothing whatever to do
with the plan of work. (See Manual 1,
page 28, and Manual 3, page 8), Beyond
that, it was authorised in advance by the
board of education, as a necessary meas-
ure until new buildings could be erected.

Fourth ?It is claimed that the superin-
tendent's plan lias addea enormously to
the expense of the schools. This is com-
pletely and absolutely refuted by the
statement furnished by the board of edu-
cation, through their clerk-, to the daily
papers,, on June 10, in which it is shown
that during the past six months (the only
period, by the way, during which the in-
dividual system has been in operation),
there lias been saved $20,735.82 in the
operating expenses of tho schools, over
the same period of one year ago. and yet
with an Increase of thirty-five teachers.
I am afraid. In their endeavor to monopo-
lize to themselves the entire credit for
systematic changes, the gentlemen forgot
that the superintendent's management
was also in operation at the same time.

Again, it is claimed there Will be loss
in the revenues for another year, because

of alleged falling off iv the average daily
attendance, upon which the county funds
are distributed. I have already shown
lhat the schools have been unable to pro-
portionately grow on account of inade-
quate buildings. During the past year we
have gained lour new rooms at the now
Macy street school and live at the state
normal, in all nine new rooms,giving ad-
ditional accommodations for ;jfjO pupils;
and yet tho school statistics absolutely
show an increase of 12S(i in the average
daily attendance for tho year.

But it is nlso asserted there has been
loss >in admissions to over a thousand
children because one class was changed
from the eightn grade room, and no
class admitted to tane its place. The fact
is, there were only twelve eighth grade
rooms in the city, where the enrollment
was less than forty, and the entire aggre-
gate ot deficit at its maximum was only
155. Asjduring the last completed fiscal
year the revenues from the county were
only $b.!)0 per capita, it will be seen how
preposterous is the statement made that
tho superintendent's plan has cost $25,-
--000. The number of pupils in tbe eighth
room was temporarily lessened, in order
that there might be some opportunity to
overcome tho losses from overcrowded
conditions, half-day sessions, etc., before
entrance to the high school. It was also
intended there should be opportunity
for speola] promotions from below, which
was blocKed by the action of the board.
Meager as this loss was, it was compen-
sated for ten times by other increases.
Bad as have been the conditions for crowd-
ing in moro chidren this year, tne ex-
pectancy, based on the census and at-
tendance, will give an increased revenue
for next, year of over $40,000.

(5) It has been said tbo superintendent
has been uncompromising and arbitrary,
regardless of effect on the children's in-
terests. Tho people who havo been led to
believe Ibis, and to false iinprdssions con-
cerning the application of intentions,
would be utterly astonished if they knew
of a certain circular of directions to
teachers, .which the committee declined
to read, and which was suppressed in its
issue.

Under the conditions stated, there has
been no desire that the superintendent's
true aims should be understood; nor has
there been any tolerance of any plan that
did not originate frotu the masters ot the
situation. It may be* said I havo lacked
diplomacy in handling this issue, but
that does not necessarily follow when tiie
conditions are known. I have too much
dignity to compromise myself when the
real enemy was not face to face. After
delivering fifteen or twenty lectures on
one theme in tbis comnmn'ty, and di-
recting, more or less intmately, the work
in a hundred other eities.wbat can a pro-
gressive superintendent do when told
by members of the board that they never
heard of his doctrine and have never read
his instructions to teachers ?

(6) It has beeu said the people havo
been dissatisfied with results. Whose re-
sults have been presented? The fact is,
there has been absolutely no dissatis-
faction excepting when it has been man-
ufactured for a purpose. Tnere are whole
wards in this city where not ten com*-
plaint* can be found.

To shov\ that this contest has had noth-
ing whatever to do with the educational
policy of the superintendent, except
where the latter had been purposely led
to miscarry, it is just as well to point
jthe successive steps that have been taken
to pet rid of( the man who has stood in
the way of partisan and un-American ac-
complishment.

Firat?Within three days after my stand
in.opposition to the encroachments of
the A. P, A. tho daily papers contained
the statement that members'of the A. P,
A. wero seeking my removal. .

Second--This was immediately followed
by notice of an injunction against pay-
ment of my salary demand.

Third?Two members of tho hoard
(both A. I*. A.) were aggressively press-
ing the city attorney for an unfavorable
opinion which cuiild be used against me.

Fourth?An attempt to frighten me
from tho field, by statement of three
members that my salary demand would
not be approved.

Fifth?A deliberate attempt to strangle
teachers, which was largely unsuccessful,
and to poison tho minds of good people.

Sixth ?An abortive trial of." individual
ism," to which a defense was never per-
mitted, except lug the verdict woula force
resignation.

Sevento?When all the preceding steps
had utterly failed to lead the superinten-
dent into a disloyal position, when no
grounds could be raised against him 119
a man, a citizen or an educator?then the
board forces tbe city attorney to an opin-
ion declaring the Ineligibility of the super-
intendent, to hold a city office because he
was an importation by a previous board,
and bad not been a resident of California
for one year in advance of election.

