The New Zealandcr is not an intellect-
ual giant, but lie knows how to light,and
while like all men in his profession, ho
is a bad judge of other lighters, be thinks
he can tako tho champion's measure, and
nothing nut a smart walloping from Cor-
bett could convince him to trie contrary.

Corbett was nov»r measured with out-

stretched arms before. A man should
stretch with both arms spread out a dis-

tance equal to his height according to an
old rule Pompadour Jim tills tbe bill
\u25a0MCtly in tb's particular, for lie Is 78
im lies'across and I! feet I men tail. Ihe
ml* doesn't work in the case oi Htsslm-
mons though, for be stretches out 6 feot
;!' . inches and lacks tjfeet in hoight by a
full quarter of an inch. His advantage

in retu-n over Corbett may not lie of
great iieiicii; to him. but it certainly
cannot act as a handicap. Corbett does
not figure on feeling Fitz's glove in his
face continually, in spite of Bob's su-

perior reach.
Fitz's chest measurement is one inch

greater than Corbett's nnd he might

n expansion. Gianlnni, the New-
York Athletic club expert on physical
co,tore, Inugbs at the tales of expansion
told DV Strong men and the professional
athletes, for, he says, no men, at least
in this age. was ever capable of expand-
ing bis chest two inches.

Muscular Toes Will Also Count in the
Coming Battle?The Need of

Protecting the Neck With
Bunches of Muscle

For the next two months presidential
aspirant-Mho doings of kings and queens,
panics and wars, the ups and downs of

commerce and other ordinarily interest-
ing news events will all bo overshadowed
by the modern gladiators, Mr. Corbett

nnd Mr. Fitzsimmons. Should either of
theso gentlemen run B splinter into his
left thumb tno news would be Hashed to
all quarters of the civilized world. Should
Mr. Corbett consume tiireo mutton chops

Slid half a glass of mi\od ale for dinner,
instead of two mutton chops and a whole

of ale. his press agent would flaunt
tho stupendous fact in the fncelof an anx-
ious world. If Mr. Corbett punches the

bag ins times :i mjnute to Mr. Fitzsim-
mons' IM punches in the same apaoo ol
time, mathematicians will ho on liana to

show that it will take Mr. Corbett just
thirteen rounds, two and one-eighth min-
utes to put Mr. Fitsimmons to sleep.

But should Mr. fitzsimmons invent a
new right band stomach blow, tlie Bop.

porters of Mr. Oorbett will become panto
stricKen until il is announced that Mr.
Corbett bas just created a wonderful left
hand uppercut, which will lift Mr. l'itz-
tlmmons into the land of losers.

One thing is certain?that it wiil be the

fight ot the century, both men being ex-

ponents of tho now school of pugilism,
in which science is everything. linth
men are crafty, evenly matched physi-
cally, and are after tlto almighty dollar

with \u25a0 zest and energy which promises n
bitter contest. Besides, they hate each
othir. When Mr. Corbett spat In the face
of Mr. Fitzsimmons in a Philadelphia
cafe a short time ago he did it for a pur-
pose. Ho wanted to provoke Fitzsimmons
into doing something which will cau»*
the Corbett hate to rise up in all its
strength.

Few pconlo know it, but it is a part of
Corbett's creed not to fight a man until,
tic bas made of him a personal enemy.
Corbett says wnen he goes into the ring
ho wonts to be "dead sore" on the man
against him. Dozens of tights have been
lost by ni<!'i who have allowed their sym-
pathies to interfere al tbe critical time.
No one has yet accused Corbett ot being
sympathetic, to or showing mercy to any
opponent when money was ut stake.
I'oor old Sullivan a.id Charley Mitchell
could feelingly testify to this.

Hut the calm and deliberate Fitzsim- I
mons is not looking for sympathy at any
stage of tbe game. "All I want," says
be. "is an even run for my money, and
if I can't thump ins pompadour head off
I'll take my medicine alt right."

