Consular Information for the
Use of Exporters

REGARDING FOREIGN TRADE

Fhe Data Collected by the Department
of State

ke Tulare Co-operative Creamery Project
Seems Not to Be the Howling Success
That Was Anticipated

Phere is no lack of consular informa-

on to guide the would-be American ex-
porter. Speaking on this subject, a
writer in the Public Ledger says that un-
der this administratjon, as under former
pnes, the department of state has been
:my collecting data, through the diplo-

atic and consular offices, as to the com-
mercial systems, markeis and consump-
tion of products of all the important
countries of the world. Incidentally, in
She course of these investigations, it has
Pbeen shown that many of the simplest
gequirements for successful trade with
articular countries have either been neg-
ected or ignored by American exporters.
It need hardly be said that in bringing
this fact to light there was no intention
to cast discredit upon American business
methods or American enterprise. ‘The
object was to'enlighten our manufactur-
ers and merchants us to the best means
of reaching foreign markets and securing
@ share ot their trade. To do this it was
mecessary to point out the deficiencies
of our present system of manufacturing
and exporting. The energies ot official
rapresentatives abroad have been directed
most strenuously by the present adminis-
tration to the great task of building up
oreign trade as the logical completion of
ts eyjorts to establish and maintain the
friendliest rleations with other conntries.
Every month the state department issues
a8 publication coataining u variety of
commercial information from consuvlar
officers, and in addition, from time to
time, a special pamphlet aealing with a
particvlar line ot trade. 1'he consuls,
commercial agents, etc., are conswantly
reporting new fields "for American entur-
prise, and the day scarcely passes tnat
the Ledger does not contain some refer-
ence to one or more of their dispatches.
Besides this, a vast number of individuai
inquiries from manufacturers, mer-
chants, professional men, business and
industrial organizations. cte.,are answer-
ed through the aid of the consular ser-
vice. Many of the consular officers are
also the will'ing agents for distributing
trade circulars, catalogues, ete., of Amer-
ican firms, and important business nego-
tiations are of.en facilitated by their good
offices. A number of ‘new industries and
business enterprises in this country have
bad their origin in their suggestions or
advice or in the information they sup-
plied, Their unsefulness to trade is nec-
essarily more in the nature of suggestion
than in the active help they are able to
give in carrying out any definite plan of
commercial development. Governmwent
aid can be given to inform, to instruct,
to caution, and even to prepare the way,
but it never can take tne place ot individ-
ual enterprise and effort 'he great work
of creating foreign commerce must be
done, nhot by governmental officials, but
by the manufacturer or the merchant
who has his own interests to serve, who
can serve them best through bis own
chosen agents.

Tulare's Co-operative Creamery

The Tulare Register has lost faith in
co-operative creamery projects. It pains
the writer to coufess it, for he bas looked
to voluntary co-operation for a cure for
almost all the ills which the producer
bears, but co-operative creameries are
not a success. Creameries are a suncess,
and the co-operative 1dea is an excellent
one to work for their establishment, but
the veridct of twenty vears of experiment
from tue Dakotas to Texas and from the
Rocky mountains to the Alleghanies, is
that the] creameries are not sucecessful
when operated by co-operation of farm-
erd, but soon drift into individual or cor-
orate ownershin when they are success-
ul. [he trouble seems to be that too
many cooks spoil the broth; that under
c¢r-operation every stockholder wants to
have a say in the management, disaffec-
tion and eontention result, shareholders
become discouraged and drop out, stock
goes below par and is bought up by one
or two, the concern is reorganized under
individual management, and a good bus-
iness is built up for the owrers as well as
a fair business for those whe furnish the
milk. Furthermoie, the system which
ays for milk in proportion to the butter
t makes, and not in proportion to the
quantity of milk furnished without ref-
erence to quality, 's the system which
puys where the other fails.

OIL FIELD NOTES

An Increase in Drilling Toward the Eastern
Portion

The oil field still continues to extend
toward the east beyond Victor street,
which was formerly the bouadary, and
in a westerly direction beyond Belmont
avenue At the latter extremity Book
& Pennypacker are erecting a derrick.
The new well will be located on Rock-
woond street. .

Mr. Chandler is preparing to drill for
oil on Beaudry avenue between Temple
street and Bellevue avenue. This is the
farthest encroachment yet made in this
lower end of the field., Should cil be
found in the locality, as in all probabil-
ity it will, since it is not far from the
Powell well, which has yielded ruch an
amopnt of petroléum, 18 will only be a
short time until another thickly settled
residence section will have to give way to
the ageressive derricks.

The Far West Oil cpmpany’s well near
Westlake pars has been given some trou-
ble on account of lurge veins of water,
which were penetrated about 300 feet
down., The water has been successfully
cased off and drilling is now going on
very rapidly.

William Snyder will soon begin drilling
on the Duncan location at the corner of
Court and Patton streets.

Another well is being put down by the
Raymond Oil company on Victor street,
near Temple. .

Lawrence & Co. have just completed a
new derrick vn Park place, above Tlemple
street, where it is their intention to drill
a deep well,

Pumping apparatus was yesterday at-
tached to the new well of Doheny and
Connoun,located on Park place,near Tem-
ple street.

In Regard to Finances

NEW YORK, August 24,—The New
York Financier says this week: The
statement of the associated banks from
this country for the week ending August
24th was a favorable one in every way.
It was marked by a heavy increase in
loans, a contraction of depositsand a con-
sequent shrinkage in ‘the reserve. The
week has witnessed a great change in the
conditivns heretofore plrevailing in the
money market. There has been no ad-
vance in the rates, but railway develop-
ment points to an ealy season of better
figures for loans. The movement of money
from the interior did not nearly equal the
shipments from this center to the south
and west, more especialy o the latter
section.

It is not expected that gold shipments
will assume much larger proportions,
since the reaction in exchange rates has
removed the chances of making much
profit on transers of coin.

The expansion of §$2,257,300 in loans
during the week represents business done
with country bahks and in the most
from commercial sources, as well as from
some of the larger stock exchango houses.
