THE OUTLOOK PROMISING

Crowing Importance of tbe Output of
Lemons

A Contemporary Expresses Itself Regarding

the Pirating ol Brands?Calfornla
Prunes From Oregon

The fruit exchanges aro bat/ with the
question of the disposal of tbe coming

crop o! citrus fruit, fur next year's labor
will include the handling of lemons as
well as oranges. What propertion of the
lemons will be bandied by the exchanges

is not easy to determine, even approxi-
mately, for though lemons have their
season, tho fruit ripens to some extent
during all tho months of the year, and

tba product for that reason is somewhat
more easily bandied by the grower than
is tbe caase with oranges. The crop is
also sma.l compared with oranges, and

even a larger proportion is absorbed by
tbe local demand. But many young
trees will come into bearing this season
and tlio orchards now bearing will pro-
duce larger crops. This increase in tlie
output, added to the fact that consistent
and persistent advertising will be given
by the exchanges, gives promise that Cal-
ifornia lemons will cut some figure in

the eastern market, and that they will
boeom a matter of greater importance
every year hereafter.

The orange market on tbo whole looks
promising. The crop will fall short of
last year's, but there will be, acoordlng
to the most conservative estimate 10,000
cays for disposal in the eastern markets.
It seems cc.tain that the extension of
tbe market during tbe past year will
prove permanent for already inquiries
ars coming in for oranges for early ship-
ment. So far as the actual making o,

sales is concerned these inquiries are
of no particular interest for California
produces no oranges for shipment beofre
the middle of January; but they are of
extremely great interest as showing an
eastern demand even in advanco of any
attempt to push tho fruit either by the
exchanges or the commission men.

Inquiries of dealers and growers indi-
cate that tbey will profit by the exper-

ience and the mistakes of last year.
Early in the season, wben news of the
Florida frost was received, tboro was a
decided inclination to lift orange prices
toward the skies, and though the ex-
changes and most of the commission ir.cn

saw the obejetions to this course nnu de-
clined to accede to the demand for hign
prices, very many producers Jeclin
ed to sell the early-ripening eeadlings
and held them until tho navels ripened
and spoiled the seedling market. Prices
of navels were also unfavorably affected,
for the unsound seedlings were suspended
over the market like a club. In tbe end
tne prices of navels wero lowered and
Ihe seed: .11. rolled on the ground. It
may be regarded as reasonably sure that
nothing of this son will occur tbis year,
and tbat the orange crop will be market-
ed as it ripens, and at fair prices ruling
throughout the seoson.

Pirated Labe
Tho following front tho California Pro

ducer is In line with statements recently

made in the»e columns:
We recently alluded to the eccentric-

ities of dealers operating in the orung.i
orchards. Wo see a statement in a Port-
land exchange, signed by W. M. Hil-
lcary, secretary of tbe Oregon State
grange, in these words:

"Tne pru . s in this section arc being
sold to a '\u25a0. iforniu man at one-half cenl.
per pound, who makes them 'choice Cal-
llornia fruit' and sends them to eastern
markets. Oregon is or.o of the largest
counties in Northern California, nnd
grows more prunes than her business
men can find a market for."

This is an essentially wrong practice
nnd should be stopped. Both states have
an Interest in stopping it. The prunes
of the two states are inherently different
ana each should be marketed under its
own name. Ifthis abominably false way
of marketing be continued the consum-
ing markets will be confused. On our
part, while we concede the desirability
of the Oregon machine-muds prune, we
desire to maintain clearly before the east-
ern people our sun-evaporated fruit, and
thosefwlio have a taste may not be de
ceived by fruit of a diffurent character
under a California label. Besides, Ore-
gon is fairly entitled to all popularity
wbicb ber product may achieve.

week ending October 5. The clearing
house banks held last week only $151,-
--490,400 in cash, which is a loss of $31,000,-
-000 since June 1 last, and of $31,380,000
since August 31 last. This money pre-
sents in part the gold export movement,
but more than anything eiso the demand
fur tho interior. The actual loss for the
week was $8,083,000. of which $730,000
wasi n specie and $7,344,300 leagl tender,

deposits are down to $540,0011,300, the loss
for the week being $0,037,000. The aggre-
gate volume of deposits bas fallen off
since June 1 over $21,000,000, and since
August 31 $33,500,000. Tbe deposits of the
New York bunks reported for the last
week ara nearly $50,000,000 less than for
the corresponding week in 1804,