Is there any record in the histotty of
this country where another edu>cator bas
been .subjected to such an outrage?
The effort to put me in tbo light of an
usurper is utterly untenable. The framer
of the city charter never Intended tbe
provision concerning the holding of a
political oftico should shut out from the
city's privilege tho best talent of the en-
tire country. My predecessors havo been
elected undo the same law as I, and
called from an unlimited lield. They,
too, bavu had their enemies, hut no past
board ha** ever so disregarded the princi-
ples of common decency as to raise the
question of ineligibility. Beyond that,
tiie opinion of a lawyer and the decision
of the superior court are not synonyms.
Every recent decision bearing upon
similar questions has declared in favor of
the superiority of the school district over
the city.

There are also involved the principles
of equity and honor of which a school
officer in the execution of conscientious
duty should be protected against nefar-
ious design. This is the intention of the
law which makes the term of superinten-
dent longer than tbat of the board ol edu-
cation.

It will be seen by this that Ido not
recoenize the validity of the action of the
boaid in declaring my offico vacant: but
I have too much respect for myself to
continue In association, not with the en-
tire 'board, but with leaders who will
deny me as thoy have done, every profes-
sional opportunity and consideration. I
bave done so thus far because I did not de-
sire to desert a noble citizenship, which has
bad so much i earl In other result; and
my interest and the people's havo been
one. Because of unfinished work, I will
be in my olfice all of this month, and
longer if I so clnoso. After that time
my borne, for a time at least, will be in
this city. I came here to enjoy the priv-
ileges of citizenship, and lor the time
being I shall remain to help the city in
its higher interests. I shall not allow a
few unpleasant experiences to lead me to
forget tiio noble support I have had from
the press, the ollicers and members of tne
Merchants' association, the chamber of
commerce, the board of trade and the
Friday Morning club,and toe many other
elements of an aroused and indignant
constituency. In this city I have bad
everything In my support excepting the
trading politician, nnd the so-called
American Prot?etive association, and
they, by insidious manipulation, have
hftd the board of education and many
good people misinformed.

Is it possible, in enlightened America,
and particularly in cultured Los Angeles,
that such an outrage can be permitted to
be perpetrated? Well may Dr. Mailman
of Washington write: "You havo my
full sympathy in the unfortunate pre-
dicament in which you and the schools
are placed through the political dishon-
esty of the enemies of progress in Los An-
geles. I would suggest that the city
choose a change of name; its present
appellation appears under the conditions,
a great piece of hypocrisy.''fl

And now I want to request my thous-
ands of loyal and warm-hearted friends,
who have fought so nobly but unsuccess-
fully this gigantic battle against an un-
seen enemy, that thoy drop at once all
attempt to further protect my interests
and to help tv give the succeeding ad-
ministration the loyal support of a united
people. Ibe need of this community is
co-Operation ami union and so long as
l remain its citizen my voice and hand
will be tbe willingsupport of tbe superin-
tendent of schools. In this much, at
least, will I live on, that no combination
of circumstances can ever destroy the
trend I have given to the consideration
of the interests of the individual. The
body of individualism may temporarily
bo buried, but its spirit will live on and
will permeate the schools in a thousand
ways for the good of tho children.

1 recommend that immediate steps be
taken to arrange for better school pro-
vision in the city charter.

First?There should be discontinuance
of ward representation. Five directors
should be elected by the vote of tho entire
city to serve for five years, with only ono
member retiring each year.

Second?There should be absolute sev-
erance of the executive and legislative
departments. (See recent report of the
committee of fifteen upon organization of
city schools.)

Third?There should bo removal of
every apparent technical provision that
would impoverish the city by confining
the succession in mi peri n tendency to the
subordinate ollicers.

Fourth ?At least the heads through
whom the superintendent must operaco
In the execution of his policy should be
appointed by the superintendent. Ido
nut mean to reflect upon my deputy, but
Ido regard that organization unfortu-
nate, to say the least where tho superin-
tendent must operate through those who
have everything to gain by the failuro of
the current school plans. Kven San
Francisco places tbe appointment of a
deputy superintendent, and as well, the
clerk of the board of education, entirely
iv the hands of the superintendent.

In' conclusion, 1 would fay my past
silence with reference to true issues will
now be definitely understood. I havo
entered upon this defense with great re-
luctance, for I have hesitated to say any-
thing that might add to nreaent animosi-
ties. But I have a professional reputa-
tion and the interest of other schools to
protect, and duty demands the truth
should be known. I am well aware this
statement will be followed by attempts at
explanation alid by misrepersentalion. I
do not care for that and shall utterly dis-
regard any thing that may be said, which
course, 1 know,will give unbridled license
to further abuse.

I rest my interests upon the honor of
tho community. If abuses, misrepresen-
tation Tind attack are still continued upon
mo, then I ask as a simple act of justice
that the Merchants' association, the
chamber of commerce and the board of
trade shall each anpoint one person who
shall constitute a committee of three to
pass upon the veracity of this statement.

What I have saiu, 1 trust, will be taken
in the spirit intended. I do not know
that my professional reputation needs
any defense of tbis kind; but at least, it
is right that people should know and
recognize the great octopus that, from
under tho surface, has raised its arms to
drag down the man who has dared to
stand for an entire people and for true
Americanism. fi W. SEARCH.