Each man counts upon potting the
other man out by a right hand swing on
the point of the' jaw. As such a blow
will ho worth a great fortune to the man
who lands it it is a matter of interest to
Inspect these right bands. If anything
Fitzsimmons' right is a better one than
Corbett's. In the lirst place it is larger,
the circumference being nine and one-
bali inches, measured around the palm
inside the thumb, while Corbett's meas-
ures but eight inches.

Fitzsimmons is ns careful about his
bands as a society belle, but in an entire-
ly different way. While she endeavors to
keep them soft and small Fitz works to
make his hard and large. The fact that
he labored many years in a blacksmith
shop in Australia accounts for tho great
strength nnd hardness of his hands. Tbe
individual lingers on Fitz's hands aro
thicker and stronger looting than Coroett

and all the tiny muscles and cords seem
better developed.

Corbett never had the advantage of a
muscle, making trade to follow. The
strength of his hands lias been largely
cultivated, lie exercises daily on a wrist
machine, wbiob also strengthens the
band. Close attention iB paid to this
work. The need of bands which can
sland a terrific strain Without weakening
any of the numerous small bones is a
fundamental requirement of the lighter.
In a long drawn out battle tho best man
has more than nine been deprived of vic-
tory by weak hands, particularly when
pitted against a "glutton for punish-
ment." The iuoessant smashing of tin
hand against the face and body of a well-
trained lighter focres the lower knuckles
into the back of the hand and breaking
many of the small bones. Such an acci-
dent takes tho heart out of the best
lighter,and no matter how great his cour-'
age ha ''annot put the same steam into a
blow w hen he knows that when his hand
lands it is going to cause him the most
acuto agony.
IJJThe new tighter also takes particular
paius with his feet. Tlie man who has
developed all the small muscles of the

toes has an advantage over tho man
whose toes have never been cultivated.
The man with the muscular toes and
bunches of muscles sticking out oil the
side of the foot has more agiiity. can
spring back and forth with the speed of

a tiger and moreover can use his toes to
extend his reach,a most important factor.
Skipping the rope is o.ie way of develop-
ing strength in the feet, but Corbett's
handball playing is better.

Fitstlmmona in an amusing arti< !o on
what the tighter of tbo future would be
recently the belief tbat all the
toes might eventually become a so.id

mass of muscle and hone and lie also
thought that hy cultivation tho numerous
small bones of tho back of tho hond'might
be welded into one largo hone which could
successfully withstand the most severe
strain. The legs of tlio 'niuro lighter he
says will b* as thin as those of a thor-
oughbred horse, the forehead willbe laige
and bulging, tho jaw Will be like iron,
the arms will reach lo tho knees and all
the weight will bo above tho wai»t.

The hitting muscles ars those on tbe
sides of lhe bock close to the arm-pit and
those running from tbe neck to the top
of the shoulder. Cobrett's buck muscles
are longer nnd cleaner than I'itzsinimons'
but tbo latter is better oil in the tor
\u25a0boulder muscles. The average strong
man would look with disdain upon the
muscular development of either Corbett
or Fltsslmmons. Ho would Hnd no great
bunches of muscles on any part of their
respective anatomy. Both of these men
avoid tightening tbeir muscles, or accu-
mulating too much of them, in the feur
of Interfering With their speed. If either
one were hampered by great bunches of

muscle"' lio would f;il! an easy victim to
tlie other. A body with every mnsrlo
and cord, down to the smallest and most
minute, evenly developed is what both
nre aiming at. bong, clean, flexible
muecloa are the most serviceable kind.
It tbey aro made too hard the man be-
comes muscle bound and in tirst-class
company lie is sure to be whipped.

The neck is a most vulnerable pat* ol
the prize lighter and both Fitz and Cor-
bett are devoting considerable attention
to building up tbo muscles on the sides
to protect the delicate cords ami hones
from assault. An examination of ail
clevor prize fighters will show that tbe
neck from tho ear to tho shoulder is

['almost in a straight, line, whilo the neck of
the avarage man curves inward at this

! point, lc is the constant development
which gives this straight line. Both Fitz

1anil Corbett would consider it a great

iacquisition if their nocks bulged outward
jbetween the ear and shoulder. Then

< they would be almost invulnerable at this
point.

EXACT MEASUREMENTS ON PUGILIST FITZSIMMONS IN TRAINING FOR THE FIGHT

Fitzsimmons would be quite si heavy a
man as Jim Corbett but for bis legs, says
tno New York World. He is in the
heavyweigbt division of pngilists from
his waist up, but wben occasion requires
ISob gets himself down to the middle-
weight limit without serious difficulty.
So it may bo a good thing for a lighter to
have legs like those ot this remarkable
ligh tor.

Aside from the fact that Bob's legs are
rather thin, there appears to bo a de-
cided inclination on the part of both
knees to strike.

Fitz is not as quick on his feet as Corbett
is, hut ho is a great imrroveme.it in this
particular over any man Corbett has ever
met with, excepting the wonderful black
man, I'etor Jackson, for Feter wus very
slow on bis feet the night he boxed Jim,
because of a bad ankle.

Some persons may think Fitz is knock-
kneed, out it would be rather a danger-
ous undertaking for any man to walk
straight up to the lighter and say so. Dt,
John Wilson 01bba claims to be a pretty
brave sort of man, and is on terms of the
greatest intimacy witn Fitzsimmons, as a
boxer's official measurer ami chief medi-
cal adviser should be, but Dr.Oibbl never
told his remarkably healthy patient that
he was knock-kneed, and it is doubtful if
lie ever will touch upon this subject In
the presence of the man who Owns the
kin-OS.

Fits is rather band} at what the Irish
Champion calls tbat "soido sthep." It
was this more than anything else that
made Feter Maher turn" up n very un-
pleasant engagement in the Crescent city.
Corbett is pounds better, lo use a turf ex-
picssio.i, at this than Fitz is,and besides
Jim is quicker with his hands.

Fitz says the champion is just tbe style
of lighter he loves to tackle, but ho

doesn't explain this proposition. Hob
has made up his mind just how he is
going about it to win. lie is ns dumb M
an oyster about bis plana, however. He
talks a good deal about the new blow, the
rib-roaster, which Jim Corbett told all
about an! Mortimer Illustrated In the
Sunday World.

Pit* declares that Jim didn't invor.t
the blow at nil, and expresses his willing-
ness to take affidavit that bo brought it
from Australia. Kvery other ligbtor in
the OOUntry, with two exceptions, claims
to have invented that blow. Lemuel Mc-
Gregor, the St. Joe Kid, aim One-Eyed
Connor bnvo not been heard from on the
sn bject.

SMOKING ON THE STREETS

The consumption of tobacco of all kinds
in France, according to recently com-
piled statistics, is nearly ISA,000,00(1
pounds per year. An analysis of tbe fig-
ures snows t hat the people of northern
Franco use nearly four times us much per
capita as those in the southern provinces.
Almost every other country of Kurope.
however, consumes more smokine tobac-
co in proportion to its population than
does 1- ranee. This is especially the case

J with Germany. In many small Uerrv «\u25a0

towns smoking in tho streets is forbid-
den. Less than fifty years ago if a man
ventured on the streets of Berlin with a
cigar in his mouth he would he liable to
arresi. The same provision existed un-
til 1«H nt Vienna, though the law waa
not obarveed by the populace. The town
of Hroeck, iv Holland, which is said to
be the cleunest city iv tho world,has lung
forbidden the people within its walls to
smoke after sunset in the streets, unless
with a covered pipe, "in order that the
cinders may not be blown about." Smok-
ing with an uncovered pipe in German
or Austrian forests is an offense that is
rigorously punished, and as a result of
this regulation forest tires arc of lare oc-
currence in those countries.?New York
World.
